Falls, when its dimensions have been
multiplied by gpe hundred, and the
water is converted into transparent
icicles with the reflecting brilliancy
of ten thousand chandeliers, and
thus by some ufinatural expanse '4f
the imagination an appreciative
sense of the stubboyn fact is had;
of the deep brown or oxide of iron
color, the erystalizing salt, extend-
ing over fifty miles in the lowest
depth of Death Valley.

There is nothing, not anything,
that has a name or a shape, more
abrupt, uneven, of topsy-turvey,
than tnis mass of salt as spewed
from the unknown depths of the
earth. The projecting points, one
above another, are generally oblang,
and of all dimensions, from one
inch to five feet, and as the inner
pressure of the unknown forces
have thrust and crowded the mil-
lions of varied forms and sizes of
fragments promiscuously to the
surface, it presents a distressing con-
fusion. The salt is of the ordinary
hardness of stone. It is here that a
wagon road is built without the use
of a plow, pick shovel or ax, but at
great expense the high parts are
hammered down and make it possi-
ble for the traveler to pass.

Messrs. Brooks and Johnson credit
themselves with heing the most un-
fortunate party that ever visited
Death Valley, excepting the many
