There is an ice combine in Bakers-
field, “but it cuts no ice.'” The con-
sumers are consuming the same as he-
fore, getting their ice from Stockton
in carioad lots, and at moderate rates.
It seems to be a game of [freezeout,
with the consumers winning—Los
Angeles Record.

Bakersfield is the latest candidate
for free mail delivery. The postoffice
business is fully up to the required
$10,000 mark, and about all that seems
necessary to meet all the govern-
ments requiremenis is to put up street
signs and number the houses.—Los
Angeles Express.

Coal Discovered—W. Blodworth
and E, M. Howard, who have been
prospecting the city lands north of the
San Diego river, are reporied to have
‘discovered an extensive coal deposit.
Eastern capitalists have become inter-
ested in the find and are endeavoring
to secure a ten-years-lease on the
land.

Harbor Jubilee—The business men
and citizens genarally at San Pedro
are enthusiastically working to make
a suecess of the proposed harbor jubi-
fee celebration. Already 3700 has
been raised by the committee appolnt-
ed to obiain subscriptions, and it iz
expected that $1000 will be raised.—
Los Angeles Record.

Will Be Retried—Two years ago a
man named Green was killed by a
Southern Pacific train at Ventura, and
in a suit for damages Instituted by his
widow the court awarded her $9000.
Aflter fighting for time the company
appealed and the supreme conrt has
just handed down a decision order-
ing the case to be retried.

1t is safe to say thers would be some
lofty kicking in Los Angeles if the
same methods were to be uscd as are
used at Newport News, Va,, in gnar-
antining «mallpox patlents. A dis-
pateh from that place mentions that
the smalipox hospital there is sar-
rounded by a barbed wire fence, and
to make the fence doubly effective, the
wires are charged with electricity.

The spring of '99 edition of the
Western Graphic iz a splendid in-
stance of Southern California jounal-
istic enterprize, from Miss Curran’s
dainty illustrated cover to the adver-
tisemenis. The statement of the
publishers that the issue is “the most
costly, the most preientions and the
most beautiful newspaper ever print-
ed In Callfernia.” remains unchanged.

HIGH LICENSE: The question of
high license for the saloons at Santa
Monica is apparently as far from set-
tiement as il was when first diseusscd
maonths azo. The City Trustees are
close guarded in thelr language when
speaking of the matter, and no ae-
tion has Dbeen taken by the Santa
Monica Improvement Club, which to
a zreat extent controls public opinion
and official action,

The Tulare Register gives a timely
note of warning when It says that
“if the forest rangers are not pat to
work shortly, and a gond manv of
them at that, the sheep will be in the
mountains, and there will be no get-
ting them out when once turned loose
there.” The recent warning sent ont
by the Interior Department will be of
little use if the rangers are not prompt
in enforcing the law,

It is greatly to the credit of the res-
idents  of Riverside that they are
showing an inclination to contribute
to the comfort of Luther C. Tibbetls,
who developed the navel orange in
California, and who has lost all his
property. The Riverside Enterprise
announces that a building site of ten
aeres at Tibbetts Sation has been
pledged, an architect has contributed
plans for a house, and masons and
other artisans have offered to give
their time to the c¢onstruction of the
dwelling. The orange growers ought
certainly do the rest.

The Chino Champlon says: "A post-

al card arrived at the postoffice ad-
dressed very legibly to W. G, More-
head. It was dated on the face, Po-
mona, Cal., October 20. 1896. It bore
the postmark of the Pomona postof-
fice of date October 20. 1896, showing
that it was duly deposited there on the
day it was written. The next post-
marks were Los Angeles, February
23, 1889, and Chino, February 23, 1899.
It took the postal cdrd just two vears,
four months and three days to come
from Pomona to Chino—six miles. It
is presumed that the Pomona post-
master started out to deliver it per-
sonally, and losing his way walked
around the world, finally arriving at
Los Angelcs, where the card was
started to its destination.”

Tke Portland Oregonlan says: “The
bovish faces that look out from the
pletures of the soldier boys who have
dicd in Manila carry a pang ol pity
for the lads who met death in the
country’s service, and of apprehension
for those still on duty in the far isl-
ands of the sonthern sea. to hundreds
of homes and thousands of hearts.

SMALLPOX IN THE EAST.

All States Are Having a Number of
Cases,

Those who think that Los Angeles
is the only part of the United Siates
where thete are casce of smallpox,
should look over the weekly builetin
published by the United States Ma-
rine Hespital Carps. This bulletin
has heen partially necceszitated by
the prevalence of the smallpox
throughout the United States. The
bulletin just received here by Health
Officer Powers shows that there Is
some smallpox In  every state of the
Union with two exceptions. The small-
pox = supposed to have been brought
in originrlly by soldiers returning
from the Cuban campaign. Tt first be-
came & serious gqoestion in the South-
ern- States during the fall months. It
spread and from January 1st to March
1st the bulletin discloses thar there
were 300 cases in Grorgin. 125 cases In
Colorado, more than 300 in Nebraska.
87 in Ohio. over 100 in Virginia amf
other states, especially New Mexico,
Texas, Missouri, the Carclinas and
other statez show a large number of
cases. At the present time there are
fiftcen cases of smallpox in Washing-
tan, D, C., fifteen cascs in St Louis,
Mo, twelve cases in Coluombus, 0.
twenty-one cnses In Loredo, Texas,
alghteen cnzez in Denver, a4 number in
Omaha, not definitely stated, and so
on throughout many of the cities of
the country.

