NEW YORK'S WATER.

Some Figure that Will Amaze by
Their Enormous Size.

In 1882 the storage capacity from Cro
tón dam (Crotón lake and reservoir),
the natural ponds of the system, and
the old reservoirs was 9,5O0,U00,0OO gal- -
Ions, Crotón lake holding in reserve ;

but half a billion of this.
Now four new reservoirs, Sodom and '

Bob brook, Titlcus, Carmel and Ama-- '
walk, hold for future needs at auy hour '

32,000,000,000 gallons more. The stor-- !

age reservoir In Central Park has in':
reserve over a billion, and Broux sys- -

tern reservoirs 3,500,000,000 more
stored up, not against a rainy day, but;
.against a succession of dry ones.

The new Crotón dam, the Cornell
dam, as it Is officially called, will store
iiuarvelously in additiou. A stone walli:
294 feet high closes one end of a nar--'

row valley. The water will come '

against this and back up the valley,
submerging lowland after lowland into
one gigantic lake, Ingulfing old Crotón
lake, covering over the old dam.

All the rivers of the Crotón system
will flow Into it, and both the old and
the new aqueducts will be its outlets.
It will "back water" up among the
hills sixteen miles from its dam, wip-
ing out the sites of three old villages,
and will Increase the storage capacity
two-third- s, bringing it to 70,000,000,000'
gallons, adding itself 30,000,000,000.

With these resources and these great-
ly increased opportunities of storing up
a huge reserve of water against evil
times of drought, it may be an occasion
of surprise that the near future will
certainly need additions on a larger
scale than ever before.

The explanation is to be found in a
few illuminative figures. The demands
of New York for water have Increased
beyond all anticipation and calculation.
In 1890 the city was using 160,000,000
a day; in the winter of 1899-190- 0 it
used, according to official records, 255,-000,0-

gallons. The hour when New
York will call for 300,000,000 gallons a
day is near at hand; in fact, it is said
It will be reached In a year or a little
more. Munsey's.

Powder Bnrna In Shooting; Caaes.
"Powder burns have played a curi-

ously Important part before the courts,"
remarked a New Orleans lawyer who
has a large criminal practice. "Their
presence or absence is often depended
upon to determine proximity in myste-
rious shootings, and they have ' fre-
quently settled the question of suicide
or murder where the fact was in doubt.

"I was Interested in a case of that
kind in the early days of my practice
and prevailed upon a prominent sur-
geon of this city who Is now dead to
ascertain for me by practical experi-
ment upon a body In tho dissecting
room exactly how far away the ex-
plosion of a pistol would produce burns
and powder marks. He used a .32 cal-
iber revolver and found that the flame
of the discharge made a distinct burn
it a distance of 2 feet, and powder
marks were loft at a distance of more
than two yards.

"Of course the grains were not actu-
ally driven into the skin, as they are at
shorter range, but the marks were
clearly discernible and could not be
easily removed. I was surprised at the
result, and It satisfied me that many
erroneous conclusions had been drawn
from such evidence in the past. It is
generally supposed that the weapon
must be bold almost against the skin to
leave traces of flame aud powder."

RECENT INVENTIONS.

A Pennsylvanlan has patented an
Improved coal bag and unloading ar-
rangement, comprising a central sus-

taining member, surrounded by a bag,
which has a gathering cord at the top,
.the bags being suspended by the stems
on a wooden support for filling from
tthe chute.

Dustless roads can be rapidly made
by a Californian's machine, which has
a plurality of dust-stirrin- g lingers,
which are adjusted to stir up the earth
in the road, a series of pipes extend-
ing at the rear of the fingers to sprin-
kle oil from a reservoir mounted on
the machine. ,

Shoes can be quickly laced by the
use of a new attachment, comprising
a pair of slotted rigs carried by the
edges of the upper, with headed studs
set In the slots to slide freely, with a
lacing attached to the studs to draw
the edges of the upper together as the
studs are raised.

An Improved automatic safety lock
for elevators is formed of two triangu-
lar blocks pivoted on top of the car,
and held in a folded position by the
cable, the breaking of the latter throw-
ing the blocks out and operating two
links which catch In the sides of the
well and support the car.

In New York a man has patented a
collar button which will save trouble
in fastening a stiff collar, the shank
of the button being telescopic, with an
Internal spring which prevents the
shank extending too far out and also
locks It in a contracted position after
the collar is fastened.

A handy tablet for telephones has
been patented by an Ohio man, com-
prising a reel suspended In two brack-
ets at the edge of the battery box, a
roll of paper being placed on the reel
and held smooth across the top for
writing, with a sharp metal strip to
sever the sheet after use.

Mowing and reaping machines can
be provided with a new whip holder,
which is formed of a support attached
to the tongue of the machine, carrying
a whip socket with a gear wheel at th
rear, which meshes with a gear shaft
extending in position for the driver tf
turn it and operate the whip.
