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LEGISLATURE NEWS.

Monday Five bills were intro-
duced in the Council, viz:

The eight-hou- r bill regulating
the hours of men employed in un-

derground mines and smelters,
also fixing penalty for violation of
same, by Councilman Whitesides.
Four bills were introduced by
Mr. Morehead: one amending
the present statutes in regard
to the theft of $50 or more is
made grand larceny, also the
the theft of any horned or hoofed
animal. One creating to justices
of the peace and two constables
in cities of over 1,000 inhabit-
ants. One providing for the ex-

emption of personal property for
anything except the purchase
price. Another regulating the
licences of barbers.

In the house the standing com-

mittees were named by Speaker
Powers.

Tuesday In the house the
eight-hou- r bill was introduced
b' Mr. Rowe and passed.

The house committee on the
territorial prison reported it to
excellent condition and very few
improvements are necessary.

Mr. Cowan introduced a bill
in the house to regulate railroad
fares, fixing the rate at 4 cents
per mile. Mr. Marlar's bill regu-

lates the salary of officers. Mr.
Webb introduced a measure defin-

ing the crime of grand larceny and
one regulating trusts. Mr. Ber-

nard introduced a bill amending
the present live stock law. Mr.
St. Charles offered a bill creating
the office of mine inspector.

In the Council the various
standing committees were ap-

pointed by President Ives.
Mr. Ashurst introduced two

bills, one providing a penalty for
the blacklisting of any discharged
employe by a railroad or other
corporation. The other measure
makes employes of railroads re-

sponsible for accidents instead of
the company. Mr. Kibbev intro-
duced a bill providing certain pri-

vileges for incorporated cities.
Mr. Ives introduced a bill which
provides for a redistricting of the
judicial districts of the territory.

Teachers' Institue.
The Teachers' Institue of Nava-

jo county will be held at Hol
brook this year, lasting three
days, February 24,' 25 and 26.
County School Superintendent!
F.J. Wattron has sent out cir-- ,
culars to the teachers of the
county containg a list of the sub-
jects to be discussed. Each
teacher selects' subject and re-

ports same to the superintend-
ent, who then makes out a pro-
gramme, covering the three
days' work and sends one to

each teacher. Should the super-
intendent find that two teachers
had selected t e same subject, he
notifies one of them of the themes
not chosen, and thus prevents

, the discussion of similar papers.
It is stated that this meeting
will be very instructive, and that
a large gathering of Navajo
county's instructors will be
present.

In compliance with Title IV,
Section 1, Paragraph 310 of the
Revised Statutes, I

Alexander 0. Brodie, Governor
of the Territory of Arizona, do
hereby designate and set apart
the 6th day of February A. D.

Pima, Pinal, Yuma, Graham,
Gila, Santa Cruz and Cochise.

And for the counties of Apache,
Navajo, Coconino, Mohave and
Yavapai I do hereby designate
and set apart the 3rd day of
April A. D. 1903 as such

ARBOR DAY
And I recommend that appro-riat- e

and instructive services be
held in our territorial institutions
of learning and in the public
schools, and that a part of the
day be devoted to planting trees,
shrubs, vines and flowers in pub-
lic parks and upon the school
grounds; and that all teachers
and pupils be given, the fullest
opportunity to participate in
the ornamenting of grounds and
the perpetuating of the day.
