By the Governor of Arizona;
To the People of Arizona:

The President of the United
States by his proclamation hav-
ing designated Thursday, Nov-
ember the 26th, 1908, as Thanks-
giving Day, I, JOSEPH H. KIB-
BEY, Governor of Arizona, have
proclaimed and do hereby pro-
claim Thursday, the 26th day ot
November, 1908, to be a holiday
to be observed as THANKSGIV-
ING DAY in the Territory of Ari-
zona, and recommend itscelebra-
tion accordingly.
