THE HOLD-U- P.

The buckboard carrying the mail,
which left St. Johns for Navajo Tues-
day morning last, was "held-up- " by two
highwaymen at Zuni bridge, about
twelve miles north on the St. Johns
and Navajo road. The mail pouch con-

taining the Springerville and the entire
southern and St. Johns matter was over
hauled by these miscreants. Dr. Yar
row of the Smithsonian scientific explo
ration party, was the only passenger
and it is feared that he may be the
loser of a very valuable watch in ad
dition to whatever funds he may have
had for traveling expenses. The report
of the robbery was brought in by F. C
Lewis' expressman, who saw the fleeing
robbers going in the direction of the
Zuni villages. Sheriff Hubbell sent out
a strong force of men well acquainted
with every watering place and trail, who
will, if possible, bring the villians in
We hope they may be successful.

The loss to the firm is total,
not one penny in insurance was protect-
ing the goods in store or the building
that contained them, and will amount
to fully $5,000.

The residence of Harris Baldwin, lo
cated on the adjoining lot, very narrowly
escaped destruction, and it was only by
fighting the flames inch by inch that it
was preserved. In this particular effort
Mr. Frank Clark was badly burned
about the face by the flving sheets of
fire. Mr. John Quigley was also in the
midst of the fire, but came off with less
damaging results than his
Clark.

The safe containing the books and
valuable papers of the firm was opened
after it had cooled, and found to con-

tain everything in perfect condition.
The sympathy of the whole community
of St. Johns is expressed for Messrs.
Crosby & Patterson, who are numbered
among our best citizens.
