The promotion of General Crook
to the rank of Major General caused
much enthusiastic rejoicing at the
Territorial cnpitol, where he was
stationed for a long time and made
many and lasting friends.

J. C. Herndox, Esq., District At-

torney of Yavjsp.ii county, will pro-

bably be elected a delegate to the
National Democratic Convention.
THe northern part of the Territory
is entitled to representation, and
Mr. Herndon is the choice of those
Democrats who have expressed
themselves in our hearing. Harris
Baldwin had a strong following for
delegate, until lie declined to have
his name presented to the conven-

tion.

A bill to permit aliens to pur-

chase mineral lands in the Territo-

ries met with a strong and persis-

tent opposition in thejiteiuite, but
was passed, after much discussion,
by a vote of 81 to 13. The meas-

ure was lathered by Senator Stew-

art of Nevada, and he had, on the
outside, from Territo-
rial delegates. An amendment was

adopted, providing that Territorial
Legislatures shall have the right to
enact laws prohibiting aliens from
becoming owners of mines.

The quarterly report of the Su-

perintendent made to the Board of
Prison Commissioners at Yuma, on
the 'first of April, shows that ten
prisoners were discharged from the
prison by expiration of terms one
discharged on writ of habeas cor-

pus and six pardoned during the
last quarter. There are one hun-

dred and twenty-fou- r male priso-

ners, and the number will probably
be increased soon after the adjourn-
ment of the present term of court
in St. Johns.

,We were pleased to receive the
first issue of The Winslow News,
published by E. E. Booth. In a
short 'Salutatory our new contem-
porary greets the public gracefully
and, declares its aims and purposes
in a nianner becomingly modest.
Devoted to local news and the in-

terests of Winslow and Apache
county neutral in politics, the
News declares it will abstain, as far
as possible from petty newspaper
wrangles, and attend strictly to its
own business.

In proportion to the population,
crime does not exist to a greater ex-

tent in New Mexico than in the
States represented in Congress by
the members who signed the mi-

nority report. No State has on its
statute book a more rigid law
against carrying deadly weapons,
nor so far as we remember, is train
robbery punished with death in
any State or Territory except New
Mexico. The Santa Fe Presbytery
of the Presbyterian Church voiced
the sentiments of the people when
it declare!, "that if the author of
such statements is still living, we

desire to call vividly before him,
the sad curse of Ananias, and also
express the hops that God Almighty
may have mercy on his soul."
