It is not
given to the European intellect to fathom
the profundities and to traverse the
twistings of the marvelous conditions
which now surround the American voter.

An exchange, in speaking of the va-

rious reforms and innovations being in
troduced into the army, says : "The drill
of the United States troops at San
Diego, which involves the practice of
having the soldiers, when equipped in
heavy marching order, jump into deep
water, rifles in hand, and then scramble
ashore as best they can, while a severe
test of the physical power, is yet a drill
that tends to harden the men, make
them more self-relia- and in other ways
make them more efficient. In the Ger
man army this kind of drill is carried to
even grea er lengths. Soldiers are com
pelled to jump into the water from high
places. Of course, a part of this drill
consists not only In keeping the head
above water, but also the rifle. W7ith
knapsack, heavy clothing and boots on,
the soldier has quite a tussle to do this."

FIFTY YEAJRS.

Our acknowledgments and greeting
are due to the Scientific American, tho
receipt of whose handsomeanniversary
number reminds us that our esteemed
contemporary has completed the first
half century of its existence. It was
fitting that a paper whose range of sub-
jects is so extensive should devote its
semi-centenni- al number to a review of
scientific and industrial developments
during the past fifty years ; and Messrs.
Alunn & Co. are to be congratulated on
the discriminating judgment with which
this ambitious work has been carried
out. In a review of this kind the diffi-

culty 1b so to select, condense, and ex-

press the essential facts of the subject
that the result shall be a reference book
and a readable story in one. In the num
ber before us the writers have achieved
this result to a marked degree ; the his-

torical interest and the literary style of
the articles being eqnally good. The
i lustrations appear to have been chosen
with a strict regard for their historic in-

terest, and readers will linger long over
such views as those of the American-bui- lt

steamer Arctic, the fastest vessel
on the Atlantic in 1852, Morse's pendu-
lum instrument of 1S37 and his telegraph
receiver of 1844, Edison's first phono-graph,th- e

patent office models of Howe's
and Wilson's sewing machines, the firEt
"safety" bicycle, the first McCormic

reaper, the original Franklin hand. press
cnts of the earh' forms of the telephone
and electric motor, and many another
engraving ot historic interest. The. sub-
jects which have necessarily been
crowded out of the illustrated columns
are more briefly noted in a very reada-
ble article at the commencement cf the
paper; and not the least interesting fea-

ture is the admirable essay on the pro
gress of invention during the past fifty
years wh ch won the $250 prize, offered
by the editors for the best essay on this
subject. The paper is handsomely in-

TEE PitOP OSBD 'RESERVOIR
The reservoir and canal enterprise

located in the canyon south of St. Johns,
has been gaining strength ever since the
project was first proposed. Our citizens
have long been aware of the advantages
that would accrue to St, Johns by bring
ing the water out on the mesa to the
south and west of tawn The pre'imin
ary survey has been made and a practic
able route for the canal found. The
amount of Water that it will be possible
to store would be sufficient to irrigate
ten thousand acres of land at least
snouia-tni- s amount oi terntorv be re
claimed and brought under cultivation,
there would be a continuous body of re
ciaimea iana nere amounting to over
fifteen thousand acres. This would be
ample for the support of three times our
present population.

The land under the proposed new
nal is far better than any now in cultiva
tion in this county, being well adapted
for the raising of alfalfa, corn, melons,
fruit trees, vinevards, small grain, and
everything else now grown here. There
are some most beautiful spots within
the area to be reclaimed, and some of

the prettiest homes m the Territory of
Arizona can be made upon them.

It proposed increase the capital
stock of the St. Johns Reservoir and
Irrigation company by $10,000, the
amount necessary to expend in ordei to
bring the water high enough for the pur-
pose. Dr. W.E. Piatt, who has had
charge of the subscriptions for the past
two weeks, reports. that a considerable
proportion of this sum has been raised ;

Bryan in Congress.
Review of Reviews.

Perhaps no better idea of the habits
of thought and the animating political
convictions of William J. Bryan could
be obtained than by merely noting the
measures with which he was identified
during his four years' service in the
House of Kepresentatives.

He saw
the corn, the wheat, the cattle and live
stock growing without the aid of the
nation's taxing power and selling at
prices fixed without reference to a pro-

He saw, on the other
hand, his neighbors taxed on their wire
fencing for its maker's profit, on their
farm implements, on the lumber of
which they build their little homes, on
their clothing, and on everything they
had to buy.

It reduced the revenues of the country
in two years from $229,000,000 to 177,
000,000 without relieving the price of
life's necessaries by adding to protect-
ive duties and consequently to prices.

The present tariff law was coupled
with an income-ta- x provision which
was expected to yield a large revenue
from rich corporations and welthy men.
The tax was overthrown. But even
without it, and in spite of present busi-
ness depression, the existing law pro-
duced $16,000,000 more revenue in the
first year than the McKinley law did
the year before, and his produced 12,
000,000, more in the eleven months of
this fiscal year lhan.the McKinley law
did in the first eleven months of its
last year.

Several mil
lions of taxes from this sourse which
would otherwise have been paid this
year have been postponed to future
years.
