IT BEATS THE RECORD.

The Speed of a Man'B Heart Pulsations
Puzzles tho Doctors.

William Wiggins, a cook, 35 years
old, who is now at tho City hospital,
St. Louis, has a heart that is a record
Dreaser. Tlie average neart, as is
known, beats at tho rate of about 70
pulsations per minute, while that of
Wiggins amuses itself by sx .luting
along at the speed of 212 beats each GO

seconds.
And yet he does not die, and therein

lies the peculiarity of his case. Other
hearts have been known to take sprint-
ing spells, but when they have reached
a speed of about 150 pulsations to tho
minute tbey have usually gotten tired
and have stopped indefinitely. Not so
with Wiggins. After a speedy spell his
heart usually stops completely for a
short period. It has always started
again.

Wiggins' heart has been affected with
this straugo trouble for about two years,
without apparent cause. During an at-

tack he suffers intensely, but at other
times is free from pain. Ho is improv-
ing under treatment.

New York Manacers Find the Taste
for Vaudeville la Waning.

A New York dispatch says: There
are millions Of dollars invested in Xew
xovh. music nails, variety houses and
theaters devoted to "specialty" per-
formances, and unless there Is a turn
in the receding of popular support there
is serious trouble ahead for at least a
dozen of these places.

It is no secret that the music hall
managers are In a quandary as to
what to do in order to check the fall-
ing off in their receipts. The public a
few seasons ago were "vaudeville
mad," and packed the music hallsall
winter and the roof gardens all sum-
mer. But the appetite for that style
of entertainment seems to have been
satiated, and even the most expensive
foreign attractions no longer draw one-quart-

the patronage they did a cou-
ple of years ago.

money. As high as $180,000 ciir
profit has been made at one house dm
ing a season.

Even at these salary outlays enor-
mous profits were made on all these
early engagements. Any one of the
three you choose to name played to
over $10,000 a week, and the managers
were in the heyday of their prosperity.

But the tide has turned, and it is an
open secret that many well-know- n

managers are in water well up to their
chins. If some genius does not arise
with a scheme capable of drawing dol-
lars from the public as they were
drawn two years ago, this summer will
see Broadway strewn with wrecks of
gigantic theatrical ventures.
