Henry moved to Colorado, and the

company evtended its invest-

ment liuiinca to this State. Mr.
Henry organized and incorporated tho
the Colorado Loan r::d Truht Company
of which he v,a& the head officer. For
the half niillior. dollars or more which
the Traveler's Company invested in
Colorado through Mr. Henry tho com-

pany has taken a3 tolhterial tho
tnissory notes of borrowers and w--rI

by deeds of trut coiojany acted ai
trustees. The company fihs a sche-dnl- e

of the loans thus made, and states
that the notes by the several deeds of
trust described in the schedule, amount
ins to about $5000.000 are still un-

paid. A large number aro pa-- t du",
and otlurs arc falling due almost daily
Because of unsatisfactory ..conduct on
the part of Henry the insurance com-

pany in May 1 885, notified the Colo-

rado Trust Company to ceaso acting
as its agent, and notified al! makers of
promissory notes and tho grantee
named in the deeds of trust that they
should make r.o further payni'-nt- a to

Hearr or the truot company kept on

aad are endeavoring to collect the

amounts of money due. It is alleged

that Henry has been guilty of gross

irregularities as trustee, having

large sums of money from the

insurance company to be paid over to
borrowers by him and instead of doini:
so it is charged lw appropriated the
moaey to his own use. In numerous

instance it is said Henry has collected
princip-t- l and interest on notes and
retained tha money, failing to rep rt
the transaction at thj home fSce.

An ex imple cr-s- e cited is that of John
Sheldon of Fort Collins who borrowed

$15,000 from the Travelers Company
The money wan sont to the Trust Com-

pany and Ile.nry is charged with fail

ing to pay the money to Sheldon but

?avo its credit and shield Henry rrom
criminal proseeution the Travelers'

Company has admnced large sums of
meney a aecoud time to l.o paid to

parties who naa negotiateu ioiij
through the Trust Company. Henry
promised to reform his business mo
thods and in this wav i:&t thecornpanv
further into his toils. "When Mr.

Henry was at Abilene the company
charges that he collected and misaj-instea- d

applying tho money to his own
use. To save Henry from criminal

prosecution theinsurar.ee company re
turned the note and deed of trust to
aceiaoB. i.ne misappropriation re-

mains unpaid. .Numerous similar

cases are cited. Tho Travelers' Com-

pany then states that its business has

become embarrassed and its credit im-

paired by these fraudlent acts. The
