age, and no man to one woman who
lived to 104. it is observed that only
one person in 1,000 born lives beyond
94 years'.

Fbom a comparison of the results of
recent deep-se- a soundings, it appears
that the following are just generaliza-
tions : 1. The water of the South Pacific
is in its whole mass cooler than that of
the Atlantic 2. The water of the South
Pacific is, down to 4,225 feet, somewhat
warmer than that of the Atlantic, but
below that depth cooler. 3. The bottom
temperatures are generally lower in the
Pacific than in the Atlantic at the same
depths and iu the same degree of lati
tude ; but nowhere in the Paciac are
found such low bottom temperatures as
in the Antarctic portion ot the bouth
Atlantic, where temperatures of 0.3
centigrade to 0.6 degrees have been
measured. 4. In the western parts of
the Pacific and the adjoining parts of
the East India archipelago, the tem
perature of the water reaches its
minimum at depths between 1,787 and
8,937 feet, remaining the same from
this depth to the bottom. In tho whole
of the Atlantic the temperature from
8,937 feet to the bottom gradually
though slowly increases.

North and South.
And this reminds me of 'another fact ;

it takes five times as much transporta-
tion to supply a grain country as a cot-
ton country, as it takes from six to
twelve times the area to produce a ton
of cotton as a ton of grain. And this is
the main reason why the South was and
is so far behind the North in building
railroads she really did not need them.
Another reason is that the South has
so many navigable streams. Alabama
alone has 1,200 miles of navigation for
five months in the year, and about 600
all the year. Thus it was that she did
not need railroads and telegraphs, and so
did not build them: thus her develop-
ment was along a different line, so her
civilization and society were different,
and, in conclusion, her ideas were differ-
ent. The people are more sentimental
andjless practical than at the North;
rather more polite and less acute, some-
what more stately and ceremonious, con-
siderably more reserved as to their in-

ward natures, though very communi-
cative in common things, and far slower
to adopt new ideas. In other respect-i- t

resulted that the Southerner was
somewhat more stately and punctilious,
and much more sensitive on personal
matters as each man here was some-
thing of a little lord on his own domain.
These characteristics show plainly in
the criminal statistics ; in the South the
proportion of personal encounters and
killings in sudden heat is vastly greater
than in the North ; in the North the
embezzlements, druggings, abortions,
seduotfons, frauds and speculations are
ten to one in the South. The crimes of
the South have their origin in prejudice,
rashness and hot blood ; those cf the
North are most frequent in the cases
where calculation, cool malice and petty
meanness come in. If the Southerner
is generous, he is too apt to be profuse
with his liquor and provisions; the
Northerner stiuts himself and his guests
in order to give liberally to church,
school, railroad and public works. The
Southerner loses a day and spends some
money to' entertain you ; the Yankee
dines vou in brief time on baked beans.
and gives 2 to the preacher. The Yan
kee's way is the wiser, but the other way
is not altogether unpleasant. The West-
ern man is a happy compound of the
two, aud of Wesh-- men the Hoosier
is at the top. llockville (Ind.) I'ribune.
