A supenrion remedy for a sore throat
is, on retiving to rest, to rub on the ont-
side a little voln'ile liniment, and swal-
low slowly a few drops of paregoric, let-
ting it dissolve in the saliva and npruml
along down the inflamed parts, The
linimeut is generally sufficient slone,
Volatile liniment is simply & misture of
sweet oil and aqua cmmowia (ealled
liguid hartshorn). These sre put into
& vinl and shaken, using such propor-
tion as to form a semi-liquid soap. An
ounce or fwo can be got cheuply at the
dmggist'a ; and, if tightly corked, it
will keep for months. Rub it on with
the fingers. This is also good for sore-
ness of the chest or joints, or for leme-
ness, stiff neck, ete.

Nasan Caragre.—Snuff up e:ch nos-
tril about as much iodoform as wonld lie
on a 3-penny piece. Idid this about 6

o'clovk in the evening, acd absut 11

o'clock I was immediately relieved, so
that the coryza wss markedly diminished.
In that short time my cold had been
transported from the cold s to the
stage of resolution. Next morning I was
almost well. I resolved to try thisdmg
on various friends and patients, and have
done 8o with great success. The coryza
and accompanying pain and discomfort
disap in a few hours or in the
conrse of a night. In cases of mild ea-
tarrh I found it made the symptoms a
great deal worse.

Sugar should not be sdded to either of
the sbove until after the lignor is re-
moved from the fire, In the ubsence of
iresh fruit, & pleasant beverage may ba
prepared hy stirring sufficient mpl.ﬁrr\'
jum or owrrant jelly iuto the required
lusmt.tv of water, straining the liquor
before giving it to the patient,”

the cuticle. Nearly all i.edical writers
mention three varicties of the disense—
scarlating simplex, in which scarcely

throat trouble attends the fever and the -

rash ; scarleting anginosa, in which

immediately overborne by the violenes
of the disorder, and the patient exhibits
great wenkness and los of vitality.
