In smelting worka
the style of furnace, character of ore,
fluxes and fuels, the losses in alag and
tflue duat, the management of sulphuret
ores, and everything that relntes to ob-
taining a merchantable product in one
operation, are in place. It is to be re-
memberad also that the nttention of
thinking men will be aroused most cer-
tainly by descriptions of experiments,
novel arrangements and the frank state-
ment of difficalties, whether avercome or
not. A careful selection of specimens
showing the country rocks connected with
the ores will have grest interest for expe-
rienged mining men. Espocinlly import-
ant are the eruptive rocks which usually
occur in dykes and are abundant in Ari-
zona. The exhibition will Le attended
by ssientific men who are interested in
such eollestions, and wha will freely give
their aid in making the ore deposita of
Arizonn  understood and appreciated.
Specimens of ore should be accompunied
by an assay giving the amount of gold,
silver, copper and lead, It is intended to
vollect all such fucts into a suitable publi-
cation. To increase the value of this
work itis requested that a short state.
mont should be sent from each diatrict
giving the position, altitude, suriace char-
acter (whether mountainous or rolling),
population and other facts of the district
at large, and also thd especial facta con-
nected with each mine vepresented in the
exhibrit. Each district will also supply a
case 1o coutain its exhibit, and such cases
when intended tor a table should be two
and one-half feet wide, fifteen inches
high at the back and eight inches Ligh in
front, inside measurement, with a sash
cover hinged st the hacl; length sufficient
to contain the specimens sent. Wall
cakes to contain specimens should be six
feet high and eighteen inches deep. 1f
