In general the exhibits will naturally
full into broad classes like the following:

I Free milling silver ores.
IT B.ise silver ores.
IK - Oxidized copper ores.
I V Sulphureted copper 'ores.
V Lead ores.
VI Lead ores with gold and silvei.
VII Free gold ores.
VIII Sulphureted sold ores.
IX In connection with the above;

iron ores and limestones suitable for
Muxes, and coal.

X Products of milis aud reduction
works.

XI Plans and models of mints, mills
and choinical factories.

XII Clear and detailed descriptions of
the methods adopted for treating the ores,
with plans of machinery.

XIII Each district should send one
suit of specimens of country rock, show-
ing the limestone, shale, quartzite or
granite, and especially any eruptive rocks
that occur in the district.

XIV Statistics of ore mined, ore
treated and bullion produced since the
beginning of mining operations, and
especially for the year which has elapsed
since the collection of the census statis-
tics up to June 1, 1882. In addition, the
wood, water and agricultural resources of
each district should bo given; or failing
the existence of these, the usual source
of supply should be stated.

In regard to the twelfth and thirteenth
classes of exhibits, I wish to say that this
exhibition can be made of great perma-
nent value to the mining profession if the
managers of mills and other reduction
works will give to the Commissioner a
short account of the methods used in re-

ducing their ores. In mills, the weight
of stamps, number of drops, size of
screens, single or double discharge, weight
of pan charge, length of pan run, use of
chemicals both as to quantity and mode
of adding thoin, mode of handling quick-
silver, ainaleaut and bullion, and the
quantity of each, proportions of settling
tanks, "all questions that alTect losses,
whether in siinies or tailings, are some of
the points desired. In smelting works
the style of furnace, character of ore,
tluxes and fuels, the losses in slag and
flue dust, the management of sulphuret
ores, and everything that relates to ob-

taining a merchant able product in one
operation, are in place. It is to be re-

membered also that the attention of
thinking men will be aroused most cer-

tainly by descriptions of experiments,
novel arrangements ind the frank state-
ment of difficulties, whether overcome or
not. A careful selection of specimens
howing the country rocks connected with

the ores will have great interest for expe- -

ienccd minim; men. Especially import
ant are the eruptive rocks which usually
occur in dykes aud are abundant in Ari-

zona. The exhibition will be attended
by scientific men who are interested in
uch collections, ana who will treely give

their aid in making the ore deposits of
Arizona understood and . appreciated.
Specimens of ore Bhould be accompanied
by an assay giving tlie amount ot gold,
silver, copper and Toad. It is intended to
collect all such facts into a suitable publi-
cation. To increase tho value of this
work it. is requested that a short state-
ment should be sent from each district
giving the position, altitude, surface char
acter (whether mountainous or roiling;,
population and other facts of tho district
at large, and also the especial facts con
nected with fun mine represented in the
exhibit. Each district will also supply a
case to contain its exhibit, and such cases
when intended tor a table should be two
and one-hal- f feet wide, fifteen inches
high at the back and eight inches high in
front, inside measurement, with a sash
cover hinged at the back; length sufficient
to contain the specimens sent. vt all
eases to contain specimens should be six
feet high and eighteen inches deep. It
any district omits to appoint a commis-
sioner, any person desiring to exhibit can
send his specimens marked as above, pre
paying charges, and write to the nearest
appointed commissioner, asking him to
take charge of his exhibit.

District Commissioners, when ap
pointed, are requested to communicate
with me for the purpose of securing har-
mony of action. Communications on the
subject of the exposition may bo ad
dressed to me or to 1 nomas It. feonn,
Assistant Commissioner, Tombstone, A. T.

The ieppcnnini crop.
The peppermint crop of the United

States has for the past few years reached
the amount of 70,000 pounds per year,
of which about 30,000 pounds were an-
nually exported. Two-third- s of the pep-
permint oil of this country is produced
in New York, and about one-thir- d in
Michigan. The best oil comes from
Wayne county, New York, where it is
carefully prepared, by a man named
Hotchkiss, wi:o.-- o name it bears, and
usually brings 20, cents more tliiu the
common. The plant is a perennial one
and is planted in tiie spring. The next
year it is ready for cutting and generally
may Iiq cut for three years. Tho best
yield is given in tho iirst and second
years of euttjng ; in the third yenr tho
plant becomes bitetr. After the plant
becomes four years old it is not cut, and
tho field is plowed over and a new crop
planted. The usual method of plant-
ing is in rows, and in August the plant
is ready for cutting.
