The Mufti.
An Episode of the Indian Mutiny.

During the cold weather in 185G we

rent rushing past our rear, and was evi-

dently unheard by the Sepoys, who
were gathered round their fires, smok
ing, eatuig and sleeping m peifect se
curity, their arms ly-n- about in every
direction. Gradually the darkness
cleared away, and the first streak of
light appeared on the horizon. . Then,
the cry to prayer ringing through the
encampment, all the followers of tho
Prophet, kneeling down on their prayer
carpets, performed their morning devo
tions with great terror, aud rose up to
begin the day with a fresh butshery.

ijet their accursed priests be first
brought up," was the order by the
Mufti, m obedience to which Chasuble
and Calvin Longwynd were untied and
dragged before him. '" You have had
full time for repentance now, onco for
nil, will you believe or will you die ?
Before either of them could answer him
a wounded Sowar dashed into the midst
of the party, and, without pulling up
his steaming horse, shouted out : " Bide
for your lives the Sahib log are closed
behind ! At the sound of that dreaded
name a panic seized all the Sowars, who
niohed pell-me- ll to their horses, while
the infantrymen caught up their arms
and crowded together, doubtful whether
to fight or fly. The Mufti alone re-

mained firm and collected. Above the
tumult his voice rang out clear and
high : " Stand firm, believers victory
or paradise ! " But his words fell on
heedless ears, lor even as they wcra
uttered a dozen or more Sowars dashed
through in headlong flight, riding down
every one who stood in their way, and
throwing the whole force into hopeless
confusion. A wild stampede ensued as
the sound of calvary at full gallop drew
nearer aud a crowd of Sowars rode past,
spurrinsr for dear life. ' Only the Mufti
and three grizzled old troopers remained
calm and unmoved, even when the ring-
ing cheer of our lancers foretold their
doom. "The gates of paradise are
opening wide; the Prophet himself
beokous to us. Forward I forward ! die
fike true Ghazis ! " cried the Mufti. With
de,sperate courage tho lunatics' charged
furiously on the advancing squadron,
cut down the Major and threw them-
selves on the line of lancers, while the
Mufti sprang forward, stabbsd Chasuble
to the heart, and was in the act of strik-
ing at the missionary when a lance driven
home by a strong arm pierced him
through and through ; so the Christian
martyr and the Mussulman fell side by
side, and each went to his own place.

In a few moments we were unbound
and safe. Gtir first thought was of our
fallen friendtj ; Chasuble and St. Hill
were past all help, but Stubbs still
breathed, and a few drops of brandy
from a trooper's flask gave him moment-
ary strength. As we raised his head he
tried to speak, and, loaning over him,
I heard a whisper, " Is he alive ? I did
my best, tell her." It was his last effort,
nd i i moment he was with tho rival

for whom he had died. His last mes-s:ig- o

was never delivered, for Miss Bell
had been massacred, together with the
whole of except our small
party. A native servant ho escaped
and came into camp some day i after-
ward reported that she had been shot by
ii r father to save her from falling into
t he hands of the mutineers, but whether -
tfds were true or not we never knew for
certain.

Our rescuers proved to be the advance
guard of Adair's column, which, having
been reinforced after their repulse ou
Sunday , had made a forced march by
night through thunder, lightning and
rain, and, takiug the mutineers entirely
by surprise with an luifordable river in
their rear, routed them with such a
slaughter as is remembeied to this day
in many a town and village throughout
the leugth and breadth of Oude, where
men shudder as they tell how on that
stormy night the Christians wera mas-paore- d,

For toothache
and its accompanying facial pain, Dr.
Sporer strongly advises, in a St Peters
burg medical journal, the use of chloral
and glycerine dissolving from a sciuple
to half a dram of the former iu two drams
ol the Litter, ard applying a plug of wad
ding soaked in this to the source of pain.
As, however, this may cause considerable
irritation of the mucous membrane of the
mouth, the chloral can bo applied in
substance by wrapping from a half to at
most one grain of the granules of chloral
in a little w ool to keep them together,
ancf placing in the cavity of the tooth;
on the chloral becoming dissolved, the
accumulated saliva is to be ejected. .

Peroxide of hydrogen is used in
Sheffield to bleach the inferior ivory for
knife-handle- s.

For tf.o next few divs we were all in

a state of tho deapsst despondency, but
after that came a reaction. We heard
that a large European force, uuder tlw
Comiiianuer-in-Chie- f, was on
Delhi, and taut several regiments had
been telegraphed for from the Persian
gulf and Madras. At several places
mutinies hud taken place, but m many
others the spirit of the native troops

to be excellent, notably tt Alla-
habad, where the Sixth regiment Native
Infantry had volunteered to march
against "those wicked men who had
been false to the great company whoss
salt they had eaten ;" and other regi-
ments had followed their examp.o.
M. an time our own men were loud iu
their professions of loyalty, and many
ot us believed they were really faithful.
Altogether things were look'ng brighter,
when suddenly telegrams, letters ana
newspapers ceased to arrive, and we
found that we were cut off from all
communication with the outer world.
The last paper which reached us gave a
ghastly account oi the tragody at Alla-
habad, where the Sixth regiment, after
having paraded in the afternoon to re
ceive the thanks of the Goverror Gen- -
end for their loyalty, cut the throats of
all their olncers at mess in the evening.

