Grains of Sand.
The manufacture of sand is an impor-

tant industry, which has Pittsburg for itt
headquarters, although tho sand is not
made within the Umits of the city. There
is a considerable traffic in Monongahela
sand, which is scooped up from the bed
of the river, to be used for common
building purposes; but the manufacture
of sand is quite another affair, and the
product goes into quite a different com-
modity, which is glass.

The eand used
m glass making is almost pure silica, so
nearly pure that there is less than 1 per
cent, of iron, magnesia and aluminum,
to 89.1 per cent, of the other. And of
this sand, whic h is quarried out of the
hills and ground down to various de-

grees cf fineness, and washed to various
degrees of whiteness, 800 tons are manu-
factured daily, 400 tons being consumed
in and about Pittsburg and 400 tons go-

ing into eastern Ohio and West Virginia.
