THE SUEZ SHIFP CANAL.

l How the TraffMle Aloug the Waterway Is

Munuged-=Enarmons Fees.

The number of ships in the cannl at
the same timeis something very great.
Dec. 8 last, for exnmple, fifteen steamers
cleared the camal, of which seven wero
ontward bourzl. The previous duoy nine
slips cleared, and the day before seven,
80 thgt during the 8th some thirty ships
were probably at one time in the canal
Sometimes there are as many as forty,
and all are under the control of the
French gentleman sitting at his desk in
an upper chantber at Terreplein. The
mothod of working Is &eessively simple.
Against the wall at one side of the room
is a narrow shelf or platform, along
which runs a groove. At intervals this
trough or groove has deep recesses, and
at two places these recesses are of larger
size. This trough or groove represents
the canal. The recesses are the sidings,
The larger intervals nre the Great Bitter
lake and Lake Timsoh.

When a vessel about to enter the canal
at, say, the Sucz end, a small toy boat or
model three or four inches lomg is chosen
torepresent her. A group of these model
ships stands ready beside the modcl canal,
ench furnished with a flag. About forty
have the English flag, ten or a dozen the
French fag, and so on with other nation-
aolities. As the steamer eomes up and
her name is known it is written on paper
and placed on the toy boat. The whale
nmumber of ghips thus sctually in thecanal
ot any moment can be seen at a glance;
and, as the telegraphic signals give no-
tice, the toy beats are moved alang, or
placed in a siding, or shown traversing
one of the lakes at full speed. Sigmals
are sent from the office to the various
‘‘garves” prescribing the siding at which
each ship must stop to lét another meet
and pass it. The official who is on duty
keeps the models moving us he receives
notice, taking care when perhaps two
ships, going in opposite directions, are
both mearing the same siding to give
timely warning to the pilots in charge by
means of tho signal TGUS GHT Mgy
each station under Lis contiel from ﬂlt
office, and to direet which of two
to lie up and which to proeesd.”
iBuring aceidents, the whole atange
ment goes like clockwork; e elerk con
read off in o moment the uume, tonnage,
nationality, dronght snd actunl situation
of ovary steamer; he ol tollwhsit pilot
she has om board, what is her breadth of
beam, what rate she i3 moving at, and
everything else which has to be known
about her; and he is able without an
cffort to povern all her movements, to
prescribe the place where ghe is to pass
the night and the hour at which she is to
get under way in the morning, although
he does mot see her and probably never
saw her in his life. The fees which ves-
séls pay for passing through the eanal
are aften envrmous, “Some of the large
liners of the Peninsular and Oriemtal, or
the Orient service pay a8 much as £1,800
in making a single trunsit. For every
passenger half a napolecn, or eight shil-
lings and fourpence, is charged. Three-
fourths of the ships that zo through the
canal are English. — Saturday Review,

How Stage Snow ls Made,

I lAtely heard samo curious facts ve-
specting stage smow, as used in the
Paris theatres. Formerly, the head prop-
erty man of each theatre caused his sub-
ordinates to mamunfacture it by cutting
white paper into little bits, but of late
years the papermakers have supphed it in
large sacks, and ent up fine by a ne:han-
ical chopper, The snow thus prepared is
80 condensed that it has to be crumbled
between the fingers before it can bo used.
Of late the theatres that arc illnminatad
by the electrie light have given up the
use of papersnow, as tho particles as they
descend are aftracted by the flame and
might catch fire; moreover, under the
intense white light it was scarcely visible
and produced no effect.  Varions substi-
tutes for paper have been tried. Whale-
bone shavings did very well and were in-
expensive, costing only sixty cents a sacl.
But the best of all possible invitations of
snow i found to be the scraps and clip-
pings of kid left over from cutting out
gloves. They float in theair, descending
with very realistic slowness, and they
cling wisibly to the garments of the nctors.
Thess clippings are furnished to the Grand
Opera by several of the leading glove
houses of Paris, and cost £2 a sack.—
FParis Letter.

What Is the Normal "ulse ¢
It is strange how very fow people koo
what their normal pulse is. They know
that the average pulse is about sevesty,
and imserine that they are well or other-
wise as their pulse approaches or departs
from this standard. It is true that an
average of all pulses would give a result
of about seventy beats, but in no other
physical peculiarity is there such wide
individual variation. 1 had two students
in my office at the same time, both very
strong and remarkably healthy young
men. The normal pulse of one was forty-
seven and the other ninety-three, This
difference is unusual, few pulses falling
below sisty or rising above cighty in a
henlthy mbjﬂ‘t but an unusually slow or
rapid pulse is no indication whatever of
disease, as is popularly suppossd to be the
case. Most people overestimate their
sulse, as they often count its beats when
talking about the matter, and it is a fact
well known to physicians that the excite-
ment of conversation will quicken the
ulse from five to twenty beats. The
sst time to arrive at the true normal is
shortly after waking in the wmorning,
when the nerves are unexcited, —Globe
Democrat,

A little fire, smoke and soot
were glight impediments to & man like
the prisoner. He crawled up the chim-
ney, dropped down on the outside, and
prisons knew him no more.—Philadelphia
Times.

Neither the
mother nor any woman is ever allowed to
follow, and at the grave the child is
tuken out of the box, and, scarcely
wrapped at all, is dropped into the sand.

The Rabbit Pest in Australia.

The extent of the rabbit Pest in Vie-
toria may be comprehended from a recent
report of the United States consul gen-
eral. At least 12,000,000 acres have been
rendered almost useless and uninhabitahle
through the damuge caused by the rodent.
In one section,"where 700,000 sheep were
fed in 1875, less than 100,000 found good
grass to eat in 1882, and the loss here, in
various ways in the last five years, has
Leen at least £800,000. The government
has spent about £30,000 in efforts to rid
the conntry of the pest, the principal
means used being poisoned food, such as
phosphorized cats and wheat, bran and
chaff charged with arsenic and bisulphide
of carbon. There has also been offered a
bonus of three pence a dozen on all skins
brought in to certain officers. The figures
show that 1,884,000 rabbits have been
paid for under this offer.—Boston Trans-
cript.
