Cold and high altitudes render the air
aseptic; but the degree of cold and the
height required are so great, that clin-
ically it is not possible to derive much
benefit from this fact The effect of a
purely aseptic air upon ulcerative pro-
cesses is not so great as tho effect of an
atmosphere which is aseptic on account
of the presence of antiseptic agents. Tho
belief in the good eff cts of pine forests
in cases of phthisis is quite unanimous,
and the clinical evidence in favor of
their beneficial influenco is unquestioned.
