Poisoned Salinon.

This gign is n sure cnpe, but some un-
scrupulous dealers have a way of fixing
the cans, The cover ia bored, allowing
the gas to sscape. The can is then placed
in hot water and the top resumes its nat-
uril shape, The bore is then neatly fll-
e¢d. No one should buy canned fruit or
meat without having examined the cover
in order that they niay be sure that it
lins not been bored. A box ef salmm
wns shown which had been bored several
times to allow the gas to esoape. It was
probably five or six years old and is un-
doubtedly putrid.

FIELD FOR FEMALE TALENT.

School of Industrial Art In Philadelphia.
One Womun's Work.

About the time of the elosing of the
Centennial exposition in 1870, a com-
mittee was formed and provided with
$80.000 in cash, for the purpose of secur-
ing from foreign exhibitors specimens of
their best handieraft in industrial art
guljjects, to be used as a nncleus for an
educasional musenm  in  this city, the
game to eventually eomprise a depart-
went of a schiool of industrial art.  This
was one of the practical methods adopted
to render the Centenminl exposition of
permanent benefit. It was successfully
carried ont throngh the efforts of one
woman—Mrs, E. D, Gillespic, who is &
grand niece of Benjumin Frankline She
worked in season and out toward the
ficcomplishmens of her plans.

The result of her labors is the maguifi-
sent collection of art works that now fill

part of Swhich were purchased and the
balance donated by foreign and native
exhibiitors. Thesa works are employved
s models, from which are drawn art in-

thousand and one other things of art, as
well as domestic economy.

It is to the city of Philadelphia and the
iate of Pennsylvania, supplemented by
Je genercsity of a few public spirited
citizens in the eastern states and in Phil-
adelphin, that this important art move-
ment  has been made in this country.
The best features of the South Kensing-
ton Art school have been localized, amd
the methods of the French, Genuan and
Belginn designors have been freely util-
ized. The progres made by the latter
auntry is something wonderful, many
of the best sugzestions coming f{rom
shere.

Among the subjects taught are de-
sipns for earpets, rugs, wall papers, in
which there have been o progress within
the past five vears that is simply marvel-
ous; oileloths, calicoes and all sorts of
textile two-thirds of all the
gronuine Smyrnas,” are made in Phila-
delphin.  In clay modeling for the deco-
ritive nrt trade instruction is given, A
particularly important branch is the
china decoration. The advancement made
in pottery manufacture has brought into
demantd hand painters of all deseriptions,
as well az designers who can make the
patterns that are printed upon our more
common stone  china by machinery.
China decoration has kept pace with
china manufucture, and now American
gools successfully compete with those of
both England and Haolland.

The purpose of the school is to furnish
such instruction in drawing, painting,
modeling, carving amd designing as is re-
quired by designers, superintendents and
workmen in the various decorative nrts,
and to serve as a training achool for
teachers of these branches. In the pur-
sunnee of such instruction the pupil is
taken through each successive branch
of practical art to which he or she is
adapted. No knowledge of drawing is
reqquired in beginning, and all studies ara
divectly from objects and from nature,
thie pupils advance they are tanght
to maks wtheir own designs, the character
of the designs being confined ns closely as
possilie to work that could be applied to
practicnl use. Even if the life classes,
where copies nre made from the semi-
pude, the models are posed in attitudes
that could be npplied to architectural de-
signs, In fact, in no department is the
islustrial feature lost sight of, and from
the first attempt in geometrical drawing
to the highest perfection in copies from
life'this object is kept steadily in view.

An imporfant feature of the instruction
is that of compelling the' pupil, afier
having made the designs, either in textile
or in a purely art department, to work
them out in real articles. Looms exactly
like those used in New England and
Pennsylvania manufactories are provided
and the pupil maokes a rug or & piece of
carpet from: his or her own pattern,

In an institution owing its existence
almost wholly to the indomitable pluck
and push of one woman, thers are natur-
slly a Lige proportion of women stu-

dents, but they are by no means the
majority of those benefited. Ambitious
artisans in the hundreds of industrial |

| mills of theeity find here immense advan-

tages for self improvement. Women find
the same, and they aro availing themselves
of thy privilege, both here and in the older
institution for industrial and art advance-
ment—the School of Design for Wamen.
The latter was a pioneer in this country
in the task of providing congenial and
profitable employment for women.

