He is supposed to have been wounded at
the time the others were killed and en-
deavored to escape, but was pursued and
shot down. Tabor, owner of the Vul
ture, offers a reward of $1,000 for the
arrest of the murderers, and a further
reward of 81,000 for the recovery of the
bullion. The latter was valued at 11,-00- 0.
