Having aUed amnesty of Juarez the
fugitive wasjillowed to return to Mexico
on condition that ho would present him-
self at the capital a political prisoner.
Tho condition was- not fulfilled. Diaz
went to Mat amoras and again began to
conspire against the government.

He won over some
prominent men, but they were defeated,
and Diaz again sught refuge under the
Stars and Stripes at Brownville, Tex.,
where ho remained hidden till the death
of Juarez, in 1872.

J. B. Blackwell, better known as
'Uncle Joe" Blackwell, met with a
fatal accident last night, by walking
off the balcony of the Commercial ho-

tel. Uncle Joe came up from Agu

He fled to tha
United States, and Diaz occupied the capi-
tal. Then came truly Mexican time3.
There were no less than four presidents,
but Diaz was the strongest. The people
became anxious for one of those brief in-
tervals of peaco which occasionally came
to Mexico in those davs, and Diaz was
elected president.

He did not keep the promises mado at
his election, and wa3 deserted by his
party. He, however, organized a party
of his own, composed of all the elements
ho could get together.
