EXPERIENCES AND OBSERVATIONS

FROM TRUSTWORTHY SOURCES.

A Cheap and Convenient Apiary or Sum
mer and Winter Btand for Dees, Illus-

trated, and Direction Given Tor Build-
ing the Same.

Yorker calls the structure shown In tha
accompanying cuts '"a cheap aud conve-
nient apiary or Bummer and winter stand
for bees."

It ta a frame buildinir, 10 by 16 feet, 8
feet from floor to ceiling. The door is in
the south and a double window In the
north. The studding in both ends are
sided up Insldo and out with ship lapped
lumber and the space between and that
above the ceiling are packed with chaff or
sawdust to the depth of 5 or o Inches.

I lie sides are made double of lumber
8 Inches wide. The lower inside board
being sawed so as to fit between the stud-dings- ,

of which there are three in each
side, is hinged to the floor and falls out
wards, the ends being sawed on a mltor
on each side of the studding thus making

reasonably titrht joint when the board
Is raised; the next hoard is nailed solidly
the whole length; the next one sawed aa
before aud hinged to the top of the second
board and mternatelv to the ton, the
outside boards are left the entire length
and are put on the reverse of the Inner
ones, the upper board being first nailed
on. the next one hinged to its lower edge
and so on, or a two inch strip could be
nailed on with Its lower edge 8 Inches
below the plate, and the second board
hlngod to Its lower edge and a strip cut
to fit between Its upper edge and the cor-
nice board hinged to its upper edge.

In summer, by lowering the Inner doors
and raising the outer doors and hooking
them up, the bees have free access to the
hives while they can be protected from
heavy driving rains by unhooking the
outer doors and lowering them. In win-

ter by closing all the doors and packing
between them with chaff a good, warm
rood ia obtained.

X Living Vase.
The process of ornamenting rases wltu

living green is by no means new; bat as
very many of our readers may not know
how it Is done, we give the representation
of a living vase, with directions for du-
plicating It. that appeared recently in The
Southern Cultivator.

Any sort of vase may be employed, but
those of unglazcd terra cotta are prefer-
able, being porous. In such vessels the
water wit h which the vate Is filled perco-
lates constantly through the sides and
moirtten3 the plants which arc Axed on Its
surface. This kind of vase is, however,,
net Indispensable, for we can ornament
all kind, whether ia glass or Eietal. lrx

fixed by means of a little pack threader;
thin Iron or brass wire. This being un ;

derstood, the means employed to grow
tho seed muBt nest be described.

If a porous vase be used it is filled with
water or, better still, left In a pall of wa-
ter to soak. After a lapse of twenty four
hours, when the water has thoroughly
saturated the vase, H is laid on Its side,
and the seed sprinkled slightly over the
surface, tolling care to tnrn tho vaso in
diiTereut directions, iu order that tho
whole surface may be well covered with
seed. This operation terminated, the vase
Is placed In a dark closet for some tlmo,
and, if possible under a glass framo. so
as to preserve humidity aud facilitate
germination. If a s vase, after
having well soaked the cloth which covers
It, the seed Is sown upon it and the same
fare Is given as has already been indicated
When a porous vase is used it should be
kept constantly full, as it Is the water til
tering slowly through It that feeds the
filants which cover the sides. If thnt be

to Insure vigorous growth,
tL vase must be watered, taking caro to
poor the water cautiously, so as not to
at tach- the plants. If glazed or metal
vaia be used, glass bottles, for Instance,
they must be constantly watered; the
water should be poured from the top over
all, so that, in descending, it wets ail
parts of the cloth, which should always
be damp. Whenever the plants droop
they must be refreshed by watering them
carefully. The vase should stand la a
Bauusr or plate.

THE CURIOSITY SHOP.

Where the Day Begins Imaginary Line
ISO Degs. West of Greenwich.

Is there any imaginary hue on the earth in
any particular place where the days changer'
In traveling around the world from east to
west a day is lost, for the same reason that
if oue could go around the world In twenty-fou-r

hours in the same direction, be would
retain the same relative position to the sun;
he would travel with the sun, as it were, and
there would be no succession of day and
night. So, in traveling more leisurely west-
ward, a certain amount of time is added to
each day, which in making the circuit of the
earth, would amount to an entire day. In
order, therefore, to adjust his reckoning to
the calendar of the place which he left, be
must at some point In his journey pass over
one day of that calendar, as if he bad
not lived the whole time, by lengthen
ing every day in his Journey. Kavi--1

gators have agreed to make the
change in the 180th degree east or west of
Greenwich. When they reach this meridian,
sailing westward, they drop a day; when
they reach it sailing eastward, they repeat
a day. There is no other point or line on the
worldV surface se favorable for making the
change in reckoning, for dropping or adding
a day, as that which has been taken by navi-
gators, the prime meridian, ISO degs. This
line falls in the Pacific ocean, where there
are no inhabitants to be affected by the
change, except on the scattered islands,
