POULTRY FOR MARKET.

Dlrectloua for Preparing Poultry tor Sale
by a New Tork Commission Firm.

An ordinance in force in New York
city prohibits the gain of turkeys or
chickens unless their crops aro free from
food or other substance and shrunken
close to the body. This law makes it
imperative that poultry dressers should
keep their poultry from food long
enough before killing to insure the crops
being entirely empty. According to the
commission firm of E. & O. Ward, it is
beet to keep poultry designed for market
from food twenty-fou- r hours previous to
killing to insure the crops being entirely
empty, though in some cases twelve
hours has been found sufficient.

Kill all kinds of poultry by cutting
through tho roof of the mouth to the
brain with a Bharp pointed knife. Leave
the head and legs on and never "draw"
the entrails. Pinfeathery young tur-
keys, ducks or geese should not be killed,
but kept until full fledged. Poultry
Bhould be fat before killing. The usual
quality sells best scalded. The legs and
necks "of turkeys and chickens should be
dry picked immediately after killing;
this will keep them from discoloring
when exposed to the air. The water for
scalding should be boiling hot. Immerse
the bird, holding it by the legs, and lift
up and down in the water three or four
times. Immediately after scalding
chickens and turkeys, remove the feath-
ers, pinfeathers and all, very cleanly and
without breaking the skin.

After scalding ducks and geese, wrap
them in a cloth about ten minutes, then
tha down will roll off with the feathers.
All poultry should bo "plumped" after
picking, by dipping for about two seconds
in boihng'hot water, then thrown iato
cold water and left for ten or twelve
minutes.

Very fat and handsome eldckens and
turkeys generally sell a littlo higher
when dry picked, and from far distant
points they carry better. Poultry looks
mnr-- leaner when dry picked than when
scalded and "plumped;" therefore onlv
very fat stock 6hould bo dry picked".
Ducks and geese aro preferred scalded.
Carefully avoid cutting or bruising the
flesh or breaking tho bones.

A Recipe for Corned BaeC.
First cover tho meat with brine, just

strong enough to barely float an egg, for
twenty-fou- r hours, take it out and wash
it in cold water to take out ail the blood,
throw the bloody brine away, and for
100 pounds of beef, or in the same propor-
tion for other quantifies, make a new
pickle by dissolving six pounds of salt,
two pounds of brown sugar and two
ounces of saltpetre in water sufficient to
cover the meat; skim it well before pour-
ing it on, and if much scum arises on it
afterwards before t!ie meat U used up,
scald ic, skim it and pour it back when
cold. Keep in a cool and well ventilated
place. For summer keeping or for the
southern states a little moro salt should
be used.

Yfy Canning; Piwim pe fruit.
Some of our farmers' wives may be

glad to understand just why scaling fruit
up in air tight cans or bottles keeps it
from spoiling. Genm of ferments and
molds are everywhere present in tho
air. Bo long as fruits are alive and
growing in a healthy state they are
mostly proof againGt decomposing
agents, but as soon as they lose their vi-

tality through changed conditions, with
out tew exceptions uiey soon ana easily
spoiL When preserved fruit U put into
cans or bottles hot and perfectly sealed
while in that condition, the germs of do-ca- y

present in the fruit and can are killed
by the heat, and the sealing excludes the
germs on the outside from coming into
contact with the fruit.

The IraproTed Doaglas Stlxtnre.
Mr. Douglas, the inventor of the

Douglas mixture, gives in Poultry Yard
the following formula, which ho consid-
ers an improvement upon the famous
mixture: Two ounces sulphate of iron,
half ounce diluted sulphuric acid, put in
a jug, stirred with a piece of wood, after
wldch hot water is added to dissolve, tho
whole being stirred until dissolved; when
cold put into a quart bottle or jug and
Dll up with water. Dose, a teaspoonful
to a quart of water.

Corn In Tight Cribs.
Three years' experience in storing corn

In a tight crib or granary proves tlus: If
the corn, when husked, tie fairly dry. it
will do to put it in a tight building, pro-
vided the weather be dry during the tali
and the winter be a steady, cold one.
followed by a drought the next season.
But if the following season be wet. the
corn will not keep well. No more tiglit
corn cribs for us. Prairie Farmer.

Professor Maynard, of the Massachu-
setts Agricultural college, pronounces
tLe Hayes a hardy grape. Its fruit is of
good quality, ripeuing early.

"There is nothing like heat for milk
making in winter, and with ensilage for
food there is no reason why the supply of
milk should any less m cold than in
wujiu weather," says American Dairy-
man.

Professor W. A. Henry states that there
is an urgent demand for some succulent
food for hogs in winter, as we now have
only concentrated grain feed with which
to Kupply them, and this is not wholly
satisfactory for growing animals.

"I would state as a result of my ex-
perience," says L. T. Ilazen, "that a silo
should not be opened until the contents
have gone through the heating process
and cooled down. If it is opened prema-
turely the contents will sour very rap-
idly'

American Agriculturist says: "If the
hogs to bo slaughtered are fed within
twelve hours of their killing the food is
wasted, the meat will be more disposed
to 60ur, and it will be more difficult to
remove the distended intestines and take
from them the lard."
