Alleysare made
of white marble striped and clouded with red,
and when this color predominates they are
calied blood alleys These moarbles rank
next in valoe to the agates Taws or
stoneys, of brown marble, streaked with
darker tones of the same color, form the
third class; French taws of stained or caol
ored marble the next. the paudy Dutch
marbles of glazed clay, painted either yellow
or green, and ornamented with stripesof a
dark color, constitute olass the fifth, while
the unpretending yellowish clay marbles, or
commoneys, form the very lowest class, and
are held in little repute by those who can pro-
