On Tuesday night July 15th, Sheriff
O'Neil received a brief note, by cour-
ier, from A. W. Calleu (Old Grizzly),
stating that on Monday night he had
kilted two men, and that he would
give himself up on arrival of the sheriff
or his deputy.

facts and circumstances would be
brought out. From other parties it
was learned, however, that the two
men who were killed, whose names
were Byron J. Charles and Frank
Work, had been at work on a claim
near Callen's camp.
