Mr. J. M. Ochoa, of Florence, Talks of
the Flattering Condition of Pinal is

County. Florence Growing.
ITucson Citizen.

The reporter took advantage of an
opportunity yesterday evening to talk
with Mr. J. M. Ochoa, who lias been in
the city several days, about the flatter-
ing outlook for the rapid development
of the various natural resources in Pi-

nal county. Mr. Ochoa has been a
citizen of Florence since 187C; prev
ious to that time he lived in Tucson
and was engaged in the freighting
business for Tully & Ochoa, at that
time one of the largest mercantile
houses in Arizona, besides doing a
heavy freighting business for the gov-
ernment. Mr. Ochoa has been most
of the time engaged in the mercan-
tile business since he left Tucson, do-

ing business at Florence, and also at
Casa Grande. He has also had onio
experience in the newspaper business,
having furnished the money to buy
the original plant with which was
commenced the publication of the
Florence Enterprise.

A PROMISING OUTLOOK.

Mr. Ochoa speaks very hopefully of
Pinal county, and says there are good
reasons for believing that the stand-
still era has come to an end and the
time for perceptible progress is now
at hand. Said he: "The completion
of the Florence canal is now only a
matter of a few weeks ; the contractor
has a large force of men on the last
seven miles of the work, and will com-
plete it early in next month. This
canal will furnish all the water neces-
sary for the reclamation of over 50,000
acres of as good land as can be found
anywhere in this Territory ; it is be-
lieved, and has been to a certain ex-

tent demonstrated, that the land un-
der this canal is peculiarly adapted to
fruit culture. Over six thousand acres
of land was supplied with water by
the canal this season and was culti-
vated lor the first time. Many hun-
dred acres more have been cleared,
and the sub-ditch- and laterals pre
pared and cultivation will begin next
year. The owners of this land are to
be congratulated. Every acre within
reach of the canal has been taken up,
mostly by men who will speedily put
it in cultivation. Those who give
their attention to grain and hay will
make heavy profits, while those who
put their acres in fruit will in a few
years be reimbursed for all expenses,
including cost of land and water-righ- t,

INCREASED BUSINESS FOR FLORENCE.

"The people of Pinal County and

the convenience of the s n vtorial com
mittee that is soon to visit our Terri-tor.-"

Pinal county will be able to
make a moet favorable showing to the
committee, as nature has been more
liberal in supplying the natural reser
voir bites within her borders than are
to be found elsewhere.

cent, of production, than ever before.

FLORENCE IMPROVING.

Speaking of Florence Mr. Ochoa con
tinued, "the city of Florence contin-
ues to improve, many new and sub-

stantial residences and business houses
have sprung up during the last year,
and plans are being matured for other
and more extensive work in the near
future. It is true that the business
men have complained a great deal
about dull times this summer, and
their complaints were not without
cause. The shutting down of the Sil-
ver King mine last fall was a severe
blow to Florence. It has been the
best camp in the territory for years,
and from 400 to elXJ men were steadily
employed. Of course much of the
trade from these men came to Flor-
ence. The force was suddenly and with-

out notice reduced to 300 men in the
mine, and the mill at Silver King was
shut down. But the outlook now is
that the Reymert camp will at an
early day be as large as the King ever
was, and will 01 course replace the
business in Florence lost by the Sil-

ver King reverse."
NOTES.

The null at the Reymert mine was
started up last week and is running
steadily. In the meantime the work
of boring for more water continues,
and when secured the plant will be
increased. It is believed that not less
than a 50 stamp mill will be put to
work on this property during the next
twelve months.

The agitation of the new railroad
from Casa Grande to b lorence is now
the absorbing topic at Florence. The
people are enthusiastic over the
proposition.

Mr. Ochoa was not posted in regard
to the rumor that a new paper was to
be established in Florence. With a
little experience in that line, he is in
clined to believe the venture to be one
wherein the profits will be exceeding-
ly small if any.

The body
of ore is growing richer, and, from
present development, is immense in
size. Mr. Conlee, the superintendent,
has everything in readiness to start
up the mill as soon as the pump ar-
rives for the well. It was shipped two
weeks ago, and is expected to arrive
daily.

THE GOLDEN WEST.

The well on the Golden West is now
down 525 feet, and not 605 feet, as re
ported last week. The work of bor-
ing was delayed by losing the sand-pum-

which could not be taken out,
and the borers are now at work cut
ting it away with the drill. Had it
not been for this trouble, water wonld
have been reached before now'. One
side of the twenty-stam- p mill, or ten
stamps, is now in position and will be
ready to start as soon as water is se
cured. The pump has been ordered
and is now on the road. There is
sufficient ore on the dump to run the
ten stamps four months. Eight new
men were put to work in the mine
this week. Mr. Loss will soon put in
use the Burleigh drill, which is now
being successfully used at the Silver
Reef.

There are numerous properties in
this district that will prove rich in sil
ver, gold and copper when developed.
Many mines are now being looked
after by eastern capitalists. When
the three mills now about completed,
are in operation, things will be lively
about them.

Mount Graham.

