A Regular Boarder.
Albert Smith, a gentleman of color,

has again become the guest of the
county, owing to his inability to fur-
nish bail'in the sum of one thousand
dollars which Justice Miller deemed
about the size of the law's desire to
have him appear before the next grand
jury for an attempt to carve a Mr.
White, of Jordan Flat, above River-
side. Smith generally manages to
pass quite a pleasant life at the
county jail where he gets good food
and comfortable lodgings, with all the
freedom a gentleman of leisure could
reasonably desire. He was acquitted
a few days ago of an offence that gave
him quite a term in jail awaiting the
deliberations of the grand jury, and he
probably missed the comforts of that
institution when its hospitable doors
closed upon him, and he therefore
sought the first opportunity to return.
He is usually accorded all the privi-
leges of the most favored "trusty,"
and it has been often remarked that
he was a very efficient personal attend-
ant upon the sheriff and looked
well after welfare of his horses
and other possessions. His im-

munity from the dungeon confine,
ment usually meted out to other pris-
oners, and his unusual privileges have
made him an object of envy by some
of the hard toilers who struggle along
in honest poverty trying to make ends
meet. Ho may be regarded as a regu-
lar boarder now, with a splendid op-
portunity to grow fat and acquire wis-
dom.

Charles Kirchhoff, a miner employ-
ed by the Reymert Mining Company
at De Noon for several years, died
suddenly last Saturday morning at
that camp, from the effects of the ex-

cessive use of alcoholic beverages. He
was born in Germany and was about
thirty-nin- e years of age. Naturally a
frugal man, he had saved about $800
in money and owned a building at De
Noon occupied as a saloon. He leaves
a brother residing in Phenix, a sister,
the wife of Dr. Bluett, formerly of this
place but now a resident of Oakland,
tab, and a mother now at the latter
place. Deceased had about arranged
to go to han i rancisco to see his moth-
er who had just come from the east,
but became utterly crazed with strong
drink and was unable to Btart upon
his journey. It is a sad case, and it
is intimated that interesting develop-
ments will probably come out of the
circumstances attending his untimely
domiso.
