The Influence of the Various Seasons on
Miuils Diseased.

The old idea that Luna and lunacy have
an intimate relation appears to be not
wholly without foundation. This, at any
rate, is demonstrated by the commission-
ers in lunacy for Scotland that the sea-
sons have a distinct influence on asylum
statistics. The tables of admissions dur-
ing the years 1880-- 7 show that there are
two well marked periods one in which
the number rises considerably above the
average, and the other in which it falls
considerably below. The average monthly as

number for the eight years was 1,699.
During the three months of May, June inand July the number was 628 above what
jt would have been if the average num-
ber only had been admitted. On the
other hand, during the months of Octo-
ber, November, December and January
the number was 462 below what it would
have been if the average number had
been admitted. The table Bhows further
that this rise and this fall are preceded
by a gradual rise and a gradual fall, the
rise taking place during February, March
and April, and the fall taking place dur-
ing July, August and September.

"The special frequency," the commis-
sioners say, "with which asylum treat-
ment is resorted to during the period
from the middle of April to the middle
of July corresponds with what has been
observed by asylum physicians that
there is a tendency to an exacerbation of
the mental disorder of patients in asy-
lums during the early part of summer;
and it is interesting to notice also that
the statistics of suicide in the general
population show that this occurs most
frequently during the same period."

The greatest number of recoveries take
place during June, July and August, and
they are fewest during the months of
November, January and February. The
regularity in the rise and fall of the num-
bers u twice interrupted. The rise is in-

terrupted by a fall in April, and the fall
is interrupted by a rise in December. "It
is considered probable that these inter-
ruptions are due to some causes which
recur regularly at these periods, because
they are well marked in character; and
it is suggested that the December rise is
occasioned, in part at least, by the an-

nual statutory revision of the condition
of patients in asylums during that month.
Tliis revision is made by medical officers
of asylums with a view to determine
whether they can properly give the cer-
tificate of the necessity for further deten-
tion in the asylum which is annually re-

quired to legalize the continued residence
of all patients who have been three years
in an asylum. The occurrence of the
large number of recoveries during the
months of June, July and August is
probably due to the large number of ad-

missions during May, June and July, as
more than 48 per cent, of all the recover-
ies which take place during the first year
of residence occur within three months
of the date of admission." Pall Mall
Gazette.

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OBSERVATIONS AND EXPERIMENTS
PERTAINING TO FARM LIFE.

IIow Posts Are Set for Barbed Wire Fence
in Texas So as to Prerent the Prevailing-Annoyanc-

of Slacked Wire Other Top-

ics of Interest.

From Texas Farm and Ranch we get
the following suggestions for setting posts
for a barbed wire fence, in such a way

to prevent the prevailing trouble of
slacked wire: Set the corner post deep,
solid and plumb; twelve feet distant, and

a perfectly straight line, set another
similar, and twelve feet from this another
similar one.

MANNER OF BRACING POSTS.

These posts should not be over four
and one-ha- lf feet high, or no higher
than the top wire; from the top of the
corner or end post a brace of good sea-

soned timber, straight and not less than
four inches in diameter, should run to
second post about four inches above the
ground and rest in a notch, and the
same from the top of the second to the
third. Set all the posts in a straight
line. In the lowest point of a hollow a
hole one and a half by three feet, and
two and a half to three feet deep, should
be dug. Take a good sized heart post
with square end, spike a plank the size
of the hole on the square end, set in the
hole and tamp well. On the top of all
short hills posts should be set and not
driven. The anchor posts in the hollow
will prevent the tension of the wire from
raising the posts. The set posts will
prevent it from settling the line.

