We know so little of the scenic
beauties of our country that every day
surprises us with a new revelation.
The rock seulptures of the Peach
Spring canyon of the Colorado river,

Arizona, are marvels which very few

In his address Major Pawell discuss-
ed the problems connected with the
subject of irrigation along the valleys
of the Platte, the Colorado, the Arkan-
and Rio Grande valleys, and
with
interesting facts and figures.

He maintained that ulumately the
most prolific and fruitinl landsin the
United States will be thoge now known
as the arid lands. Water will be arti-
ficially applied to those lands in exsct
accordance with the needs of crops
and not as in the ecase with non-irri-
gated lands according to the accident
of mainfall.

Growing crops, hie said, vield to the
atmosphere each year 300 times their
own weaght in moigture, This is
esused by exndation from the pores of
the leaves and the more exactly the
requirements of this evaporation are
met the more prosperous are the crops,
Insufficient or over sufficient evapora-
tion results in fnilure, and exacteness
can be secured only by careful regu-
lation.

The Major was questioned liberally
upon a number of the pharez of the
irrigation problem. In reply to one
question slated that long continued
tests and examinations carefully made
by the most experienced scientists in
all parts of the world had failed to
show any increase or diminution in
the nverage rainfall in any region
whataver., There might be a slight

from an eye witness;

“Yes I was present when the
steamer Gila came in last Sunday
evening. The steamer resched the
bridge about six o’clock in the even-
ing and made a run for the draw but
not extering right, she ran crosswise
striking the pier very hard breaking
the jack-staff which fell overboard.
The boat was heavily loaded and the
heavy current then running prevented
For some
reason an attempt was made to crowd
the boat through, but unsuccessfully,
and the current sagged her against
the outside pier, where she hung for
some little time. The engineer then
realizing the dangerous position the
steamer was in, put on a full head of
steam, which caused the boat 1o
gradually creep away from the pier
which if struck would have enused a
serious loss of life, n calamity which
fortunately was averted,”"—Yuma Sen-
tinel.
