SETTLED ON THE ROOF.

Poet Day Knocks the Daylight
QOut of McKlayer Roberts.

Leslie Osman Day is a foreman and
master brick-layer. Besides handling a
trowel he occasionally pushes & pen and
dropping into verse produces such gems
generally on pugilistic topics as “Parsnips,”
“Turnips,” A Beautiful, Bleedink Nose,”
et al. He is also accredited with writing a
society drama entitled *“La Polonaise,”’
which was to have been produced at a
south of Market street theater. Further-
more Day is extremely chivalrous ana from
writing much pugilistic poetry has become

somewhat of an expert in the joyous science

of slogging.

On Tuesday morning Day, who was fore-
man of a gang of brick-layvers at work on
the new Evans Building, on Fourteenth and
Market streets, remonstrated with one of
his men, William Roberts, who, in the in-
tervals of waiting for more *mort,” amused
himself by squirting water out of a big
garden syringe over an elderly lady just re-
turning from market with a big basketful
of provisions. Roberts retorted in very un-
complimentary terms, and, one word lead-

ing to another, Day invited him to a
combat in the pugilistic ring. Reoberts
accepted. Day, who 1is an Austra-
lian, and consequently of a sportive

nature, offered to bet $150 he could teach
Roberts a lesson in chivairy and not to
squirt water over old ladies. Roberts and

his friends jumped at the offer, the money

was put up, and both men went into active
training for the next few hours.

At 8 o’clock in the evening the men met
in a ring pitched on the roof of a building
close to Fourteenth and Market streets.
[t was a unique affair. Four skVlights are
in the roof—one at each corner. To the
inner corner of each skylight stakes were
nailed, and from these stakes stout ropes
stretched, thus forming the arena.

Day entered the ring at about 190 pounds,
and Roberts at 200. Gloves were dispensed
with, though all the otber ceremonials of a
regular ring fight were observed. When
time was called, Day slipped on the roof,
and a halt was ordered until both men had
taken off their shoes. 7The fight then com-
menced with both combatants in their
stocking feet. It provea all one-sided.
Day just punched Roberts whenever he
pleascd, and twice sent him flying out of
the ring on to one of the skylights, only the
grating preventing the unlucky Roberts
from taking a header down some fifty feet.
Roberts recovered somewhat, and got in
once preity well on Day’s neck and shoulder,
who retaliated by knocking him down
heavily.

1o theeighth round Day informed Roberts
that *it was now all night with him,” and
landing twice heavily on Roberts’ neck,
knocked him cut. Roberts was very badly
battered, and will prcbably not squirt any
more water on old ladies with market
baskets, not at least while Day is around.

Day, after gathering up the stakes, cele-
brated his vietery in an appropriate man-
ner. e showed no marks of the fight.
His friends among the brick-layers won sey-
eral weeks” wages on his victory.

Day is now writing an eight-round
tragedy, to be entitled, *“‘Squirt! squirt
with care,” ete.

A “SPECIALIST” IN JAIL.

The Death

of Mrs. Basker Charged to

Dr. Sweany.

Tameny Basker, a married woman living
at 121 Taylor street, died on Tuesday night
under eircumstances calling for an investi-
gation by the Coroner. Two weeks agc she
compiained of illness, and her husband, Sol
Basker, at her advice, called in Dr. Sweany,
a *'specialist,”” ‘whose office is at 737 Market
street. The woman had received one of
Sweany’s circulars, which are distributed
daily about the streets, and in which it is
stated tkat ““he 1s a born physician, a grad-
uate from the best mmedical colleges in the
East, and diplomas hang on the walls of his
office to remind his patients of his thorough
hm-ru‘r}', scientific and professional educa-
tion.’

What transpired during Sweany’s visits
the husband says he does not know., The
wife grew so ill that Dr. Perry, late of the
Board of Health, was called in, but when
he learned all the facts connected with the
case Lie refused to attend the patient.

When death resulted Dr. Perry was in-
formed of the fact and instead of calling
the attention of the Coroner to the case
notified the Board of Healith, Mr. Basker
visited the Morgue yesterday afternoon and
also informed Dr. Eaton of the occurrences
leading up tuv his wife’s death.

