We are to assume .now that
this suppiy is cut off. No immediate in-
convenience would follow, as the London
Docks contain a supply that would last for
many years. Long before its exhaustion a
new source of supply would be discovered.
There are lots of countries in the world
which can grow the grape which fiourishes
on the Upver Douro. It can be cultivated
to advantage in Los Angeles, Orange,
Fresno, San Bernardino and Butte coun-
ties, besides other, in this State. We have
not thus far succeeded in making such port
wine in Califoraia as England admires, but
this has been due to the fact that that kind
of wine 18 going outl of fashion all over the
world, and that it pays our wine men better
to make elaret. If we had a market for
4,000,000 gallons a yvear of port wine, we
would soon produce as good an article as
the Portuguese have been doing, and the
voyage round the Cape would improve it.
Thus the English would not be put to intol-
erable hardship Dby the proposed Tortu-
guese boycott.

But, say the Portuguese, we are going to
shut out English cotton goods, and here is
where we shali get even wifh the enemy.
As to this, it may be observed that if the
Partuguese voluntarily shut themselves out
of the only market they have for the goods
they produce they will not have any money
to buy cotton goods or any other kind of
goods. Excluding the trade of Portugzal
witn Spain, which consists of an inter-
change of farm products, the leading article
of export is port wine; it produces more
money and feeds more Portuguese mouths
than all the trade in copper, pyrites, cork,
fish and fruits. If the Portuguese are re-
duced to drink their own wine they will
lack bread to eat with it. A result of this
kind would hardly indicate the wisdom of the
poliey of the boycott.

It looks as though the Portuguese had
been studying the early history of this
country, and taking a leaf out of our book,
But their sitoation is very different from
that which the United States occupied
when the embargoes were laid. In the be-
ginning of this century a stoppage of toreign
trade inconvenienced merchants of the sea-
board, but had no perceptible effect on the
greut Lulk of the American people. The
country was notdependent on foreign trade.
Its cessation caused a scarcity of a few
articles which were not produced at home,
but it did not diminish our supply of food,
clothing, the ordinary necessaries of life, or
even money. No distress was caused even
by the greal embarzo of 1807. The situa-
tion of Portugal is different. It can neither
feed nor clothe its people. For both of these
indispensable articles of consumption it is
dependent on foreign countries, and to get
them it must havé money or goods inter-
changeable for money.

THE “ROCK OF ITS SALVATION.”

When the London Iron and Coal Trade
Review heard that 25,000 tons of American
steel had been sold to a2 Mexican railway
company it was moved to say:

Proteetion, which, 1t was thought, would only
finpede the progress of the American tron indus-
try, bas proved to be the very “rock of its sal-
vation.” And much as we way regret 1he resuit
for our own suke the American people, it must
be admitted, bave shown a much keener appre-
cialion ot what was essential to their progress
than our own docirinaires would be williug to
admir.

It bas always been a guestion whether
the English objection to a protective policy
for the United States was made in good
faith. The American idea is that they had
the good of England in view rather than
that of the United States. English states-
meun naturally desired to keep the ircn in-
dustry in their own country and to let
Americans pay for English iron, in grain
and cotton. A dollar’s worth of raw mate-
rials would be converted by British labor
into many dollars’ worth of finished goods.
But fortunately for the United States a
school of political economy bas been pretty
counstantly in power which did not accept
the plausible doctrines of Englishi free-
traders. The old free-trade arguments are
being constantly ground over, vut each
year with less and less effect upon the pub-
lic mind.

TRADE WITH SOUTH AMERICA.

Chile imported in the year 1888 goods to
the amount of £60,717,698, being a gain of
more than §12,000,000 in the imports of the
rreceding year. Of thess imports $26,000,-
000 came from Great Britain, $14,000,000
from Germany, $6,000,000 from® France,
£4,000,000 from the Argentine Republic,
$3,000,000 from the United States and
$3,000,000 from Peru. The Boston Globe
refers to this table as a disgrace to the
United States. The disgrace lies, we sup-
pose, in the fact that the Urited States
does not get a larger share of this trade.
And yet, taking South America as a whole,
the United States admits 87% per cent of
its imports from these countries free of
duty. It places an import duty on 1214 per
cent. The annunal value of hides imported
is about $25,000,000, and of coffee $75,000,000,
Both these products are admitted free.
But the placing of a duty on 121 per cent
of South American products is regarded as
an iliberal policy, which prevents the
growth of trade between the United States
and South American ceuntries, The free-
traders are hard to please. Free admission
of 87% per cent counts for nothing so long
as we place a duty on 121 per cent.

MINOR DIFFERENCES.

A Democratic contemporary is amused at
the fact that thereare differences of opinion
among Republican journals as to the pro-
visions of the Ways and Means Tariff Bill.
These differences of opinion are not incon-
sistent with a hearty support of the pilnci-
ple upon which the bill is founded. That
principle is the imposition of duties on
foreign products which come in competi-
Aion with -the products of this country.
The_ differences are as to the produets that
should be taxed. The Portland Oregonian
would keep the duties on wool and im-
pose dutiés on hides, but take the daty off
sugar. THE CALL would give the sugar
industry a chance to- develop under the
new and mare favorable conditions which
now-surround-it. When it is demonstrated
that beet sugar canifol be.producéd with
profit.under our present tariff sugar of all
kinds may be put upon the free list, on the
spme principle that tea and coffée now are.
Protection to thie beet-sugarindustry is as
likely to prpduce the desired results as®
protection. to the iron and steel lndus;ry £

ORDERED OUT.

