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MISTRESS AND MAID.

A Dehate in a Women’s Clab on
the Subject of Service.

One Woman Thinks That There Ought to Be
a Definite Arrangement Between the
Contracting Parties.

Miss Lucy M. Salmon, who is Professor
of History in Vassar College, has a face of
notably sweef, serene, wholesome intelli-
gence, with broad forehead and smooth,
blonde hair. She talked recently to a big
club, which includes many well-known
women, on *Domestic Service,” with es-
pecial reference to the **Vassar-questions,”
which, as many a housekeeper throughout
the country know, have been scattered
broadcast in the hope that the answers
when collated may sunply reliable statistics
bearing upon the *‘servant girl problem,”
which is so ;vexatious in the country be-
cause all the girls are drawn off to
the city, which is 8o trying in the
city because all the girls go into the faec-
tories, which is so insoluble in the South
because there is no foreign element, and so
annoying in the North because we haven’t
the negro, which drives one to despair In
the East because all the girls go West,
which reduces one to frenzy in the West
because all the girls stay East, which
makee California a purgatory because of
the Chinese.

Miss Salmon dwelt upon complaints made
by mistress and maid, and when she had
concluded a recently married woman said:

““I1 believe that all the trouble comes from
not having definite agreements with girls.
Suppose it were to be set down on paper
just what was to be done, what should be
received for it, how many bours’ work a
day should be expected and what shouid be
the arrangement as to free time.”” There
was a blush and a quaver at **speaking
right out in meeting.”

“Can you set any hours when there are
children?” It was a still small voice, and
the bride sank back in her chair.

“When I was in England last summer,”
said a tall woman with dark hair and three
glowing roses pinned on her gown, “I
opened my eyes to see the servants. file in
for evening prayers. My hostess had a
house in London of ordinary size, her hus-
band and one child made up the family and
they did not entertain; but theré was the
cook and the kitchen-maid, the parlor-maid
and the chamber-maid, the nursery-maid,
the butler, the second man, the coachman,
the footman and a general utility boy.
They strung along one whole side of the
room. And yet there was no washing done
in the house, even the servants’ wash was
sent out, and all the bread was had from
the baker’s. The highest wage paid was
£30 a year, the lowest £10. It all seemed
very cumbrous, but the machinery worked
beautifuliy.”

*The English have just as much trouble
as we do,” spoke out a rosy woman in a lit-
tie velvet bonnes, with a bridle under her
dimpling chin. *‘I’ve been a good deal in
England and nearly,always in such a way
as Lo enter into the family life, and [ know
that our trials are only theirs right over
again except, indeed, that our cooks do not
get drunk so often as theirs, and just be-
cause we have fewer servants we have less
trouble in keeping peace in the family. Be-
sides the expense of feeding such retinues
is something enormeus and more than coun-
terbalances the lowness of wages or would
do so if the English, as incomes shrink,
did not more and more closely follow Con-
tinental customs and put locks on the sugar-
bowls, and decree that butter is never to be
used in the servaut’s hall on a day when
there is bacon.”

** I never felt so much drawn toward Mrs.
Carlyle,”” said a small slight woman who
bhas written a novel, **as when I read of her
tribulations with her maids.” :

** 1 think the thing that is most needed,”
said a dignified, low-voiced woman who has
kept house for twenty years, “is a better
understanding on the part of housekeepers
of the work they are requiring. A good
many women expect to see everything done
at once; they haven’t the least idea of how
much time to allow for each item. Now,
when I wanted to know how long it ought
to take to sweep and dust my room, I shut
myseif in and timed myself while I did it
carefully. Then I had a basis to go on in
planning a schedule for another person.”

**It’s very necessary,” added another
matrop, “to Koow lhow to do every-
thing yourself; your servants respect
you so much more. I 1emember
once my cook asked me how I
wished her to prepare a certain article.
‘You make it your own way,” I told her,
‘and if I don’t like it, I'll show you my
way.” Then I ran for my cook-book, for I
was ashamed to let her know I couldn’t
answer her question.”

** Is it necessary for women to know how
to perform every task in the household?’”
asked a woman with a smooth, white fore-
head and a little tremble in her voice, as if
she were afraid she were giving utter-
ance to a heresy. *“I think I've done
at one time or another everything
about a house hat needs doing,
from tending the furnace to mending
the chimnpney where it comes out on
the roof, but I often think we ought to be
able to get things so systematized that it
wouldn’t be essential for a woman, as her
establishment grows-on her hands, to know
how herself to manage every small detail.
The employes of a business man respect
him nore the less because he wouldn’t
perhaps be a compliete success at running
the elevator or selling goods over the
counter or arranging an artistic window
decoration. If his business is large enough
so that Lie needs to employ subordinates, he
doesn’t expect to be called on to tirow up
his other engagements to go on a tour with
the drummer to show him how to take
orders or to instruct the woman to

whom  he lets out the making of
shirts in the management of her sew-
ing machine. He exacts from each

employe the faithfu® performance of the
work assigned. Now we women, when our
babies come and we want all our time for
them and for home-making, which isn’t
always the same thing as houseworking,
often feel that it’s less trouble to do the
drudgery ourselves than it is to stand over
a hired girl. Now where’s the trouble that
we can’t get a thing done without so much
stapding?”’ §

*I'm afraid,” said a sweet, serious-faced
woman, ‘“‘that we are not always quite
honest nbout recommendations, and so in-
ferior girls can get places about as easily as
good ones. A lady came to me once about
a cook. I said all the good I could of her.
‘Oh, I’'m so glad,’ said the lady, ‘she’ll be a
treasure.”

