WALLA WALLA, April 2—The bodies of
Henry Sanders and Miss Della Edington,
a boy and girl, aged 19 and 17 years, were
feund dead on the Jasper Mountain, Celum-
bia County, on Monday night. The families
of both are close neighbors and Sanders
worked for Edington. The boy was sent
on an erfand and on his return met the girl,
who was returning from school. He asked
her, jokiongly, how many whippings she had
received that day. The couple then walked
down the road, chatting pleasantly. The
mother of the girl, finding she was delayed,
started down the road after her daughter,
and half a mile distant came upon both
bodies. The girl was iying on lier face, the
ground around her soaked witih blood. In
her foréehead, above the right ear, was a
hole made by the bullet whieh killed her,
There were no signs of a strugele. Sanders
was lying on his back, with his feet close to
the girl’s, and a bullet-hole in the center of
bis forehead, and between his outstretched
legs was an old-fashioned revolver, which
l6aded at the muzzie. The supposition is
that he first killed the girl and then com-
mitted suicide.

The strikers are much encouraged by the
fact that the quarrymen at Loomis,
Penryn, Folsom and Lincoln are with
themm and iondorse their action. They
have received expressions of sympathy
from the men in each of these places. The
effect of thie strike will be to close all the
quarries, at least for the time being.
Triable  may follow if any attempt
is made to bring new men to take the
places of the strikers, but the leaders
of the latter are counseling peace.
The bosses have not intimated what
conrse they will pursue, -but it is said that
certain large contracts now on hand will
not permit the. granting of the men’s re-
quest for shorter hours.

Corbett and Sullivan Will Box
Four Rounds.

Opirnions of Local Sportemen on the Result—La
Blanche Is Going Esst on Pleasure
Beat—Foot-Racing,

The sporting fraternity of this cily was
somewhat surprised yesterday when it
learned that Professor Jem Corbett had
sent a dispatch to the Olympic Club asking
tire Directors’ permission to box John L.
Sulllvan, the Napoleon of pugilists, four
rounds.

After considering the matter the Direc-
tors vcted to a man to allow their profes-
sor an opportunity of meeting the cham-
pion pugilist of the world. President Ham-
mond wired Corbatt the following:

Club grants permission. Make arrangements
suitabie to yourself.

The mateh will in all probability be made
to take place in Madison Gardens about the
19th of this month, and from the fact of
Corbett haviug bested Kilrain, the interest
in the coming contest will be very great in-
deed.

A letter from Corbett, which was received
by a member of the club very recently,
states that Sullivan had challenged him to
a four-round contest, and if he had the
Olympic Club’s permission he would ‘“‘go”
the big fellow, come what may,

A TEST OF QUALITY,

The members and Directors of the elub
look upon the mateh as one which will test
Corbett’s qualities for gameness and clever-
ness. They say he has nothing to lose by
defeat but a great deal to gain should he
make a draw with & man whose great suc-
cess has been in knocking out or stopping
opponents in four-round bouts.

* Mike Donovan, you know, is behind
Corbett in this matter,” said a prominent
member of the club, *and he knows just
exactly what kind of a stand Jim will icake
against the big fellow.”

Donovan wrote to a friend in this eity
after Corbett had been a few days in New
York and said that unless Sullivan was in
condition Corbett could best him in
four rounds, as John loses much steam and
hitting power after a round or two—that is
when he is taken off the reel.

A particpdar friend of Jim Corbett had a
chat with the latter’s father last evening,
and asked him what he thought of the pro-
posed four-round contest. Mr. Corbett Sr.
answered that he admired his son’s pluck,
but that he thought he would have an ex-
ceedingly hard bone to pick when he faced
Sullivan, whose name strikes terror in the
hearts of all heavy-weight pugilists.

HE WILL BE GREATLY HANDICAPPED.

“I have a great deal of confidence in Jim’s
cleverness,” said he, “and I will be the
most surprised man in California if he
holds his own or near his own with such a
formidable fighter as the man he is about
to meet. Of course, my son will be greatly
handicapped in weight, but if he can re-
main on deck for three rounds 1 am pretty
certain he will be in at the finish.”

Professor Smyth of the Olympie Club be-
lieves that Corbett is clever enough to
stand before any man for four rounds.

President Fulda of the California Club
was of the opinion that ten rounds would
be better suited to Corbett, as he could, by
his clever tactics, avoid Sullivan’s rushes
for four or five rounds, after which he
would have a better opportunity to stand
his ground with the big fellow and ex-
change fistic compliments.

Young Mitchell was somewhat bashful
about giving an opinion. He finally said
that it was hard to judge what would be the
result of a four-round go between these
mep. He thought that Corbett would turn
out to be the cleverest wan the big fellow
has ever met.

Do you think that Jim will remain on
niis feet until the fourth round is finished ?*’
WHETHER FRIENDLY OR A *Go.”

“1 should not be at all surprised if the
match ended in a draw. The result will
greatly depend on the condition of the
match, whether it will be a friendly set-to
of four rounds or a ‘go’ on its merits.
It the latter, Corbett will
compelled to wuse ring ecraft to
avoid Sullivan’s rushes, as no man can
stand up before the Giant, even out of con-
dition, and exchange blow for blow, if he
hopes to remain on his feet for four
rounds.”

J. J. Jamison, Secretary of the Golden
Gate Club, thought that Corbett was too
light to stand up against the sledge-hammer
g=OWl which Sullivan would shower upon

m.
“There 18 mo man living,” continued
Jamison, “who will staud and fight Sulli-
van in a ring with four-ounce gloves. Every
one of the pugilists he has faced ran away
from him and tried all kinas of devices to
remain through four rounds. Corbett will
be fortunate indeed if John L. does not gat
his temper up. When that starts, then it is
good-by to his opponent.” .

