The other stringent features were not ob-
jected to, but contractors refused to put
themselves in the hands of a lot of politi-
cians, prejudiced against them in advance.

SMILING AND PREPARED.

After the usual little entertainment by
Geueral McComb, the meeting came to or-
‘der,. and Senator Reddy was called to the
chair, with Messrs..Sonniag and De Pue as
the other part of the board.

After the usual preliminaries Warden
M¢Comb- ‘sebmitted 3 report. It told that
George Tasker, a prisoner, had made an un-
successful attempt te escape on March 18th,
and that two large shipments of
jute had been reeceived In good con-
dition and were safely stored away in
warehouses. It recommends the repairing
of the road between the prison and Point
San Quentin, and asks that the Warden be

“given a thirty days’ leave of absence that
he may attend an important meeting of the
Wardens” Association, to be held in
Chicago, May 14th. The subjects to be dis-
cussed are, “The Identification of Habitual
Criminals,” “The Diminution of Crime,”
and other matiers of interest to prison
cfhicials.

The report was placed on file and the
thirty days’ leave of absence, commencing
- May ist, was granted to.the Warden.

The guestior of jute bags then came un,
and General McComb wanted the prics
reduced from 7Y% cents, the present price, to
6% cents, to meet the market. The measure
was opposed by Director Sonntag, on the
ground that the bags being sold on the
market at 6% cents were all old or damaged ;
but he offcred a resolution, which was
adopted, that 200,000 sacks be sold at not
less than 6% cents.
IT IS8 ALL FIXED.

Then the quarry watter was taken up,
and W, W. Foote, attorney for Daniel
Sheerin, took the floor and arzed the claims
of his client.

Mz, Dare spoke for Warren & Co., and
the board took a recess for thirty minutes.

There, was much coenubiating among
both the Directors and contractors dvring
this recess, and it was all “fixed” when Mr.
-Reddy called the body to order again. .

Messrs. Sonntag and De Pue, after hear-
ing the statements of the contractors,
favored a modification of the “license’” in

Mr. Sonntag thought it would be proper

VERY TRANSPARENT.

The ciause in the specifications of the
“license” requiring a certiied check of
81000 with each bid l:"“ eliminated, and
Mr. Dare tried to speak.

e was called down by Mr. Reddy, how-
ever, who told him to bid and not talk, as
the time for the latter was passed. 3

Mr. Dare objected to the powers invested
by the specifications in the board to.revoke
the *‘Yieense’” on such slight provocation,
and said that to yield the State a revenue of
883 33 a month the license would have to
take 1665 tons of stone every thirly days.

Warren & Co. said that they would not
like to take a $100,000 contract when the
license was liable to be revoked at any time.

Al the contractors except Sheerin then
refused to bid and a special meeting to act
on the matter was called for next Monday
night.

Bills were allowed as follows: Jute
Fand, 8716 90; Fund Support, $18,772 39;
front building, 8142 52, salaries, 86,835 31.

A MILD MINORITY.

Mr. de Pue said that he would continue to
oppose the *license” and would vote against
it next Monday night, and Mr. Sountag
remarked that he would also vote against it.

During the meeting the question of legal-
ity of the “*license” eame up and Mr. Foote
said that he had the opinion of the At-
torney-General in the matter, and that Le
had said that it was legal at the time that
the quarries were about to be let to J. S.
Tibbles, but Mr. Tibbles’ death prevented
the consumimation of the lease.

The meeting then adjourned until next
Monday night,

LINING THE SACK.

A number of contractors have expressed
a desire to submit sealed bids for the quarry
privilege, but the course pursued by the
Board of Directors is so transparent that
they decline to be made parties to a transac-
tion in whiesh fair and open competition is
prohibited in the interest of a ring of petty
bosses and their hired attorneys, who ap-
varcutly are endeavoring to furnish a lining
for the Watermuan campaign sack.

A BURGLARS' PICNIC.

Daring Criminals Work Without
Molestation.

San Francisco's Citizens Vietimized by Crooks
of All Sorts, Who Elude the Police.
Justics Burlesqued,

The city of late has been overrun with
sneak-thieves, pickpockets, burglars and
robbers, and their daring acts are becoming
more alarming from day to day.

More than hall the cases reported to the
police never heard of by the public.
Thus it is that citizens have no idea of the
extent of these crimes, nor of how careful
they should Le in guarding against them.

