A Helena, Mont,, Rival of

The Sickening Sight Presented In the
Honse of Julia Dowd.

The Woman's Body Found Lyingon the Floor
Literally Hacked to Pieces— Chinese

Arrested for tbe Crime.

Special by the California Associated Press.

Helena, April3.—This city was thrown
into a state of excitement this morning by
the news of a murder which lacks little of
Ning as atrocious and horrible as the re-
puted deeds of "Jack the Kipper." At 5
o'clock tbis morning two men entered the
house of Julia Dowd, or Julia Gilford, and
found the nude body of the woman lying
In the reception-room with a dozen cuts
on her head and body, each sufficient to
have caused death. A trail of blood led
from the bed-room to the spot where the
body was lying, and a pool of blood, cov-
ering half the bed, was found, and Indi-
cated the struggle she gave. In the new
fall of snow tracks were seen leading to a
den on Bridge street. A pair of Chinese
shoes half filled with blood were found be-
side tne bed. Inan hour a dozen China-
men were in jailand an investigation was

commenced. There are fears to-night that
a mob will take the Chinamen and lynch

them. The crime is the most atrocious in
the history of the city.

BACK-MEMO.

Election of Police Officers— lncorporation of a
Street-Improvement Company. S_f?S§

.- Sacramento, April3.—After three days
of caucusing the Police Commissioners this
evening elected fifteen policemen and a
Captaiu. The latter is ex-Chief Lee. When
the result was announced Captain Karcher
of the old force protested that two of the
Commissioners had not qualified by taking
the uath prescribed by law. which says
that, in addition to their oaths as Mayor,

Police Judge aud Chief of Police, they
must take an oath before the Superior
Judge not to_discri urinate on account of pol-
itics and not to remove any officer without
preferring formal charges and holding an
investigation, and filing the same with the
approval if the County Clerk. The Com-
missioners had not taken such an oath,
but on the advice of a lawyer pres-
ent subscribed to the oath before a notary
while in session. Then they voted over
again and declared the men elected. The
old force consisted of twenty-five men and
Captain Karcher, and the fourteen who got
left say they willreport for duty until the
Courts settle the matter.
.To-day articles of incorporation of the

Sacramento Street Improvement Company
were filed in the Secretary of state's office.
The purpose is to improve, grade and gravel
streets, and to owu and operate traction
engines. The capital stock is 850,000, and
the amount subscribed Is $24,000, The
Directors are C. A. Luhrs, 1). A. Lindley,
A. S. Hopkins, S. Prentiss Smith, Joe Cole-
man, Sparrow Smith and Johu Blair. This
Is the citizens' company which proposes to
improve all the streets in the city at bare
cost.

The body of a man was found in the
Yolo tules to-day, but has not been Identi-
fied.

SANTA KOSA ELECTION.

Ths Victory of the Democrats a Surprise to
the Republicans._______

Rosa, April3.—The city election
here resulted in a Democratic victory,
which was a complete surprise to the Re-
publicans, who have heretofore had things
their own way. They elect ten out of the
seventeen candidates, Including the Mayor.
T. J. Brooke, the Democratic candidate for
Mayor, had a majority of 78 over Smith, the
Republican incumbent The Democrats
also elect one Councilman, Recorder, Street
Commissioner, City Attorney, City Clerk,
Marshal and four out of five Library Trus-
tees. The Republicans elect the Treasurer,
Assessor, three Councilmen and one Library
Trustee.

On the table by the side of a bottle
of poison was found a sheet of note paper
upon which there was considerable scrib-
bling showing that the man was exceed-
ingly drunk when it was written. The note
was as follows:

Mr.Lewis B.Harris: Good-by, Lewis. Please
take care of my remains and telegraph to my
brother, W. S. Alexander, Fort Monroe, Va.,
and slater, Mrs. M.s. Curry,Dixon.Solano Coun-
ty, Cal. Ihave a Irani and roll or blankets.
Good by. Iam a eon of Geueral 15. S. Alexan-
der. V.S. A. Ileave everything to W. S. Alex-
ander.

Nothing was found about the room or in
bis pockets. Deceased was about 30 years
of age. Nothing of his antecedents or his-
tory could be learned, only that he bad b«en
working ior some lime past in the quarries
at Temecula.

ACCIDENTALLY SHOT.

A Modesto Editor Nearly Succeeds inMaking
a Sensational Item.