A RURALE SHOT,

Desperate Indian Cattle Thieves Com-
mit Murder.

San  Diego—Woerd was received
from Ensenada that Jose Ravle, a
Mexizan rorale, had been shot by a
eung of Indian cattie thieves near the
olil settlement of Neji, on the Tecarte
ranch in Lower California, near the
boundary line, and had since died of
his injuries, Rayle and another ru-
riafe named Verdugo had been delegat-
#d to arrvest the gang of thleves whose
success In stealing cattle and horses
for the past scvernl months had ter-
rorized the whole country, and on the
day of the shooting the Indians were
rounded up in the mountains. Rayle
advanced to place the seven men un-
der arrest, when the leader, known
as Chappo. drew a revolver, and de-
liberately sholt the officer in the
breast.

On Sunday a party started from En-
senada for the scene of the iragedy
including the governor, and they will
not return until the desperados have

been captared.

BOUND AND ROBBED.

How Two Mon Ambushed Seven and
Got Their Monsay,

Tacoma, Wash.—Two armed high-
waymen laid in ambush on a bieyele
path two miles from the cily and cap-
tured and robbed seven men between
8 and 11 o'vlock, securing saveral
watches, but less than $10 In ecash,
They laid a log across the path and
stopped the travelers as they came to
it. The first man was gz candy-
maker who had a bundle of aprons,
which they used to bind their prison-
ers as they came one by one. After
robbing them they tied their hands
and feet and laid them in a row in
the bushes.

At 11 o'clock the footpads went
away. leaving the victims bound, but
ane managed to roll over where an-
other could untie him with his teeth
and they gave the alarm, bat the rob-
bers had fled. About 7 o'clock two
men, presumably the same, held op T.
0. Abbott, a prominent attorney, but
2 few blocks from the same place, but
he broke away and escaped.

MINES AND MINING.

INFORMATION,

Mining and Sclentific Press: An as-
say ton contains 480 graing, being a
troy ounce, and there are 29,186 troy
ounces In an avordupois ton of 2000
pounds.

A cubic foot of quartz weighs near-
ly twice as much as a cublc foot of
quartz sand, owing to the interstitial
cents,

spaces in the latter,

A grain of $18 gold is worth 33
Quartz containing 1 cent in 1 pound
is worth $20 per ton.

In placer mining twenty inches of
waeier is usually considered a sluice
head,

At ordinary temperature a cuble
foot of water weighs 6234 pounds av-
oirdupois.

Amalgamation should be accom-
plished [n a battery with the least
possible amount of water.

The average loss of quicksiiver In
free milling ores should mnot ex
one-sixth ounce per ton of ore
crushed.

Water flowing from the shafts or
tunnels of many copper mines con-
tains sulphate of copper in solution.
By passing this water through a sluiee
box or tank containing old scrap Iron
metallle copper is deposited.

The relative height of discharge
from a stamp battery Influences the
capacity. A low discharge increases
capacity, a high discharge retards it.
While increased capacity may result
in cheapening the cost of crushing
per ton, a loss of gold from more rap-
id crushing may result in a loss in-
stead of a gain,

A miner’s Inch in Californla is a
variable quantity, ranging from 1.36
cuble feet to 1.73 cubie feet per min-
ute, according to height of pressure.
When the surface of the water Is ex-
actly six inches above the center of
the discharge two inches in height,
rath square inch discharges one and
& half cubic feet perminute, or 12.08
gallans.

FROM KOUKUK COUNTRY.

Farthest North Mining District in the
World.

J. P, Bauscaren from the East en
roite to the Koukuk mining country
In the Arctic Circle, the farthest north
inland mining district in the world.
He came down from that country sev-
eral months ago, and is one of the few
white men who have returoed, though
25000 miners went up there last spring.
Bauscaren has a map of the Aretic
Cirele region, which is the only map
of that country ever made to show all
the small creeks, lakes and mount-
ains. It was made by E. H. Chapman,
who spent sevene years there.

“For some years past” says Baus-
caren, “Indians have been bringing
out gold dust at the rate of $1000 to
$1500 g wyear. Last yvear we went up
there with the Indians and found
many locations which pald 25 cents to
the pan. I am taking hydraulic ma-
chinery up now. Some six hundred
miles along the Koukuk river is Tram-
way Bar, a raised table land where we
have 120 acres. We bring water over
the cliff, boild an apron on the oliff
2ide and a sluice;, and throw the water
against the gravel, which will run off
down the sluice.”

A rotary quartz mill will soon be
erected at the Smith mine over in the
Toll (iate canyon conntry, near Te-
hachapi. There Is not much work be-
)ing done in that camp now, owing to
lack of water.

Winchester Recorder: It s reported
that W, Rice of Oak Grove, who was
one of the first progpectors to discov-
er gold in the Sage country, has bond-
ed ene of his recently located claims
in that district for $1000.

The work will be
carried forward carefully and system-
atically., and the St. Eimo may yet
fustity the highest cpinion once prev-
alent in this camp in regard to it

Mining Review; The first gold brick
from the Ranchita mine, San Diego
county, under the new management
of the Colorado and California Mining
Development Company of Los Angel-
es, was purchased this week by Will-
lam T. Smith & Co., assayvers in Los
Angeles. The brick was brought in
by Mr. Quigley, superintendent of the
mine, The mill run showed an av-
erage of a little over $51 per ton. All
the ore | nthis run was taken from the
450-foot level, which fact In Itself is
an excellent indication that the prop-
erty 'is one of depth and of value,
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