To add to our troubles, there wera
great differences of opinioa among our
leaders. The Brigadier, a worn-ou- t old
man who should have been dozing away
the evening of his life at Bath or Chel
tenham, wastjuito unequal to tho emer-
gency and changed his plans from day
to day. An intrenchment rouad the
European barracks was beguu, and
within a week the work was stopped,
owing to the remonstrances of the na-

tive officers, who declared that tiieir
feelings were hurt by such a want of
confidence in them and their u.cu.
Shortly afterward, to our great relief,
the Brigadier broke down altogether,
took to his bed, and handed over the
command to our Colonel, one of ttte boat
and bravest officers in the army, whose
brevet rank, gained by distinguished
service in thr leld, placed him over t!i
older officers w "jo commanded the other
regiments. He at onco set to work nu
the intrenchments, which were com-
pleted in a fortnight, and at the time,
by his personal influence over the Se-

poys, checked to some extent the spirit
of disaffection which had shown itself in
the shape of fires. These had been of
nearly nightly occurrence, and were un-

doubtedly the work cf . incendiaries. I

They, however, ceased for a time, and
the midnight meetings of men of all
regiments, of which we had received se-

cret but sure information, were also
discontinued.

One Monday afternoon a Mussulman
fanatic, who had come from Delhi to
incite the men to mutiny, was seized by
some troopers and brought up to our
Colonel. A court-marti- was held at
once, and he was hanged tho same even-
ing iu the presence of the whole foice,-withou- t

the slightest attempt being
made to rescue him or even a murmur
being heard in the ranks, even when the
wretched man cried out that lie was
dying for the faith ana cailea. on ail true
believers to save him from the infidels.

All was quiet during the night, but
next morning, when Hampden's Horso
was drawn up for a drill, a trooper sud-
denly shouted out : " The mur.ier of our
saint must be avenged," aud fired his
carbine at the ColoneL Iu another min-
ute the officers were riding for their
lives, followed by a score of Sowars,
while the rest of the regiment gallopod
Mnousiy throtii-'- the mtautry and

lines, calling on the meu to joia
them. They, however, met with no

and, being fired on by a few
faithful Sepoys, who, at the fir.-i-t alarm,

'h,d gathered round their ofiio-ers- they
rode off in great disorder, after having

fire to their own lines and their olU-Cur- a'

bungalows, and cut down two or
three Europeans whom they happened
to come across.

Mr.yli relieved by their sudlen de
parture and tho apparent stauuchiiess
of the mass of the Sepoys, we Mattered
ourselves that w-- had tided over the
wor-s- t of the danger, en 1 that order
wouiu sooii be ;' but v.ithin forty-eig- ht

hours we were uudeeeiwd. Of
tne next great outbreak I can 1 biit
little, for exposure to the Vinhad brought
on fever aud partial delhium. I have
but a confused recollection of a sudden
alarm ; a cry that tho Sowars had coiao
back and were murdering every one ; a
nvli from my blazing house through a
surging crowd oi native, and then fiml-ir- g

myelf safe inside the intr.'i cl ment.
A week passed before I was able to take
i'Hrt iu the defense, and by that time
there was need of every man who could
handle a rille. for the casualties had

boon many. For tliree long week
we held out, buffering terribly from heat
and scarcity of water, as well as from in-
sufficient food, having from tho very first
been on half, aud latterly on quarter

Still we did not despair, for a
faithful Sepoy, who, at the risk of his
ovii life, hud passed through theenemy's
line?, brought a noti in Greek charac-
ters from Col. Adair, of the Tweuty-t- i

fth Irv.iCers, informing us that he hoped
to be ulilo, to relieve us on the followinc
Sunday. On thit day the mutineers left
u. iu peace, the greater part ofhem
having moved off to oppose the relieving
force. From earliest dawn until late at
night we wj'ched in vain for any sight
or sound that might tell us how the fight
was going. At hist wo heard a distant
gun, theu heavy firing, which at first
sounded nearer and nearer, then re-
mained stationary for' a time,
then gradually grew fa'nter and
fainter, until at last it died away in
tho distance, and not a sound broke the
silence of the night. Then our hearts
sank Within us, for we knew that all
hope of succor ws at an end, and that
we were left to our fate. Tho rising sun
showed us the camp of our enemies
swarming wiih armed men, villagers as
well R3 Sepoys, who shouted out- that
they had conquered the Feriughees, and
held up the uniforms and accoutrements
if English soluieis in token of their
victory.

We fully expected that they would
now make a final attack in force, bnt
they had probably formed a pretty good
i lea cf the state to which we had been
reduced, and, like wise men, determined
to starve us out