Withkin a few months art schools in
thiree lurge western cities have sent repre-
sentatives to this ecity to ask after the
feasibility of industrinl plans. It i8 rec-
ognized that women must be provided
with the means of earning a living, and
the vast lield of industrial art furniches o
broad and hitherto uncultivated and un-
occupied one. The number of women
now filling remunerative positions in the
mills ns designers attest the claim of in-
dustrial art education to notice.—Eugene

One of them is a colored man,
whose practice is largely among white
people, Yet the average earnings of the
physicians of the city probably exceed
the average earnings of the lawyers.
The average in both professions is start-
lingly low, probably not to excecd £1,000,
There are hundreds of good openings for
physicians in the growing country of the
west, but young men persist in clinging
to the city, where many of them cke out
un existence on an incomg of 300 or
#400 a year, wailing for something better
to turn up.”’—Chicago Herald.

Russian Citles' Fire Department.

The same precautions agninst fire are
aken in Moscow and St. Petersburg to-
day that were in use a century ago.
Seores of fire towers are everywhere
seen.  They run up abcat seventy-five to
100 fect, are built like = lighthouse, with
winding steirway, and bave a platform
all around the top, where the watchman
patrols day and night. If a fire is dis-
covered a signal is given and the fire de-
partment turns out, It was only recently
that St. Petersburg, the capital, with
hundreds of millions of government prop-
arty, gecured a steam fire engine.  And
that is a poor, old fashioned affair. The
hand engine does service there yet, as in
most other eities in the empire. When a
fire breaks out tho streets are cleared for
afeh a department display as an Amer-
ican town would make; people go wild,
tall Joud, get in the way, and when the
fire burns out the department goes back
to watch the towers for another signal.—
Moscow Cor, New Orleans Times-Demo-
crad.

Deloterions Effects of Snow.

A recent article by Herr R. Sendiner
in the **Meteorologische ZeitSchrift™
tends to prove that the works of art in
the streets and squares of cities are more
liable to decay thum those in the country.
and that this decaying process is more
rapid nowadays than it was forty or fifty
vears agn. The writer attributesit not only

| to the changes of temperature in goneral,

but more especially to the variations of
temperature near the freezing point, the
freezing of the water in the pores of the
work of art hastening the decay, in con-
seruence of the sulphurous and sulphuric
acids, arising from the increased use of
coal, Thesa deleterious ingredients mix-
ing with- the rain, fog and dew act like
diluted sulphuric acid on the surfaces of
statues, monuments, etc,, be they of
stone or bronze.

Worse than all these, however, is the
effect of the snow, which absorbs those
acids to a remarkable degree, Fresh
fallen snow in Munich, for instance, con-
tained seven to eight milligrammes of
ncid to each kilo of snow; and the same
proportion was noticeable at Forstenried,
about cight kilometers from thecity. The
same quantity of snow, after having re-
mained on the ground a fortnight, showed
in Munich sixty-one milligrammes, while
at Forstenried the proportion had not
altered in the leaat; hence the snow in
the city must needs have a more delete-
rious effect than that in the country.
This also is the reason why the public
monuments in Berlin are always covered
at the approach of winter.—Berliner
Tagblatt.

Seetion 9, page 6306, Statu tes at Large
of the United States of Awmerica, from
Dee, 1885 to March 1887, reads as fol-
lows:

“That every ceremony of manisge, or

any kind, in any of the Territories of
the United States, whether either or
both or more of the pavties to such cer-
ewon § be competent to be'the subjects of
such marringe or ceremony or not, shall
be certibed by & certibeato stating the
fact and nature of such cercony, the
full uames of ench of the pritics concern
cd, and the full name of eveiy officer,
priest and parson, by whatever style or
designation ealled or known, in any way
takiug part in the performanee’ of asuch
ceremony, which certificate shull be
drawn up and signed by the parties to
such ceremony and by every officer
priest and porson taking part in the par-'
formance of such eercmony, wnd shall
be by the officer, priest, or vther person
solemnizing such marriage or ceremony
filed in the office of the probate court
or, if there be nono, in the office of tlw'
court. having probate powers in the
county or district in which soch gere-
uwiony shall take place, for record, and
shall be immedintely recorded, and be
at all timessulject toinspection as niher
public rocords.  Such certificate, or the