Getting Ahead of tacie Sam.
The government has commenced

surveys in Idaho for storage reservoirs
with a complete system of irrigation,
covering millions of acres of arid lands,
and no sooner had the engineers start-
ed out than they were followed by sur
veyors in the employ of specula
tors, who will tile on lands and water
rights along the streams and gulches.
Such monopoly by speculators prom-
ises deteat to the plans of the govern-
ment. One corporation outside of
Idaho is attempting to own and con
trol Bear lake for storage and Bear
river for a distance of 140 miles in
Idaho, that the' may sell water to
the lands and towns in Utah. Gover
nor Sharp has telegraphed the secre
tary of the interior stating the facts
and asking that steps be taken at
once to prevent this great wrong to
Idaho.

Work has commenced on the deep well
which is expected to spout pure, cold
mountain water in the near future
On Saturday last Clemins & Cluff ar-
rived in town with the boiing" appa
ratus and at once commenced work ;

but on getting down about 14 feet
they encountered a huge boulder, and,
in drilling through it the drill wore
on one side and made the hole crook
ed so that when the casing was driven
down it was bent and rendered use
less. It was drawn out and another
piece put in and the work continued
Doubtless by the time the next Bul
letin is issued an abundance of water
will have been struck. The drill is
now down about 20 feet.

Tho fact is beyond dispute, says
prominent Illinois dairyman, that tho

Hon. G. H. Pet-
er's ranch is eighty feet higher than
the dam. 'i hey hnd the valley below
Steamboat rock to be two miles wide
and above about the same. It is esti-
mated that were this dam built, over
one milllion acres of arid land in Mar-
icopa county would be reclaimed and
turned into the best of arable ranches,
and a sufficient quantity of water
stored to irrigate the same, while
they approximate not over one thous-
and acres under cultivation on Salt
river in Gila county at the present
time. One half the dam, if built, will
be in Gila county, and the other half
m Maricopa. There is where the sol-
ons of Gila let their foot slip in estab
lishing the county boundary.

A rough estimate of the cost of the
dam would be from eight hundred
thousand to one million dollars. It
would make a lake about twenty-fiv- e

miles long by two wide and an aver
age of about eighty feet deep.

Salt river at Phenix, during the
past three months, has only been af-

fording about twelve thousand inches
of water, and the Arizona canal alone
has a capacity of sixty thousand inch
es. It is no doubt inevitable that the
dam will be built in the not far dis
tant future if not by the government,
by private enterprise, as the lower Salt
river valley has not water enough to
irrigate what land is already under
cultivation. If the dam is built the
government will no doubt condemn
the land that is to be flooded, and
those now in possession will be paid a
reasonable amount, and Gila county
maemnihed.

Ihis is the basis of a report that
Maricopa will make to the Senate
committee in September next. The
reading of the Aneroid makes the
mouth of Tonto creek eleven hun
dred feet above Phenix, and the same
below Globe. Yours,

Some Gigantic Reservoirs.

The Johnstown dam cost, originally
$240,000. It covered an area of about
500 acres, impounding the water from
fifty or sixty square miles of water
shed. It was 72 feet high and 100
feet long and formed a lake that held
480,000,000, cubic feet of water, 3,600,-
000,600 gallons. It has been spoken
of as the largest artificial lake in the
United States, but it was exceeded in
size by the reservoirs formed by the
following dams :

Croton dam, in New York 134 feet
feet long, 248 feet being of masonry
and the remainder of earth. The
height is about 40 feet. The found
ation of the dam consists of two lines
of stone-fille- d cribs, with ten feet
concrete between them. The down
down stream face is curved and faced
with granite. A small crib dam, 300
feet below, forms a basin which serves
as a cushion to break the fall of th
water. The back of the dam is filled
with earth. Impounds 5,000,000,000
gallons.

Sweetwater dam.in National City,Cal-
ifornia Rubble masonry in Portland
cement 98 feet high, 46 feet thick
bottom and 12 feet at top. Of curved
type, with a radius of 213 feet ; 3f0
feet long on crest. Impounds 6,000;
000,000 gallons.

Dam at Oakland, Ual. Earth ; oU
feet high, 300 feet long and 310 feet
wide at base. Impounds 5,000,000,000
gallons.

Dam at Redlands, Cal. Bear Val
ley dam Granite masonry in cement ;

64 feet long, 20 feet thick at base ana
If feet at top. Curved type, with ra-
dius of 335 feet. Impounds 10,000,000-00- 0

gallons.
Dam at San Mateo, Cal. --This is to

be 170 feet high, 700 feet long, 176
feet thick at base and zu leet tniCK
on top. It is to be in Portland ce-

ment, concrete masonry, and it is to
have a capacity of 32,000,000,000 gal-

lons. It has only recently been be-

gun.
The Quaker Bridge dam, Los Ange-

les county will dwarf all these. It
will be 265 feet high from bed rock,
with a base 216 feet wide. Ninety-nin- e

feet of its base will be beneath
the lake bottom, so that the visible
masonry will rise 166 feet. It will
impound about 37,500,000,000 gallons
ot water, forming a lake 16 miles long