SETTING POST IN A HOLLOW,

Then if the posts are all set in perfect
line and practically plumb, the wires
drawn tight, well stapled to posts, as
also to braces at corners, no repairs are
necessary (accidents excepted) for ten to
twenty years, according to durability of
posts and braces

Fertilizing; Talne of Bone.
The fertilizing value of fine bone is

much greater than that of coarse bone.
The latter may lie in the ground for
years while very fine bone is readily
decomposed and taken up by plants.
The improved condition and increased
value of our bone manures is to some
extent a result of the action of this
station, which in the year 1879 first
carried into effect the method of valu
ation based on the mechanical as well
as the chemical analysis. Nitrogen in
the finest bone is now worth 16J cents
per pound, while that in the coarsest
bone is valued only at 8J cents, and
phosphoric acid is valued at 7 and
cents in the two grades respectively,
Very finely ground bone is, at present.
one of the cheapest sources of quickly
available nitrogen and phosphoric acid.

Over a Million Distributed,
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From the Tucsou Star.
Henry Fowler is one of the strong-

est witnesses for the prosecution in
the Wham robbery trial, and it is said
the defense will attempt to have his
testimony impeached. It is claimed
that it can be shown that he gave tes-

timony in the Clifton stage-coac- h rob-

bery, tried before Justice James Sias,
some six years ago, which was not in
accord with the facts.

The following details connected with
that event will be of interest, and at
the same time satisfy the ordinary
mind that Mr. Fowler's testimony at
that time was iust what anybody else
would have given under similar cir-

cumstances.
About six years ago Henry Fowler

was driver on the Pomeroy stage line,
running out of Clifton. One morning
Fowler followed the regular stage-
coach out with a special, having on
board about fifteen Chinamen. Driv-

ing down the street he passed Dan
David (Big Dan), Doe. Baker and "Big
Dave," going to breakfast. Hastily
eating, they followed him down the
road about four miles, to a place called
Big Hill, where, on account of the
steepness of the road; the Chinamen
had to get out and walk. Looking
from the top of the hill, Fowler saw
the robbers coming, and suspecting
their purpose. shouted to the China-
men to hurry up. They got on and
he drove rapidly forward attempting
to catch the regular coach a short dis-

tance ahead. Bctore the brow of the
hill was reached the robbers caught
up and one shouted "slow ujs." The
driver recognized the men and stop-
ped. The highwaymen immediately
began firing, hit four Chinamen, kill-

ed three, and relieved the outfit of be-

tween two and three hundred dollars.
When Fowler reached town Mr. Cut-

ter, engineer for the railroad about to
be put through, asked him who held
hini up. Fowler winked at him and
said he didn't know. Justice of the
Peace Mosgrove, who was on the regu-

lar coach at the time of the robi ery
and saw it all, said to Mr. Cutter:
"You oucht to make him tell who
they are." Cutter answered: "Why
not tell yourself, you know who they
are?" Mr. Mosgrove immediately
dropped the subject. As soon as it
was kuown through the town who
had made the assault everybody else
treated the matter in the same man-
ner. The fact was, Dan, Dave and
their pals had the community com-
pletely terrorized. They carried things
with a high hand, and no man could
call his own. They ruled with bullets;
and when they said yea no man dared
say nay. They showed their utter
fearlessness by riding into town a
month later and demanding a trial.

There were about thirty men in the
crowd each armed with two

one in sight, the other concealed
in their shirt. They had threatened
to shoot their way out if any evidence
was produced against them. When
the marshal demanded their weapons
at the door they simply handed him
the one at their belt and retained the
other. Imagine a man in a small,
rough mining camp, surrounded by
thirty desperate villains, ready to shoot
him down, kill the Justice and mur-
der everyone else they encountered on
the stree,t if he testified against them
and you have Mr. Fowler's position.
When asked if he identified the men,
he said no, and every other man would
have said the same. The entire com-
munity said he done the only thing
possible. The prisoners were released.
The desperate character of the eying
may be seen from their future record :

out of the country for various crimes.
Mart was killed while trying to hold
up two railroad men at Clifton. Kid
Lewis killed a woman at Clifton and
was shot on the river by a deputy
sheriff. "Shoot-em-u- p Dick" was kill-
ed at Las Cruces, Mexico, for stealing
horses. Ike Clanton was shot. Club
is now in the pen at Yuma for rob-
bing a store in Apache county. Chero-
kee Kid and Sistis Garcia are also in
the pen. Pelar was hung in Silver
City, New Mexico. The other ten or
twelve were of the same sort. .