An autopsy was held last night and it was
learned that a criminal operation had been
performed. The case was reported to the
police and late last night Dr. Sweany was
arrested on a charge of murder. He de-
clined to say anythiug about the case.

LABOR AND LABORERS

Machinists’ Wages Reduced at the
Union Iron Works.

Many Donations for the Relief of the Molders
and Core-Makers—Plumbers Will De-
mand an Eight-Hour Day.

The members of the Machinists’ Union
are suffering severely on account of the
molders’ sirike, which has caused a majority
of them to be thrown out of employment.
This, however, is not their only cause for
complaint,

On March 1st the machinists employed in
the Union Iron Works (about 250) were
notified that their wages would be reduced
25 cents a day. They accepted the reduc-
tion, and two weeks ago were notified to
prepare for another cut on the 1st of April

The second cut, like ils predecessor, was
also a reduction of 25 cents per day, and
outwardly, at least, it was accepted with
meekness by the men, who are now work-
ing for 50 cents a day less than they re-
ceived before the strike began.

The union is not at present in a condition
to fight the employers; but there are mem-
bers who say that the action of the Unign
Iron Works in cutting wages at the end of
a hard winter will never be forgotten.
Notwithstanding the union’s straitened
circumstances, it donated $200 to the strik-
ers at last night’s meeting and promised to
give them more if they need more.

NO SYMPATHY FOR THEM.

Two of the Imported Molders in the City
Refrigerator.

M. J. Welsh and J. Barry are in trouble
and in prison cells. Both are rough cus-
tomers, and, judging from their appearance
vesterday afternoon, much addicted to
water-front whisky. Barrv claims to be a
brick-layer and Welsh a railroad man. They
stated that under the representation of be-
ing molders they secured transportation to
this city from the East recently.

Officer Egan 6f the Harbor Police took
Barry to the North Harbor Iolice Station
yesterday afternocn on the suspicion that
he was one of three men who called at a
lodging-house on East street, near Com-
mercial, about 8 o’clock yesterday morning,
and asked for a room. Having no money
the request was refused.

Soon  after they left, George Buchanan,
an old veteran of the Mexican War, who
rooms in the lodging-house in question, re-
ported to the landlord that bis room had
been entered and a silver watch and chain
stolen. The officer who took Barry in as-
certained that he and another man bad
pawned Buchanan’s watch for four drinks
at a water-front saloon.

Barry gave deseriptions of his comrades
and on this Sergeant Langford soon after
arrested Welsh at the Oakland Ferry and
turned him over to Officer Hall. When
Welsh was searched at the North Harbor
Station an upper and lower set of false
teeth and two pairs of spectacles were
found on him. He was unable to account
for them, his own dental apparatus being in
| perfect order.

Barry and Welsh were confronted and
the former accused the latter with the theft
of Buchanan’s watch. An cfficer was sent
after Buchanan to identify the property,
but as Buchanan is greatly crippled and
hardly able to move the two men were
locked up, Welsh for burglary and Barry
for habitual intemperan ece,

PLUMBERS AND GAS-FITTERS,

They Will Demand a Reduction of Hours
on May 1st.

Few members of the Plumbers’ and Gas-
fitters’ Union were absent from the meeting
of the organization, which was held last
pight in the Alcazar Building. It was one
of the most important meetings beld by the
union, as the question of demanding a re-
duction of hours after May 1st was taken
up for settlement.

The debate was long and animated and
resulted in the adoption of a resclution that
on and after May 1st the members will
work but eight bours per day. The crafts
represented in the union are ti:oroughly
arganized, and it js thought that few eum-
ployers will be found to oppose the demand
which will be made four weeks hevce.

The union voted to give $100 per month
to the iron-molders until their strike is set-
tled and $50 per month to the core-makers
who are on strike.

The Secretary of the union also reported
that since the above strike began the num-
ber of plumbers coming to this city has
largely increased.

Seven new members were added to the
Boot and Shoe Makers’ White-labor League
at last night’s meeting of that organization,
and the Finance Committee reported that it
had obtained sixty prizes to be contested
for.

A resolution was passed that any mem-
ber working 1n a shop where Chinese are
employed shall be fined $50 and shall be
suspended until the fine is paid,

The union will donate $50 per week to
the molders until their strike is settled and
$25 worth of tickets were purchased for the
ball to be given for the relief of the striking
core-makers.