Stephen Zarro, an American_ citizen of
Austrian birth, was ordered to leave his
native country on three days’ notica. Mr.
Zavro was not conscious of having done
anything to provoke this order.. He was
ealled to the old country by the death ol his
father and remained for some weeks at the
request ‘'of his mother. When the order
came for him to go he found that the fact of
his being an American by adoption did not
afford him any protection. The oifense of
Mr. Zarro doubtless lies in the fact that,
like most old-country men who become citi-
zens of the United States and afterward
return to the land of their birth, he com-
pared the condition -of the masses of the
people in the two countries. None of the
European despotisms can -bear such com-
parisons. It is humiliating to Americans
that citizenship should afford so little pro-
tection, and it is possible that the case of
Mr. Zarro will afford the State Department
an opportunity to lay down some funda-
mental principles of international law which
will remind the Austrian Government of a
letter Daniel Webster once wrote on the
same subject.

THE ENGLISH COAL

STRIKE.

It is said that the recent coal strike in
England involved about 400,600 coal-miners,
most of whom belonged to the Miners’ Fed-
eration, which conduected the sirike. The
coal-miners, who have been the poorest
paid laborers in England, took advantage
of a rise in ceal to demand an increase in
wages. The colliery-owners answered that
for ten years their dividends had not ex-
cecded $9 on the $500 share, and that it
was in their opinien time for them to be
making a little money. The strike was
vartially sucecessful, the colliery-owners
agreeing to pay a part of the advance de-
mwanded and a part in six months. The ef-
fect of this -settlement will be to continue
the increased cost of manufacturing in
Great Britain. Cheap coal, eheap labor and
cheap capital have been England’s great
points of advantage over the United States
in the various manufactures. In the pro-
duction of cotton goods, the raw material
for which is largely purchased in this coun-
try, Awerican manufacturers should be
able to compete in common markets.

WOMEN 1IN KANSAS.

Elections were held Tuesday in a large
number of cities and towns in Kansas in
which women teok part. In one town
women had eharge of the election machin-
ery, and are believed to have held their
own. At Emporia the women took an in-
terest in the election of a woman candidate
for the School Board on the platform of
““‘good salaries for good teachers.” The
platform ought to win without regard to the
candidate. In most other places the women
took little interest in the election. There
were no issues which called them ont, and
they do not seem inclined to take the
trouble to vote on geueral principles. A
writer in the Forum says that * nothing
sliows the necessity of suffrage for women
more plainly than the unwillingness of men
to grant it.”” This apparent unwillingness
is largely based upon the indifference of the
majority of women to the possession or ex-
ercise of the franchise. If four-fifthsof the
wormen in the United States would declare
by vots or otherwise that they desire the
suffrage four-fifths of the men would, in our
opinion, vote to give it to them.

INRTHE SENATE,

Congressman Morrow’s Censns Enumera-
tion Bill, designed to protect ihe United
States from the illegal entry of Chinese,
fared badly in the Senate Committee on the
Census. Three amendments are attached
to the bill, either one of which is fatal to its
usefulness, The section which permits a
Chinese resident who fails to obtain the re-
quired identification paper to prove by
competent testimony his right to one will
have about the same effect upon the biil
that the ruling of the Federal courts—that
Chinese coming without certificates might
establish their claim to prior residence by
oral testimonv—had on the Restriction Act.
Partial legislation of this kind serves no
one but lawyers. Chinese fcund in the
country without the certificate the Enumer-
ation Bill requires will, as a rnle, find littlo
difiiculty in establishing residence by testi-
mony the prosecution will not be in a con-
dition to refute. It is pretty much a matter
of proving a negative. The House bill as
amended is not worth engrossing paper.
Laws that can be so easily evaded area re-
flection upon law in the abstract,

EDITORIAL NOTES.

Senator Edmunds of the Senate Judiciary
Committee has reported back the Sherman
Anti-Trust Bill, with a substitute. In the
recent debate in the Senate the representa-
tive of Vermout declared he was not will-
ing to vote for a bill that would be decep-
tive, and would not be coerced into doing
so by newspaper outcry, by farmers’ alli-
ances or anything else. He believed it to
be better to endure the partial evil of even
the most grinding monopolies than to at-
tempt to step by one evil over the clear
boundary line that had been established
and maintained between Congress and the
legislative power of the States., In fact his
remarks were such as to excite considera-
ble attention in the East, and trade organi-
zations will be inclined to closely serutinize
any measure in which his handiwork is
visible.

For men who have made their mark in
the world the Senators of the United States
ara not very bright examples of punctuality.
When thie Senate convenea yesterday there
were but ten Senators present. Butler of
South Carolina raised the point of no
quorum, and the pages had to scurry around
for the absentees till enough put in an ap-
pearance to proceed with the day’s business.

There have been so many breaks in the
Mississippi levees, the overflow extending
to such a wide area, that the signal service
has assured New Orleans there is now no
immediate danger of that city being visited
by the flood. That which proved disas-
trous to the planters has resulted in the
city’s gain.

The lone highwayman has appeared
again, this time near the Southern border,
a solitary individual having held up the
Alamo stage, secaring less than $20 for his
trouble and overlooking bullion and dust
valued at $10,000. As a border bandit he
was not 4 marked success,

Emin Pasha is about to return to the fer-
tile region around Victoria Nyanza in the
interest of Germany, having accepted
Major Wissman’s proposition. He will be
accontpanied Dy a large caravan and a band
of Soudanese troops.

The Panama Canal Commission, having
returned to France and announced the re-
sult of its visit to the isthmus, De Lesseps
has been compelied to admit that his
scheme has proven a gigantic failure.