‘* But, you're not going to take her on
my recommendation ?’

' ‘Ot course; you're giving her a lovely
character.’

* *‘But you haven’t asked me her faults.’

* “What fauits has she?’

“ *She drinks.’

5 ‘U'h, 1 wouldn’t have her now for any-
thing!

**'But T would. All the rest I have told
you is true, and if you are warned about her
failing you may not have any difficalty.’

‘* She did take her and got three years’
splendid service from her. Then the girl
got intoxicated in the house one day and
had to be removed by a policeman.”

* Sometimes I think it would be a good
thing,” said a woman who is interested in
working girls’ clubs, “if servants would or-
guuiz'&,t. That teuds to self-respect, I am
sure.

*“1 know of a suburb of thirty or forty
families where they do that successfully,”
came a voice from a far corner. **The wo-
men gol together and combined to fix the
prices they would pay for different classes
of service. They also agreed to take no
servant who had worked in a neighboring
famnily and could nov bring a certificate of
efficiency.”

“I know of an instance of co-operative
housekeeping,” came a bit of testimony with
a certain triumphant ring. *‘It’s in Central
New York and includes rather more than a
dozen families, Each family retains its own
liouse, but the association nires a man to
clean windows and cut grass and dispose of
ashes and a woman to take charge of the
laundry work, atd a woman, perhaps two
women, to dust and clean. All the bread is
baked outside and a good many special
dishes are prepared, though they have not
as yet introduced in any very thorough-
going way the common kitchen. They say
it works well as far as they have gone and
lightens the expense of housekeeping.”

“I know—-"

He is charged with keeping a lottery place.

OLD IRON LIBELED.

The Owner of the County of Clare Sues
for Demurrage.

The libel of R. J. Swyny, owner of the
ship County of Clare, against 2185 tons of
old iron was argued and submitted in the
United States District Court yesterday.

The libellant charges that the ship was
chartered in London by A. Norrington &
Co, to go to Bombay and load with old iron
for San Francisco. The County of Clare
arrived here on the 22d day of November,
1837, but though the master reported his ar-
rival and signified his willingness to dock
and unload at once it was thirty days be-
fore a wharf was provided for him.

DUPED AND DESERTED.

Sad Experience of a Young
Woman Who Was Deceived.

She Becomes a Mother in the Receiving Hos-
pital and Is Left Destitute by Her
Betrayer—Hs Disappears,

A comely young woman of about 20

years applied for admission to the City Re-

ceiving Hospital yesterday about midday,
saying she would soon be a mother.

The Police Surgeon referred her to the
City and County Hospital, as there was no
room in the smaller institution, and she
would receive more attention in that place.
She was very sick then and went away
with a look of sad misgiving.

She boarded a car on Kearny street that
connects with jthe Howard-street cable
line, and was on her way to the County
Hospital, when she was taken suddenly ill
at the Market-street crossing. The driver
stopped the car and a curious crowd gath-
ered. The unfortunate woman was taken
to a coupe and driven back to the Receiv-
ing Hospital. A few minutes after her ar-
rival there she gave birth to a female
child. To Matron Carr, who had nursed
her kirdly, she told her sad story later.

She said her name was Maggie Martin,
but as her manner showed that she wanted
to-hide her identity, this was supposed to
be fictitious.

HER BITTER EXPERIENCE.

Maggie Martin, or whoever the young un-
fortunate may be, has had a bitter experi-
ence, which was fully reslized yesteraay.
Foolish or simple enough to .place implicit
confidence in the worthless féllow who had
worked her ruin, she forsook home and
relatives for him—became an outcast, in
fact, from her former associates—only to
find herself duped and deserted in the end,
utterly destitute, ana without a friend’s
sympathy.

About two years ago she first met Charles
Kaplan, who wprked in Marks’ crockery-
store, 212 California street, and became in-
fatuated with the fellow. She kept his
company for a long time, against her peo-
ple’s wishes, who, it is said, had learned
unsatisfactory facts about Kaplan. They
cautioned and prohibited her from having
anything to do with him, but she paid no
attention to her parents’ advice. Just one
year after having met him she gave birth to
a child, which died immediately after it
was born. It was then that she left home
to live with him in the Nevada House on
Sixth street, near Mission. He promised to
marry her, but kept putting off the cere-
mony from time to time, as his father,
Louis Kaplan, ex-clerk of Police Court 2
had died ; and again as her father had also
died, but now it seems that his intentions in
this line were not honorable. She says he
is the fathar of both her children.

LEFT HER DESTITUTE.

Kaplan could not be found in the city yes-
terday, and inquiry at the store on Califor-
ug street resulted in a reply that he had
n® been there for two days. He suddenly
disappeared rather than atone for his
wrong. She asked the Police Surgeon to
send a messenger to the store for Kaplan,
hom%“m have him assist her, but Kaplan
was there. He had deserted her. This
fact was not told the sick young woman,
and she waited anxiously hour after hour
for his coming. She believes he will marry
her yet, but his unmanly actions all through
the affair indicate otherwise.

She told the matron that she- has well-to-
do, respectable relatives in town, but did
not care to have them know her condition.
They had done their part, she said, and her
misfortune was her own fault. Apparently,
she had been well reared and used to a
comfortable home. She has an attractive
face, with pleasing, intelligent features and
expressive eyes. Although plainly dressed,
her attire was neat and modest in tone. She
felt her position keenly.

The child was doing quite well last
evening.