Billy Jordan did not know what to make
of it exactly., " Alll can say,” remarked
the great master of ceremonies, **is that
the boys will make quite a winning on gate
receipts, which ever way the maten will
end. I guessthey both know what they
are about.”

John Farley, otherwise known as the
Duke of Richelieu, would not express an
opinion under any circumstances. He
hoped that Sullivan would not get angry
if he should happen to get a smash on the

It ls
also, however, sald that If the Valkyrie visited
the United States she could compete ln the
maltch for the Paive Champion cup for seventy-
footers, value £300. \We thought the value of
the cup was £200, but that does not signify; what
we wish to point out Is that a stranee yacht
among A fleet of home-built cracks would have

ouly a very remote chance of winning the cup in
a single race.

Then wild pzans would rend the air again
that another British yacht had been beaten and
American superiority proven. We believe the
cup has pot yet been sailed for, but if put up at
all for wternational competition a forelgn yacht
should be only asked to sail agaionst the winner
among the home yachts afier a tilal race. While
alluaiog to the extraordinary efforts which are
belug made to vbeguile British yachismen into
competitlons in American waters, it will be well
to remind yachtsmen of the Uunited States of
America that the Cape May Challenge Cup i
still in the possession of a Brillsh yachtsman on
thls side of the Atlantic.

Until an American yacht has been here and
competed for that trophy it is rather out of
place asking British yachts to go to America to
sail for challenge cups of more recent manu-
facture. In conuection with this matter refer-
ence should be made to the fact that there is a
growing feeling on this side of the Atlantic that
we should provide a challenge cup to be sailed
for annually and be open to all forelgn yachts.

FEDERAL GOVERNMENT.

The Great Difference Between Ours and
That of Canada.

They have a federative Government in
the Dominion of Canada and we have one
in the United States, but how few of us
take the trouble to notice the wide differ-
ence between them.

We do not now mean to direct attention
to the obvious and superficial fact that our
President is chosen by the people, while the
Governor-General of the Dominion is ap-
" pointed by Queen Victoria. Were the Cana-
dians to elect their Governor-General to-
morrow, the profound and vital diiference
between the two federative systems would
still exist.

The fundamental distinction between the
Domiunion Constitution and our own is that
by the former all powers not expressly del-
egated to the provinces are reserved to the
federation, whereas the Federal organic
law of this couuntry is based upon precisely
‘the contrary principle.

Passing to details, we observe that the
Dominion Government has exclusive con-
trol of the Canadian militia, whereas on
this side of the border the citizen soldiers
are controlled by the several States. Here
we have State judiciaries; there the Judges
of the Subpreme, Superior and County
courts of the provinces are appointed by
the Federal Executive. Finally, the Fed-
eral Government of the Dominion has the
power to nullify the provincial legislation
not only on the score of constitutionality
but by interposing an arbitrary veto.

The most outspoken advocate of a strong
Federal Government in the Philadelphia
Convention of 1787—even Hamilton him-
self<did not venturs to propuse a system
s0 subversive of State rights as that which
all the provinces of British North America,
except Newfoundland, have accepted. No
sach scheme would have had any chance of
adoption by our State conventions at that
epoch, for the reason tuhat we had not so
much to fear from possible encroachments
of powerful neighbors on this continent as
the Canadians have now.

It was because they lay in the tremendous
shadow of the great American Republie
that the Canadiun provinces reiuctantly
assented to the sweeping sacrifice of their
loyal rights imgo;ed by the Dominien Con-
stitution.—N. Y. Ledger.

THE HARRASSED WITNESS.

A Funny Scene That Took Place in an En-
glish Court.

An action was brought against the owner
of a wagon, which, by the reckless driving
of the wagoner, had forced a poor donkey
against & twall, and there pressed the poor
creature to death. Compensation wasthere-
fore sought by its proprietor for the loss of
the animal and its services. The trial
caused much mirth. The principal witness
for the vlaintif was the driver of the
donkey, whn; feeling himself very much
“ browbeat ’ by the defendant’s coun-
sel, becawme exceedingly nervous ana
confused in his evidence, which he
gave with his eyes on thelfround. He was
several times reprimanded by the judge for
not looking in the faces of those by whom
he was int.errogated, and was desired to
hold up his head.

INEXPENSIVE SWEETS.

More Indigestible Than Corned Beefand
Cabbage or Beefsteak Pie.

The dainty and expensive sweets known as
preserved violets, which the esthetic inaiden
dotes on, or pretends to, are very easily and
simply prepared. Boil one pound of loaf
sugar in as much water as it will a_bsorb
until, when dropped into cold water, it be-
comes hard and brittle. Throw the violets
—which should be of the large double vari-
ety and with no stems—into the syrup, a
few at a time, and keep tliem in until the
sugar boils again. Stir the sugar round the
edge of the pan until 1t is white and grains,
then gently stir the flowers about until the
sugaf leaves them. Drain them on a fine
white cleth and set them on a sieve to dry
in a slightly warm oven, turning them care-
fully two or three times, and watching
them lest they cool before they dry. The
expense is very slight, and all the lavender
luncheons and heliotrope teas can be com-
pleted with the purple sweets that are more
‘mdlgeitible. in spite of their ideal appear-
ance of delicacy, than corned beef and cab-
bage or beefsteak pie.—Chicago Inter Ocean.