A great part of the present state of affairs
is said to be due, mainly, to the influx of
idle mien and many reckless characters
frcem all points of the compass this winter,
who, through dull times and destitution,
turn to plundering as a means of livelihood ;
but the police know there are numerous
crooks and ex-convicts here, who so adroit-
Iy and cunningly carry on their work that
it is hard to keep track of them.

The Western Addition is their most fruit-
ful field of operations, and no one kunows,
except those interested, the daily extent of
the burglaries among the houses of wealthy
people. Once in a - while the burglars are
caught and punished. Hardly aday passes
without seeing several boarding and
rooming-houses entered by thieves or burg-
lars and much valuable property carried
away. Detectives Bee and - Harper, who
have special supervision of the thieves, find
considerable of the spoils in pawn-shops
and *“fences,” but they cannot possibly at-
tend successfully to all the business re-
quired in_ their department. If they or a
police officer arrests a thief the encourage-
ment given by the couits is so poor that, as
one officer puts it, “’it is like setting a pre-
mium oun crime.”

“ What is the use of us going to a lot of
trouble to catch these crooks if we cannot
secure a conviction ?”’ said he.

A MIDNIGHT BURGLARY.

There is a good deal in the officer’s state-
ment, for it is cominon to see policemen re-
peatedly about the old City Hall waiting

are

for their men to be tried; and on these |

occasions the officers are supposed to be off
duty or sleeping. Then again, so many
cases are dismissed that they lose heart.

One of the regular midnight crimes was
attemmpted when two burglars entered the
residence of F. S. Chadbourne, on the
northwest coruer of Bushand Leavenworth
streets, at 2 o'clock yesterday morning, by
prying open a vparlor window., They
passed through three rooms and carried
their spoils downstairs to the basement,
where a big Newfoundland dog received
them so unexpecledly that they made good
their escape without walling for the appro-
priated property.

That the men were old hands in the busi-
ness was easily seen by their systematic
methods of working. ‘T'hey made no noise
in opening the window, and, onee inside,
did not omit a single room in the lower part
of the house. Asthe doors leading to the
hall were locked, they had to go outside
upon a barmand climb to a window on the
second fioor. Tney cleaned out wardrobes
as they passed throungh rooms where mem-
bers of the family were asleep; but before
leaving the watch-dog awoke Mr, Chad-
bourne, who drove the burglars away.
Nothing was missed, but evidence of their
presence was left in piles of clothes and
valuable articles and candle-grease and
matches over the floors.

SOME SAMPLE CASES,

Frank Kelly was sent back to the House
of Correction yesterday by Judge Lawler
for nine months, for picking a woman’s
pocket and carrying burglars’ tools. He is
an ex-convict and could be imprisoned in
San Quentin upon these charges, but as the
woman did not appear he was allowed to
plead guilty to a charge of petty larceny. It
was his second offense, and for that men
are usually sent across the bay. In pine
months from now Keily will be again turned
loose on the community to resume his de-
predations, to rob and steal and plunder at
every opportunity.

Had he not been caught by the merest’

chance picking a pocket, he would in all
probability have victimized many citizens
later by committing burglaries. One of his
former offenses was stealing from a store.
George Lewis, another invelerate and
well-known sneak-thief, who has been in
the House of Correction several times for
his larcenies, was let off yesterday in Police
Court 1 with a sentence of four months’ im-
prisonment in the House for stealing tools
from a store on Howard street, near Fifth.
John Shields, James Carroll and Michael
Sullivan, charged with petly larceny, were
dismissed by Judge Lawier. Quite a num-
ber of such eases were continued in all the
courts and many of them will likely go the
same way for reasons caused by the delay.

PLATE AND CAMERA.

The Meeoting of the Pacific Coast Ama-
teur Photographers.

The stated meeting of the Pacific Coast
Awmateur Photographic Association was held
last evening in the roomns at 605 Merchant
street, with President E. L. Woods in the
chair. The roll-call showed thirty-seven
members present.

Dr. Whittell read a paper on “Saturated
Sclutions” and exhibited his improvements
on a new detective camera, which holds 100
films and twelve glass plates. The new
camera is the smallest made and all tests so
far show it to be the equal of any yet in-
troduced.

Dr. Whittell also exhibited a new flash-
light for taking insiantaneous vhotograhs,
and H. D. Warne of Brighton, Eugland,
exhibited a number of platinumm prints of
English and Dutch scenes, showing re-
markably soft, clear and well-tocussed work.