The
ball entered the fleshy part ofbis leg on the
outside, about two inches below the knee,
ranging downward and coming out on the
Inside of the leg, about lour inches above
the ankle. The report of the pistol was not
heard outside the room, and the first that
was known of the accident was when he
attracted the attention of bis employes by
palling for assistance. The physician be-
lieves that the ball grazed the bone. The
Injury willnecessarily confine Mr.Uauscom

« to his bed for three or four weeks.

An Alderman Ch&rared With Attempted

for Brigadier-General A. P. Curry for
Police Justice. The matter was placed
In the City Attorney's hands and the
statement of Davis is to be put in
the form of a complaint and Dueber
will be tried by the Council. The affair
has caused great indignation and the
Prosecuting Attorney is expected to take
hold and prosecute the Councilman charged
withoffering the bribe. Dueber is already
under indictment, charged with stealing re-
lief supplies. General Curry denies author-
izing any one to offer a bribe to secure the
votes of the members.

Fresno, April3.— the past two days
W. R. Bibby, ex-Deputy County School
Superintendent, has been on trial,charged
with forging school warrants in various
sums aggregating nearly $1000. The case
closed this afternoon and was submitted to
the jury, which is stillout.

The amount paid by the Municipal In-
vestment Company yesterday for the Fresno
Water Works was $300,000. The Illinois
Trust and Savings Bank holds $500,000 in
bonds; $200,000 was used in the purchase of
the plant and $300,000 is for further devel-
opment. The company owns water works
in thirty-six cities in the United Stales,
this being the third investment on this
Coast. It has $600,000 in the San Diego
Flume Company and $900,000 in the Tulare
Irrigation Company. The main office of
the company is in London, England.

A prominent warehouseman stated to-
day that the grain output in Fresno County
would be double this year that of any
former season. This lie attributes to two
causes— line crop prospects and greatly in-
creased acreage. -_h_B

THE ROCKLIN STRIKE

Signs of Weakening Among the
Quarry-Owners.

Two of the Bosses Accede to the Demand
lor Nine Hours' Work.

Non-Union Men Employed by Taylor Quit
Work—lmportant Contracts That

Must Be Filled.

Special by the California Associated Press.

RoCKLiy, April 3.—On Tuesday, April
Ist, the quarrymen's union, which com-
prises, withbut few exceptions, all the men
engaged in quarrying granite in the towns
of Lincoln, Peuryn, Loomis and Rocklin,
gave notice to the different quarrymen that
unless their demand for nine hours' work
and the same wages they had been getting
for ten hours' work was acceded to a gen-

eral strike would be ordered. This, with
but one exception, was refused, and the
men quit work. About 500 men are thus
thrown out of employment The whole
community is in sympathy with the strik-
ers, and there is no doubt but that they will
succeed.

Thomas Quiiin gave his men nine hours
Wednesday, and to-day Sara Kin has also
given in. All but one quarry iv Lincoln
have acceded to the demands of the men,
and itis reported in town to-night that sev-
eral of the largest quarries here are about
to come in live.

Ata meeting of the Stone-cutters' Union
held Tuesday night it was decided to up-
hold the quarrymen, and after using up
what rock that has been quarried to cut no
more rock quarried by scabs. As the
Stone-cutters' Union is one of the most
powerful in the country, it is almost impos-
sible for the bosses to stand off the quarry-
men very long.

The strike is being conducted lv a quiet
aud orderly way. Enthusiastic meetings
are being held daily in Lombard's Hall,

where speeches are made by members
whose oratorical powers would shame a
great many of the State officers who make
themselves heard during a session of the
.Legislature at the State capital.

Sacramento. April 3.—A special dis-
patch to the Bee says the quarry-owners
have heavy contracts on hand and caunot
afford to wait serenely for a solution of the
strike.

A number of men employed in the quarry
of John Taylor do not belong to the union
and kept at work after the strike had been
ordered. Yesterday, however, they were
waited upon by a committee of the strikers
with an intimation thai ii they valued their
personal safety they would stop work with-
out delay. They quit at ouco.

One of the bosses said last evening that
he had no objection to allowing nine hours
for a day's work provided the rule were
made general' in all the quarries of the
State.

A large quantity of granite taken out at
Bockliu is finished in Sau Francisco, but it
is reported that the stone-cutters there will
not handle stone quarried by non-union
quarrymen.

The Phillips quarry lias a heavy contract
with the Government for a dock at Mare
Island. The Brady quarry was at work
when the strike came on a 8150,000 job for
the Hibernia Bank Building inSan Fran-
cisco. John Taylor was working on stone
for the Crocker mausoleum, and expected
soon to get orders for a big job for the
great Crocker building to be erected at the
junction of Post, Montgomery and Market
streets inban Francisco.