Hem-at- s of the North Itoad.
By the building of a north and

south railroad, a distance of about
miles between Phenix and Preseott,
there will be opened up a large market
for the produce and fruits of this val-
ley, and this section of Arizona will
be connected with the great 8anta Fe
system. The people of the northern
counties of Arizona, who are now
wholly dependent upon California and
Kansas, for their grain and bread-stufl'- s,

will be able to receive the same
at a much less cost, from agricultural
districts of the Salt river valley, who
will receive in exchange from these
northern counties, the lumber needed
at about one-hal- f the cost they are
now obliged to pay.

Such a railroad will be the means of
opening up one of the best mining
districts in Arizona. The hundreds
of rich mines that are between Pres-
eott and Phenix, which are now re-

maining idle year after year, on ac-

count of their being so far removed
from a railroad, will be worked, and
thousands of tons of rich ore will find
its way to market and give employ-
ment to a great number of men.

The rich districts, like that of the
Harqua Hala and Harcouver, will be
brought near by rail to the leading
centers of Arizona and the east. The
Yuma Gold & Silver Mining Company,
of St. Louis, which has purchased
twenty-si- x full claims and has erected
a fifty-to-n smelter at its mines, in the
Harcouver district.

It is the intention of the company,
on the completion of the railroad, to
inaugurate improvements at its mines
that will give employment to several
thousand people. By the completion
of this road this valley will find a
market near at home for its produce
and fruits, and the northern counties
of this territory, which are now pay-
ing 2$ to 3 cents per pound for grain
will be able to procure the same here
for one-ha- lf 1 he cost they are at
present paying.

Hay, which is costing them the
year round from twenty to thirty dol-
lars a ton, they will be able to buy
here for about four to six dollars a ton.
The fruits of this valley can be laid
down in Preseott and other sections
of northern Arizona for one-ha- lf what
it now costs them to procure Califor-
nia fruit. This valley, which is now
dependent upon California for its lum-
ber supply, and is paying thirty-fiv- e

dollars a thousand for common
lumber, will be able to receive the
same quality of lumber by this north-
ern line for about twenty dollars a
thousand feet.

Phenix alone consumed 4,000,000
feet of lumber last year. This line
would be to the people of this valley
a short line to all the large northern
ci'ies of the Mississippi valley and of
the eastern states, and would be large
ly patronized by the people of this val-

ley in the summer months, when they
seek a change from the heat of the
valley to the cool and invigorating at-
mosphere of the mountains around
Preseott. Phenix Gazette.

ST. HELENA.

One of the Bullion Producer of Honor,
and What It I Doing-- .

Ilombaton Prospector. J

The St. Helena gold mine, which has
often been called by the name of the
Las Delicias, is now controlled by Cap-
tain Mix, who has charge in person.
This is the famous property which P.
W. of this city and formerly of
the V'a'ture, went to take charge of
after the assignment and closing up
of the store here. After retiring from
the management Smith settled on his
ranch near there where he is at pres-
ent located. Captain Mix has been
interviewed by the Herald man in El
Paso, and gives the following interest-
ing account of the mine:

It is situated on the Sonora river,
forty miles south of the ancient capi-
tal of Arispe; was extensively worked
by the ancients, but was abandoned
I.jO or 200 years ago and remained
idle until the late General Pesquiera
reopened it. The mine being situated
on the Las Delicias hacienda, bore the
name of the ranch until American
parties purchased it from Pesquiera.
It was worked with indifferent success
until about two years ago, when Cap-
tain I. W. Mix took hold of it, and af-

ter an expenditure of nearly 50,000
got it in shape so that from 100 to 200
carloads of ore could be extracted
daily. The ore is rich in gold, but
carries such a high percentage of sil-

ver thai a gold and silver mill combin-
ed have to be employed. They now
have substantial pumping and hoist-
ing works, a mill with twen-
ty grinding pans and ten settlers. All
the compartments of the mine are in
good shape and a world of rich ore in
sight.