The actign of the Council of the Feder-
ated ‘Irades in establishing permanent
headquarters and in paying a salary to the
Secretary was indorsed. .

Will Be

Unemployed Women.

A meeting of unepployed workingwomen
was held at 908% Market street yesterday.
Mrs. Howard, one of ““Colonel”” Willey’s
followers, presidaed. There were about 150
wowen present, of whom two-thirds ap-
peared to be domestics, They listened at-
tentively to thé addresses made by Mrs.
Howard and othegs who are prominent in
the Nationalist movement. They will ba
organized into a union this afternoon, and
will meet regularly at 1153 Mission street.
At the close of the moetmg many of the
women signed *‘Colonel” Willey’s appeal
to the President and Congress to loan the
city 5,000,000 to be used in giving labor to
the unemployed.

Nine candidates were initiated.

‘Granite-Cutters’ Union.

The Granite-cutters’ Union donated $200
to the striking molders. Candidates for the
offices of the union were nominated and five
applicants for membership initiated.

NOT FORGOTTEN.

Two Thousand Dollars Received
by the Strikers. .

The Money Came From the International
Treasury—Five Men From the East,
An Arrest for Vagraney.

The striking molders are more contident
than ever that they will beat the’ Manufac-
turers’ Association in the contest for su-
premacy. Their hopes of victory received
a strong stimulus yesterday, when the let-
ter-carrier came into the little room where
they assemble daily with a letter contain-
ing a check for $2000.

The money came from the Treasurer of
the International Iron-molders’ Union,
who wrote as follows:

To John 8. Collins, Corresponding Secretary
of Union 164—DBAR SIR: In your care I send
$2000 draft payable to Peter Foley received
for Unlon 164. Hoplug you wiil win the fight, 1
remain yours fraternally,

CARROLL HENDY. Treasurer I. M, I. U.

Immediately after the receipt of the draft
the strikers were paid $7 per capita by the
Executive Committee.

The molders no longer deny that men are
coming from the East in small numbers.
Five arrived from Philadelphia on Tuesday
evening and one of thewn had an experi-
ence which he will not soon forget.

CAPTURED BY THE STRIKERS,

He was captured by the strikers and
taken to the Southern Police Station, when
a charge of vagrancy was made against
bhim. A Jarge crowd followed the Eastern
man and his captors to the station, but the
officer in charge would not entertain the
complaint and the captive was set free.

Durivg the afternoon the strikers ecap-
tured a molder who said he had come from
Philadelphia by way of the isthmus, He
told a CA LL reporter, who interviewed him,
that four other molders came on the same
steamer. He said that he left Philadelphia
on March 3d, and did not know that the
molders of this city were on strike.

He alleged that he came hers because he
had seen an advertisement offering $3 per
day and one year’s work to molders who
would cowe to this city. He said that there
is ng scarcity of work in the East, but he
could not earn $3 per day there. .

Several new men were given work at the
Union Iron Works yesterday, and the Ris-
don and Fulton shops each sccured a new
assistant. As proof that men are coming
from the East without being solicited,
Heary T. Scott showed a handful of letters
from molders who are anxious to come to
the Coast. He partea with the following
specimens of this correspondence:

SPECIMEN CORRESPONDENCE.
SALEM (Mass,), March 27, 1890.

Union Iron Works: saw an “ad” in the
Boston Globe for Iiron-molders with good wages
and steady work. Please siate wages and par-
ticuiars aud oblige,

Hupsox (Mass,), March 28, 1890.

Sir: Seelng a notice in the Boston Globe say-
ing that you were fn want of some iron-molders
Libought 1 would write you a few lines. I bave
worked at the molding business a good many
yvears on both bench ana tloor work. Have
worked on locomotives, printing presses and
cotion machinery. Am what you might calla
man of very steady Labits. Please answer im-
medlutely, stating terms aud whbat Lhe work is,

““In one month,” Henry T. Scott de-
clared, *“this city will be nfooded with
molders and the strike will be over.”

Irving M. Scott, who returned from the
East on Sunday, said that while passing
through Granger he saw two car-loads of
boilers consigned to this city. 1In his opin-
ion, if the manufacturers do not win the
strike, the iron industry of the city is
destroyed.

$100 to the strikers.