As ihe association will give its annual
exhibition next Monday night in the Art
Association’s rooms a review of the slides
to be there exhibited was had. The slides
were thrown on the sheet by calcium light,
and over 300 were shown.

Taken as a whole the exhibition was
most gratifying. Every description of
scenery, both local and foreign, was de-
picted, and much of the work was so good
that it had to be re-exhibited to salisfy the
conttnued applause. A set of thirteen
slides, of a bull-fight in Guatemala, was re-
markably ioteresting. Every phase of the
fight was shown, including one where the
bull is tossing one of the matadors high in
the air,

MRS. FAILING FREE.

A Sensational Scene Caused by
Her Daughter.

The Girl Misconceives the Verdict and Swoons,
The Mother, Overcome by the Strain,
‘Also” Falls Into s Faint.

The finale of Xarifa J. Failing’s trial for
murder, yesterday, proved as sensational as
the shooting, and probably marks the close
of her appearance in publie.

It is just two years since, on a Sunday af-
ternoon, Cherles D. Failing was shot by his
deserted wife and subsequently died. He
had been out driving with a woman called
Ida M. Carroll, with whom he was then
consorting, and passed his wife on O’Far-
rell street, near Mason.

The pair had bhardly passed when the
sharp report of a pistol rang out and a bul-
let went speeding into the baek of the re-
creant husband. A second shot followed
quickly and grazed through the scalp of his
companion,

The home life of the Failings had always
been of the happiest character. He at all
times proved himself a kind and affection-
ate husband and father, and never seemed
more contented than when doing those
little acts that relieve and smooth the
marital pathway.

THE DREAM SOON ENDED,

Jut the peaceful dream svon ended.
Failing became involved in an amour with
a Mrs., Cawley of Gold Hiil, Oregon, his
family then living in that State. He finally
deserted his wife altogether, and for more
than a year she lost tratk of him. Woman-
like, however, she hunted for him and at
length ascertained his residence to be in
this city.

Miss Failing Faints,

She found him living, under an assumed
name, with the Carroll woman, he having
also bid goed-by to Mrs. Cawley, and events
fed up graduaily to the homicide. After
the usual preliminaries Mrs. Failing was
tiied, but the jury failed to agree. Her sec-
ond trial ended yesterday and more favor-
ably.

The arguments of counsel were concluded
at 4 o'clock in the afterncon. Judge Van
Reynegom then delivered a long and elabor-
ate charge, and at 4:55 o’clock the case was
given to the jury and in exactly five wminutes
1t returned with a verdict.

A DESERTED COURT-ROOM.

When the jurors filed into their seats the
court-room was almost deserted. By the
defendant sat her young daugiter, a bright,
rosyv-cheeked girl, who has been in court
every day since the trial began. Through-
cut the case she has manifested the deepest
interest in the proceedings against her
mother.

Immediately behind Mrs, Failing were
seated, in a semi-circle, about a dozen of her
close friends. They have also been con-
stant attendants, and their presence seemed
to give the defendant hope. A few loung-
ers were seated in the lobby, drawn there
out of morbid curiosity over the possible
fate of a woman accused of the highest
crime known to the law.

There was a deathly stillness in the court-
room when Clerk Days called out, in a dis-
tinct voice, the names of the jurors who had
sworn to do full and impartial justice. As
the names were told off Mrs. Failing moved
forward in her chair, and was visibly agi-
tated. Her face was a ghastly pallor, and
her lips trembled as she awaited the answer
to the clerk’s query:

ANNOUNCING

“Gentlemen,
verdict 2”7

**We have.”

Every ear was strained to hear the reply
to the next question, while the defendant’s
eyes were downcast.

“What is it?”

Here one of the jurors handed the clerk a
piece of paper.

“We find the defendant not guilty, on the
ground of insanity,” read the clerk in a
loud voice.

The defendant’s little girl listened in-
tently, seemed dazed, and then, evi-
dently misconstruing the purport of the
verdiet, thirew her arins about her mother
and exclaimed :

“My mamma!
them take you!”

She then fainted, but in a moment re-
vived and ecried:

“Ob, mamma! Oh, mamma!” but the
senteénce remained unfinished. She had
fallen into a swoon, ciinging convulsively
to her motirer’s neck.

Water was applied to the girl’s head and
lips and she regained her senses, only to
fall into another speil. Her limbs snddenly
became rigid and the blood In her cheeks
faded, and with a lifeless thud she fell to
the floor, dragging her mother with her in
the fall.