The Phillips quarry is the only one of the
eleven in this vicinity now working, and In
that there are but eleven out of thirty men
remaining. Two new men went to work
there yesterday and were not disturbed. It
must uot be supposed, however, that any
general effort to displace the strikers can be
carried without protest, or, perhaps, serious
trouble.

Folsoii, April3.—The quarrymen of this
place are ivfull sympathy with the striking
quarrymen at Buck

Colonel Cuniiniugs of the Foisom Granite
Company pays his men 82 50 per day for
nine hours' work, though the men work ten
hours per day but receive pay for one and
one-ninth days' work.

Edward McCue, who is running a quarry
here, indorses the strike at Bockliu. lie said
that while his men are working ten hours
per day, if they desired a reduction to niue
hours per day he willat once accede to their
request. y

BUILT IN SAND.

Panic in a Seattle Hotel Canted by the
Foundation Giving Way.

Seattle, April3.—About 1o'clock this
morning the guests at the Los Angeles
House, on Washington street, were awak-
ened by the breaking of walls, the falling of
plaster and frightened shouts. Those who
had retired rushed from their rooms with
just what clothes they could lay their hands
on and fled to the street.

On investigation it was found that there
was an approach to a disastrous calamity.
The appearance of the building indicated
that the foundation under Its center had
given away. Allof the rooms of the lodging-
house were more or less knocked out of
shape, the plaster was cracked and had
fallen off, and the doors so settled down
that insome cases the frightened occupants
of the rooms could not get egress until they
had received assistance from the Hook and
Ladder Company.

The house contained about thirty-five
room«. all of which were occupied. The
ground floor was occupied by ltnsenthal's
gents' furnishing store and the liudweiser
saloon, owned by Boat & Powers. Both
places were badly wrecked. The building
belonged to Kline &Boseuberg. Itwas a
three-story affair, and was erected shortly
after the tire. Itwas built insand at a cost
of about $23,000, and has beeu deemed un-
safe owing to its loose construction. It
probably is a total loss.

RAILROAD ACCIDENT.

An 0 d P.cneer Fatally Injured at Anderson
Station.

Anderson, April3.—As the local express
was approaching the station last evening at
5:30 o'clock itstruck and fatally injured 11.
11. Nunnallv, an old pioneer. The en-
gineer did all that could be done to warn
him of the danger, but Mr. Nunnallv was
very deaf and made no effort to get off the
track. His right hip was broken and one
of bis arms badly mashed. He also re-
ceived a severe cut on the head. Death
relieved his suffering at 10 o'clock. He
was an Odd Fellow.

PLOTTED TO KILL.
Witnesses Before the Grand Jury

Indicted for Perjury.

The Grand Jury yesterday afternoon
made a partial report in Department 11of
the Superior Court, in which Judge Garber
was presiding in the absence of Judge
Murphy, and returned three Indictments
upon which bail qf $5000 was fixed ineach
case. Warrants were immediately issued
for the arrest of the persons named in the
indictments aud placed in the hands of the
police.

Last night about 6:30 o'clock Officer
Hanna, who is detailed to serve in the Dis-
trict Attorney's office, brought into the City
Prison Dr. Robley D. Johnson of 224 Kear-
ny street, whom he had arrested on one of
the bench warrants. The arresting officer
declined ;to furnish the facts

connected

with the charge ofperjury, and the prisoner
was equally reticent.

The latter declared, however, that the
matter was In the hands of his attorney, J.
D. Sullivan, who bad advised him not to
talk about the case. Allhe would say was
that the parties who had caused his incar-
ceration would find they had captured a
bear and they would soon have a difficult
task to shake the bear.

At a later hour Edward T.Kearney, a

druggist doing business at 214 Kearny
street, was also arrested on a charge of per-jury.,He too refused to discuss his arrestand claimed to be entirely ignorant of thecause of the lndiotment. Both men werereleased on bonds, the sureties being Mor-
ris Iloeflichand John Rademaker.

Itis staled that some
time ago Johnson and Gonzales were fast
friends and the latter desiring to study
medicine requested Johnson to act as tutor.

Johnson complied with the understanding
that he should receive a monetary consider-
ation and terms were arranged to the satis-
faction of both. Gonzales, so the

story

goes, was rapidly pushed forward and re-
ceived a medical diploma sooner than would
have been the case had he gone tin;. the
usual course. After the graduation of Gon-
zales trouble arose over the payment of the
money and since then there has been much
illfeeling between the two men.