LOST BY REASON OF THE STRIKE.

It is stated that the iron-work for a
building which is beingerectad by the State
at Folsom will be supplied by Eastern
firms, as it could not be done by local firms
on account of the strike. It was also
learnéd last night that the man who was
taken to the Police Station as a vagrant
had been caught by the molders as he was
about to enter the Risdon Iron Works. He
was followed to this city by Oakland pick-
ets, who posted the Executive Committee.
It is said that after being released he went
back to the Risdon works.

ANGRY LAND-OWNERS.

Another Improvement Club Censures the
Supervisors.

The newly formed Folsom - street Im-
provement Club met at Kelly’s Hall, Fol-
som street and Precita avenue, last even-
ing, William Montgomery presiding.

A permanent organization was effected
by the adoption of a constitution and by-
laws and the election of the following per-
manent officers: President, William Mont-
gomery; Secretary, Jerome Wheelan;
Treasurer, D. Kelly. The appointing of an
- Executive Committee was deferred for one
week.

A resolution was l[;nssed condemning the
recent action of the Board of Supervisors in
including Folsom street in the assessment
district, which has been laid out for the ex-
tension and improvement of Howard street.
It was also voted as the seuse of the meet-
ing that the action of the board is illegal
and unconstitutional, and a committee of
three, eonsisting of D. Sullivan, W. Bart-
lett and D. Kelly, with the Chairmap, was
appeinted to look up the legal aspects of the
case.

Considerable indignation was expressed
by members at the action of the Board of
Supervisors in agreeing to put the consider-
ation of the assessment district over for a
“week and then calling it up at a timne when
no one from Folsom street was present to
protest. A vote of thanks was tendered,
however, to Supervisor Boyd for his efforts
on bebhalf of the Folscm-street property-
owners.

The club was given to understand that
William Montgomery and ‘I. V. O’Brien
would deed to the city a block of land on
Folsom street, between Ripley place and
California avenue, for the opening of the
street.

It was decided to circulate a petition for
presentation before the next Board of Su-
pervisors, asking permission to cut through
and improve by private contract Folsom,
from Army street to California avenue,

VESTED CHURCH RIGHTS.
Protest Agpinst Encroachment on St.
John’s Parish.

A fifty-vara lot, on ths corner of Twenty-
fourth and Bartlett streets, has been pur-
chased by the Vestry of the Church of the
Advent, for $21,000, as a site for the erection
of a new church. The premises now occu-
vied bave to be vacated in September. The

estry of St. John’s Cburch and Parish
considers this action an encroachment upon
their vested rights, and have publicly raised
an objection to it. The Vestry of the
Churech of the Advent announces the in-
tention of not being influenced by the ob-
jection raised.

A Costly Fence.

By resolution of the Supervisors, the iron
fence inclosing Portswouth Square will
soon be removed. It was erected in 1854 at
a cost of $45,000, which was then considered
a piece of remarkable municipal extrava-
gance. Of late years the famous in-
closure has become the meeting place for
the criminal classes, and its removal is
intenaed to drive them away, so that decent
citizens may enjoy the park.

A Dog-Trainer Arrested.

'SPURIOUS DOLLARS.

Arrest of- Two Men Wanted by
the Government,

They Are Overhauled in South San Francisco
by Police Officers—Bad Money Found
on Their Persons.

Dauring the past few months the city has
been flooded with counterfeits of dollars
and half-dollars, and the Secret Service
Agent of the Government, assisted by the
Police Department, has been assiduously
working to ferret out the parties responsi-
ble for the circulation of the imitation.

The counterfeit of money is a poor
semblance of the genuine article, being
light in weight, dull in color, lacking the
true ring and greasy to the touch. Several
persons who had been victimized reported
their grievances to Secret Service Agent
Harris, and a very accurate descripcion of
two men who had passed the counterfeits .
was obtained.