CONSTERNATION CREATED.

The intense strain of the trial and the
dreadful misconception of the child worked
so on Mrs. Failing’s sensitive nature that
she too suddenly fell over. All the vitality
in her seewmed to have flown, and in & mo-
ment she lay as stiff and death-like as her
daughter.

By this time all was consternation in the
court-room. The affection of the child so
pathetically shown was too much for the
soft natures of Judge, jury and attorneys,
and their eyes glistened with moisture. Bug

he sadness of the scene gave way soon to
apprehension thatsome serious result might
ensue, and a dozen hauds assisted in re-
viving the unfortunate pair.

“My child! Ob, my child is dead!”
lamented Mrs. Failing on regaining her
senses,

* No, here I am, mother!” replied the
girl, and then they hugged each other con-
vulsively.

When both were fuliy restored they began
to cry, and sobbed, leaning on each other’s
shoulders. Mrs. Failing was again seized
with hysteria and fainting, and complained
of her heart. Once more the blood left her
cheeks and she fainted. At length she re-
covered sufficiently to thauk the jurors
through Ler sobs and was then led away.

ANOTHER SHIP-YARD.

New Marine Ways on the Alameda Side
of the Estunry.

There are not many residents of Oakland
who know that a ship-yard of no small pro-
portions has been estabished on the Ala-
meda side of the Oakland Harbor, near the
freight-slips of the narrow-gauge railroad,
says the Oakland Daily Evening Tribune.
Two months ago Mr. White, the owner of
the yard, commenced operations at that
point, and already he is prepared to com-
pete with Eastern ship-builders for a good
part of the Pacific Coast trade. The yard
has been laid out on a large plan, showing
that in the future this industry will figure
g‘ith much impertance to this side of the

ay.

A large two-story franie building has just
been completed, containing fifteen large
sleeping-rooms, with dining-room, kitchen
and reading-room, besides quarters to be
used as offices, model-rooms, drafting-rooms,
etc. On the banks of the estuary is an ex-
tensive saw-mill, which is nearly completed.
Initis all the latest and most approved
machioery for ship-building. The black-
smith-shop is located in the same building,
and a large engine and sixty horse-power
boiler will furnish all the necessary power
for hauling lumber and drawing vessels up
on the ways.

Tho marine ways have been completed,

and at present twenty-five men are em-
ployed at the yards, and this force will be
increased to 100 as socn as Mr. White can
put them to work. One vessel is being con-
structed now, ana the hull will most likely
be launched in two weeks. The launching
will be hela with elaborate ceremonies, as
it will be the first vessel launched at the
yards. The vessel is one of forty-five tons,
and is being buiit by the Arctic Packing
Company for salmon fishing in Alaskan
waters,
. Mr. White has cantracted for four vessels
in all so far. One will be a four-masted
barkentine, to be launched in Lugust. An-
other will be a schooner, and a third a
Steamer, all of ample proportions. The
timber for all these vessels now lies in the
harbor, ready to be used. The entire yard
was constructed under the supervision of
Captain White, who is an old ship-builder,
and has a yard in San Francisco.

GOOD FRIDAY.

How It Will Be Observed in the
Churches,

Services Commemorative of the Dsath of
Christ Upon the Cross—Tha
“Stabat Mater.”

**Good Friday.” The mere mention of
the day causes in the mind of the most
worldly a momentary touch of sadness.
How many are the mournfnl memories that
cluster about a day whose first observance
was a tragedy whose like the world has
never seen. All Christian people of what-
ever name or sect seem to be compelled on
this day of universal mourning to dwell
thoughtfully and prayerfully upon the
event commemorated, an event 3o heart-
rending in its circumstances of sinless
suffering, and yet so consoling in its after-
effects upon humanity.

In ali the Christian denominations Good
Friday is more or less strietly observed,
even in those churches which at the com-
mencewment of their existence appeared not
to regard the keeping of religious anniver-
saries as an essential part of external wor-
ship. The ceremonies of the Catholic
Church on this day are of especial icterest,
abounding with symbolic rites and observ- 1
ances, some of which are as old as Chris-
tianily itself.