Dr. Gonzales was interviewed by a Call
reporter at his residence last night. lie
was very reticent about the affair in the be-
ginning, but gradually made some admis-
sions regarding the arrests.

"You see," he began,
"

am constrained
te keep silent, as Ipromised my attorney,
Reuben 11. Lloyd, not to speak of itbefore
my case came up." .

"Well, doctor, Isuppose you can tell why
the men have been indicted by the Grand
Jury?" the reporter suggested.

"That 1cannot tell. Really Idon't know
what is the reason."

"When did this trouble begin between
you and them?"

"About fivemonths ago.""
Would you object to stating what it was

about?"
The doctor looked serious, hesitated a

moment, and then quickly replied:
"Yes, it was money, and many things be-

sides. These men are not fitto be mixing
about in the community which they Have
wronged in many ways."

"Professionally?"
"No, no; Iam not speaking about the

profession at all, but of their private
ways. Tney had me summoned before the
Grand Jury on a charge of perjury.
Iwas examined, but itwas proven to be all
false, and so the tables were turned on
them. They were indicted for swearing
against me."

"Do you know what their motive was for
accusing you of perjury, doctor?"

"Motive? Money and other things," he
replied, with a shrug of his shoulders.
"They said, with other things, Iowed them
money, which was proven false."

"Well, that looks like blackmail oi con-
spiracy to extort money by blackmail. Is
that about right?"

"Well, you can call it so, if you like,"
was the reply, accompanied by a
meaning smile. "I am sorry this
tiling came so late to-uight, orrather, before it was expected. I
did intend writing out a statement for the
press under my attorney's supervision,
but this affair came too soon. But
Iwill be happy to give a full
statement to-morrow after seeing him.
What Imight say now might probably
injure my case.""

Have any threats against your life been
made by them?"

"lam not aware of any, butIbelieve
they would killme ifthey got a chaace."

"Have they charged you with any con-
nection with a killing?"

ORGANIZED LABOR.

Molders Say the Bosses Are Mis-
representing the Strike.

ALetter Regarding Idle Men in Utah-Furni-
ture-Workers Elect Officers— Painters

Not Beady for an Bight-Hour Day.

"The members of the Foundrymen's
Association say that the true state affairs
here is thoroughly understood among the
molders in the Eastern States," quoth
President Valentine of the Molders' Union
yesteiday. "Now, such is not the case, as
we have letters to the contrary. Here is a
sample letter which we received to day. to
prove what Isay."

The letter reads as follows:
Waukesha, Wis., March 28th.

Hear Brother; 1 would like lo have Informa-
tion about woik. 1 saw tbe advertisement of
four firms; that Is, the ltl.ton. Fulton, National
and Union Iron works, of ban Fraud-co. I'lease
let me know If there Is a strike 011 or not- If
there is,Iwould line to know what to do.

TUE SITUATIONIS NOT UNDERSTOOD.
"We have had many other letters of a

similar character," continued Mr. Valen-
tine, "aud Iam sure that the situation of
affairs here is not understood there fully,
as the manufacturers' agents who are there
after men take good care to not drop .ny
hints to the men they wish to secure. The
manufacturers are advertising in all the
leading Eastern papers, as well as those in
Scotland and England.

The fouudrymeu are in a very hopeful
mood, and say that they consider the strike
as a lost cause for the molders. Mr.Moore
of the Itisdon Iron Works denied that any
men wire brought here under misrepresen-
tations. "We must have men," -aid he,"

and we advertise for them and offer good
wages."
It is admitted that non-union men are

coming into the city singly and in couples.
They cannot be located by the strikers, but
go to work ln the foundiies without being
intei fered with. They are paid S3 and $4
a day, and all so far employed, according to
the Secretary of the association, are good
molders and able to handle any variety of
work.

NO INDUCEMENTS NECESSARY.
It Is further asserted by the founders

that they no longer find itnecessary to try
and induce men to come out, as they are
coming independently of any efforts. Three
of these men went to work in the Bisdou
since Wednesday. At the Union Iron
Works there are four at work who turn out
about 0000 pounds of castings each day.

On their side the strikers say that themen who have gune to work are not good
molders, and will make castings cost more
at the reduced wages than a first-class
molder would at the union rates. The
strikers also declare that a large amount of
pig-iron is being imported by tho foundry-
men, and that it is too expensive stock it-
trade lor them to keep without making an
output of considerable money.