A printea circular with a description of
the men was furnished Chief of Police
Crowley and he had them distributed among
the members of the department. The re-
sult is that the men have been landed in
jail and from certaln evidence gathered
against them 1t is more than probable that
the right ones have been secured. In fact
the police stats positively that the prisoners
are the parties who are implicated in the
wholesale spreading of the counterfeit cash,

Yesterday afternoon word was received
at the police station in South San Francisco
that two men had passed imitation of money
in Chris Johnson’s saloon, in the neighbor-
hood of the station. The bar-tender had
accepted the counterfeit in payment for
drioks, and immediately discovered its
quality. He gave back such change as was

due without making comment, but quietly
dispatched a messenger for the police.
SEARCHED BY THE POLICE.
Officers Bennett and MecConnell pro-
ceeded to the saloon and placed both men
under arrest. They were searched and
sufficient proof was found in the process of
emptying their pockets to hold them on a
charge of felony. Last night the pris-

oners were transferred to the City
Prison and registered on the deti-
nue book for passing and having

counterfeit of money in their possession.

The men gave the names of James Casey
and James Birmingham. Both are middle-
aged and the latter is well dressed, while
Casey looks something like a cowboy. As
part of the evidence against them are three
imitations of dollars bearing the date of
15854 and a number of dollars that had been
split in half and the metal scooped out.
The shells of the silver pieces were neatly
glued or pressed together and the fraud
could only be detected by weighing the
money in the hand.

When interviewed the accused strongly
protested their innoccence. Birmingham
says he is a teamster, and has been but a
short time in this city, having recently
come from Modesto. He claims to have
recently been employed by a drayman
named Charles Warren. He also stated
that on Tuesday night he took part in
a poker game on Third street, and quit
the table a winner. Yesterday mornicg he
visited a coffee saloon on the same street
and received silver in change for a $5
piece. He believes he received some of the
connterfeit money either in the game or in
the coffee saloon.

THEIR STATEMENTS CORRESPOND.

Casey told almost the same story as re-
lated by his fellow-prisoner. He had been
workiog in several places in the interior,
he said, and was but a few days in town.
Casey could not acccunt for a counterfeit
of a dollar found on him. The prisoners
stoutly denied having been acquainted with
one another before yesterday, but detect-
ives will be sent out to-day to trace up their
antecedents and if possible to discover
their headquarters. Birmingham and Casey
declared that they bad no settled place ot
residence, but moved about from one lodg-
ing-house to another.

Officer Bennett stated that he is positive
that the prisoners are the men who were
arrested in South San Francisco about five
vears ago while preparing to engage in a
burglary. At that time word was received
late one night at the station that two men
were acting in a suspicious manner about
the office and barn of a grain-dealer named
Stuntz. An officer and several citizens ap-
yroached the place, and behind the barn
found two men with masks and revolyers.

They were arrested and one, whom Ben-
nett is almost positive is Casey, was sen-
tenced to the House of Correction for six
months for carrying a weapon concealed,
that beiog the only charge on which he
could be prosecuted. The other man,
whom Bennett believes is Birmingham, for-
feited his bail, amounting to $50, and left
town.

Secret Service Officar Harris could not be
seen last night about the matter, as he had
gone to San Jose.

HIS MIND IS UNSETTLED.

Joseph Comerford Eecomes Subject to
an Hallucination.

Joseph Comerford, one of San Fran-
cisco’s oldest residents and a wealthy and
respected citizen, was taken to the Seven-
teenth-street Police Station last evening by
Officers Morrow and Wangman on a charge
of insanity.

Mr. Comerford, after whom the tract
on Twenty-ninth street is named, has re-
cently been buying a large number of build-
ing lots in the vicinity of the Golden Gate
Park, and the anxiety and trouble con-
nected with the purchases has slightly un-
settled his mina,

He imagines that some one is trying to rob
him, and of late has been very violent. He
was sent to the Home of tne Inebriates,
where he will be kept until seclusion and
rest will restore him to his normal condi-
tion.

He Saw Buarr.

In a letter to Tue CALL R, Ten Broeck
writes, under date of yesterday, from San
Mateo: I noticed an article in your paper
of this date regarding Burr and Hamilton.
I often saw the former in 1828, walking up
State street, in Albany, to a building called
the Capitol, where the courts and Legis- -
lature held their sessions. He was about 5
feet 2 inches in height, quite erect, dressed
in black, profuse white hair and wore a
cue. He had invariably his hands crossed
behind him, had a somber expression of
countenance and invariably fixed his eyes
on the ground or in front, and never had a
companion. Had I the gift of a painter to

rival nature’s art I cotld portray Burr as I
saw him,