A singular feature of Good Friday in
Catholie churches is that no mass is offered.
On all other days during the year the priest
ascends the altarand celebrates with more
or less solemnity, according to the festival,
the holy sacrifice, which is a characteristic
feature of Catholic worship; but on Good
Friday there is no celebration of the eu-
charistic sacrifice. The clouds of incense,
the festive canticles of ihe parish choir and
the deep-toned voice of the organ, as well as
the silvery tinkle of the altar-bell, are ab-
sent from the solemn offices, and their
absence carries with it a certain effect of
loss and sadness peculiarly in keeping with
the mournful offices by which the day’s ob-
servance is characterized.

IN GARB OF MOURNING.

At the hourappointed for morning serviee
the clergy, unattended by lights or incense
and attired in black vestments, proceed to
the altar, which is devoid of all ornamenta-
tion, not even being covered by the usual
cloths, Two acolytes spread upon the altar-
slab a plain white linen cloth in memory of
the sheet with which Christ’s body was
covered at his burial, after which the clergy,
who had been prostrate before the altar
with their faces to the ground, arise and
commence the reading of two lessons from
the Old Testament containing prophetic ref-
erence to the sufferings and death of Christ,
Afterseveral penitential supplications three
of the clergy read the hisiory of Christ’s
passion as recorded by St.” John. The
stands on which are placed the books from
which the account of the passion is read are
devoid of hangings, in memory of Christ’s
nakedness upon the cross, while St. John’s
account of the crucifixion is read because
that apostle was present at the terrible scene
and stood by the cross with Mary, the
mother of Jesus,while it was being enacted.

At the close of the passion the celebrant,
having read as a gospel the brief history of
Christ’s entombment in the sepulcher of
Joseph of Arimathea, commences to read or
chant a long series of prayers for the
chureh, the reigning pontiff, the ecivil and
ecclesiastical authorities, for the relief of
sufferers, the conversion of sinners and in-
fidels and for the evangelization of pagan
nations. These prayers concluded, the
priest puts off his chasuble, or outer vest-
ment, and goes to the epistle side of the
altar, where the deacon hands him a cross
concealed by a white veil. Uncovering ths
top of the cross, the celebrant raises it in
the sight of the people, singing ** Ecce lig-
num crucis ” (behold the wood of the eross),
to which the deacon answers, “In quo
salus mundi pependit”” (on which the salva-
tion of the world was hanged), after which
the choir answers, *“Venite adoremus”’
(come, let us adore). This ceremony is re-
peated thrice, the celebrant uncovering a
portion of the cross each time until it is
entirely exposed, the choir and congrega-
tion being prostrate, or at least kneeling.

ADORATION OF THE CROSS.

Having uncovered the cross, the cale-
brant places it upon a stand or cushion in
front of the altar, and, removing his shoes,
makes three prostrations, after which he
kisses the feet of the image on the cross.
The clergy and people advance to do like-
wise, two choirs meanwhile singing to a
plaintive, antique melody the *‘reproaches,”
as they are called—a series of passages of
Holy Scripture, in which God is repre-
sented as complaining of man’s ingratitude.
These are interspersed with the * Praises’’
(Holy God, Holy Almighty, Holy Immortal,
have mercy upon us), which are sung al-
ternately in Latin and Greek, with here and
there a Hebrew word or phrase to com-
memorate the three languages in which the
inscription on Christ’s cross was written.

At the close of the adoration the hymn
commencing **Crux Fidelis” .{(O faithful
€ross) is sung, and candles are lighted and
placed on the altar, The clergy then go in
processien to the place where the holy
sacrament was deposited on the preceding
day and carry it to the altar with much
ceremonial impressiveness. A few prayers
taken from the mass are then said or sung,
after which the celebrant consumes the
sacred host, and vespers are recited imme-
diately. .

OTHER OBSERVANCES.

During the day the cross is left exposed
for public adoration, and in the evening the
devotions assume more of a popular charae-
ter. Sermons are delivered on the Passion
of Cnrist, the exercise of the Way of the
Crouss is recited in the popular language,
and in some of the churches the hymn
“*Stabat Mater” is sung with orchestral ac-
companiwent, though the ritual forbids the
employment of instrumental music on this
day. Insome countries it is customary to
represent in the church with life-size stat-
ues the crucifixtion of Christ, the descent
from the cross and the burial in the sepul-
cher, though this observance is not noted in
any standard liturgical work.

In this city the offices in the cathedral
will commence at 9 o’clock in the morning.
In the evening at 7:30 o’clock the Way of
the Cross will be recited and a sermon on
the passion delivered. In the other
churches of various denominations services
more or less interesting will take place as
announced by the several pastors.

ADMISSION DAY,

The Native Sons Will Celebrate
