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'SOMETHING TO EAT.

VThat Was to Be Had in the Mar-
kets During Holy Week.

Mcoat Sales Reduced and Fish in Graat De-
mard—How to Cook Ssusages. Tripe,

Trotters and Brains,

“JIt’s all here,” said the jolly buteher;
“my display of meats is just as complete
as ever, but during this wee k the sales have
been altogether too light to suit me. Mut-
ton has become a littlecheaper, and a prime
leg can now be bought at 10 cents a pound.
Spring lamb runs from a bit a pound to 15
and 20 cents for the choicest portions. Beef
does not change much in price; porterhouse
steaks run from 15 to 20 cents a pound, a
good tenderloin steak is worth about as
much, and inferior portions of the animal,
such as the coarser steaks and neck, are
from 10 cents a pound to a bit.”

AT THE PORK STALL.

“*Eastern pork,” said the pork butcher,
pointing to some remarkably white and
solid-lovking specimens which lay on his
slab, **is 15 cents a pound; so is California
pork, but the preference is still for the
Eustern. You see in the East they have
the clear cold weather to help haraen the
fiber of the meat, and there is no usein
saying anything else. A piece of Eastern
salt pork is what is needed to give the rich
juiciness to a pot of beans, and as for its
flavor, well, there’s no mistaking it. Corn-
fed pork will triumph over that which has
been fed on a less nourishing diet.

LITTLE TIDBITS.

“You’re right, & pork-store is the place to
pick up relishing little tidbits, side dishes,
entrees for the table, to relieve the more
solid dishes, or %o give zest to a breakfast.
Nice little lambs’ tongues, either fresh or
pickled, are only 50 cents a dozen. If you
ask my opinion as to which of the two is
the nicer, I think that without any hesi-
tancy I should say that the pickled ones are
away ahead of the fresh oues, and for this
reason, that anything either very sait or
sharp with vinegar is far more acceptable
as a relish than what is as fresh as the meat
which it accompanies. It gives a zest to
eating, and that you know is the secret of
all spices and other condiments. Eastern
pigs’ feet are another choice relish, and
to ocne who has strength of mind enough
to overlock the fact that they are full of
bones, there is no delicacy more prized by
an epicure., How are they to be cooked?
Well, I have known people to eat them
without any further cooking than they have
received before they were pickled.

TROTTERS AND TRIPE.

“Perhaps you did not know that the
secret of a nice piece of tripe, as well as of
tender pig’s feet, or, as you might prefer to
call them, pork trotters, is in the first boil-
ing that these icles receive. If that be
done hastily or insufficiently neithier will be
acce} le, but instead will be very tough.
Very often a customer will blame the cook
at home for not having prepared the trot-
ters or the tripe as nicely as before, when,
in fact, it i3 not the fault of the cook in the
kitchen, but of the one who prepared these
articles for market.

**As to the trotters I prefer them rolled
in cornmeal and then dropped .into boiling
lard in a fryving-pan. Then, as the meat has
already been cooked by its previous builing,
all that is now needed is to brown them.
They sell for a bit a pound. Soine of my
customers call for the fresh ones, seeming
to take a delight in the delicate sweetness
of the meat. Sausage-meat and sausages
are both 20 cents a pound.

COOKING SAUSAGES,

* Frequently people complain that the
sausages burst open, and say that they must
be filled with water or'they would not act
that way. Now, I should think that every
one might know that when rich juicy meat
is chopped fine, and then by torce com-
pressed into a sausage skip, the sausage
would be very apt to bursi open if heated
too quickly. If one is so careless as to
allow the frying-pan to become almost red
hot and then place sausages in it, of course
the sausages will explede, every one of
them, and no wonder. What should be
done is lay the sausages in the slizhtly

warmned pan, and keep it on the back of the
stove until they are gently warmed through,

Then they will pot burst.
BROWNING BRAINS.

“* Calves’ livers aud pork kidneys are each
15 cents a pound. Tripe is 10 cents, and
braics, sheeps’ of course, are 50 cents a
dozen. N they are something really fine,
but like all the rest of these delicacies, they
veed careful cooking to bring out their real
For instance, ever so many who do
noet Epow any better fry the brains without
any previous preparation. ‘There never
was a greater mistake. The brains.are soft
and pulpy; tocook tiem through thoroughly
takes so much {frying that the outside is apt
to be burned to a distasteful blackness.
First of all the brains should be washed
eareiully in celd water, in which has been
dissolved a little common salt. This is a
task which must be performed by hana, for
all the clotted blood shouid be removed.
Then the cleansed brains should be put into

a saucepan filled with water heated to
bo ¥ puvint. If allowed to boil rapidly,
they will break into a thousand pieces, but

& genlle shwwer will cook them into a
proper degree of firmness; then they can

be wuch more easily handled. It is better
to do this the night before 1f the brains are
to be used for breakiast. Each should be
cut in Dalf, rolled in- flour or bread-
erumbs and fried a delicate brown. Eaten
with home-made kelchup, they are simply
delici Roast pork is from 12 to 15 cents
a poul :

FISH IN VARIETY.

“Fish are higher than usual,” was the
ish-dealer’s greeting. **That, however, is
easily explained. This has been Holy
Week, when the majority of Christendom
abstains from eating meat. This was espe-
cially true on Good Friday. Tomecod is
quite scarce, and brings 20 cents a pound.
Shad is plentiful — nice plump fellows,
welghmg from tnree to five pounds each.
Lot shad and the green cod are selling at
a pound. Rockcod are scarce to-
u big demand, for in addition to

a holiday among the Hebrews, and as they

are particularly partial to the rock-
cod 1t is correspondingly scarce. We
do not always have so many of
the smaller specimens as I can offer
to-day. Some of my customersare always

Shell fish have not advanczed,
they are the same, with the exception of
crawfish, which is 15 cents a pound; last
week it was 10. Shrimps are particularly
nice just now, and of a respectable size. It
often puzzles people why the size of shrimps
varies from one day to another, but the rea-
son is not far to seek. The large ones are
caught on the flood tide and the little ones
ou the ebb.”
GREENGROCERIES.

** Asparagus,” said the greengrocer,
“has gone down to a price ranging frem
8 to 15 cents a pound. Spinach is still
scarce, bringing 10cents a pound. Rhubarb
is the same price. Both of these vegetables
have been chilled by the continued cold
weather, Choice artichokes are down to
60 cents a dozen, and although that is high
enough in all conscience, it is a reduction
from the price this time last week, which
was a dollar. If you arelooking for a nov-
elty you can find it in stringbeans; they’re
Jjust in, and sell for 60 cents a pound. They
are small, it is true, but tbhat is a recom-
mendation in the case of string-beans. No,
there are no tomatoes at any price. Cucum-
bers have dropped to 15 and 18 cents aviece.
Sweet potatoes are going out and selected
ones bring 7 and 8 cents a pound. Cauli-
flowers are 10 cents. A few new potatoes
bave been received; they are small and
scarce, and sold for 7 cents a pound. I sup-
pose you have heard of the fifty-seven car-
loads of potatoes that were received from
the East last week. Well, ihey were a
mwighty poor lot, and although they affected
the price of Burbanks to the extent of 15
cents a 109, yet as soon as their inferior
character became known, the old prices
were resumed. Onions are still very high—
8 cents a pound.

WIFE-MURDER.

Terrible Charge Against Solo-

mon Basker.

The Coroner’s office was oceupied yester-
day for two hours with an inquest on the
body of Mrs. Tameny Basker, who died at
121 Taylor street last Tuesday from peri-
tonitis, the result of a eriminal operation.

The jury satizfied the detectives and the
C oroner with its verdict, which was strong
enough to warrant the arrest of Solomon
Basker, her husband, on a charge of mur-
der.

Mary Regan, a nurse who lives at 825
at-
tended Mrs. Basker at the request of Dr.
F. L. Sweany, who is in the City Prison
awaiting trial on a charge of murder for
performing the operation.

She said that the deceased first told her
that she had performed tue oper ation upon
herself, but stated subsequently that Dr.
A. W. Perry had done it

Dr. Perry testified that Mrs.s Basker, in
the presence of her husband and Dr.
Sweany, informed him that Dr, Sweany
had operated on her with instruments on
two oceasions. Witness was called in a
short time bzfore her death.

Solomon Basker began his testimony by
stating be knew nothing of the case, but at
last admitted when forced by the Coroner’s
questions that he had asked Dr. Sweany to
perform the operation. In extenuation he
set forth that he was poor and could not
support any more children, having already
a family of four. Sweany was to be
paid 820,

Other witnesses gave testimony and the
jury retired. Soon afterwara the following
verdiet was returned:

We, the jury, fina that Mrs. Tameny Basker
came to her death from an operation performed
by an instrument or instruments in the hands of
Dr. F. L. Sweauy, upon the solicltation of her
Lusband, Solomon Basker.

Coroner Eaton issued a warrant charging
Basker with murder, and Detectives Hutton
and Silvey took him into custody. Sweany
was already in prison.

HOLY SATURDAY.

Services of Symbolic Beauty in
the Catholic Churches.

Blessing of the New Fire—Benediction of ths
Font and Beptism cof Can-
didates.

The morning office of Holy Saturday, as
it will be performed to-day in the Cathedral
and other Catholic churches of the city,
apart from 1ts symbolie beauty, cannot fail
to interest even the casual listener and ob-
server. The ceremonies may be placed
under the three following heads: The
blessing of the new fire, the benediction
of the font with the baptism of candidates
and attendant ceremonies, and the antici-
patory celebration of Christ’s resurrection,
each of which gives opportunity for muech
ceremonial impressiveness.

On Good Friday the lights that burn in
the church throughout the year are extin-
guished in commemoration of the death of
Christ, to whom the Scriptures refer as the
light of the world. The first ceremony on
Holy Saturday is then the benediction of a
new fire in memory of the resurrection of
the Savior.

At the usual hour the altar is adorned
with flowers, hangings and unlighted
candles, and the clergy, robed in purple vest-
ments, go in procession to the outer door of
the church. Without the entranee a fire of
coals is kindled from a flint and is solemnly
blessed by the officiating clergvman. At
the same time five grains of incense are also
blessed, after which the deacon, exchang-
ing his purple dalmatic for one of white,
takes a rod with three candles fixed in the
upper end, and lighting one of them at the
blessed fire, sings *“Lumen Christi’”’ (the
Light of Christ), to which the clergy and
people answer *‘Deo Gratias” (Thanks be to
God). 1n the middle of the church and be-
fore the altar the other two candles are
lighted with the same ceremonies. Having
arrived at the altar, the deacon receives the
celebrant’s Dblessing and sings the hymn
commencing, “Now let the angelic court of
heaven rejoice,” during which he fixes
the five grains  of incense  pre-
viousiy mentioned in the form of a
eross on the side of a large torch or
pillar of wax, which is intended to repre-
sent the risen Christ with his five wounds.
This torch is lighted with one of the three
candles on the rod, after which the lamps
and candles in the church are lighted, the
light having come from the blessed fire, and
prayers are chanted for the ruling powers
in church and state and for the clergy and
laity., This part of the office of Ioly Satur-
day is said to have been composed by St.
Ambrose.

BLESSING THE FONT,

As the second part of the office—the bless-
ing of the water in the baptismal font—was
primarily intended for the solewn baptism
of converts from paganism, it opens with
the chanting of twelve prophecies contain-
ing instructions for the catechumens. These
prophecies, taken from the books of twelve
of the prophetd of the Old Testament, con-
tain many figures of the sacrament of bap-
tism, and are interspersed with prayers for
the aspirants to reception into the chureh.

Proceeding with his ministers to the bap-
tistery the celebrant bLlesses the water 1n
the font, signing it with the sign of the
cross, exorcising the evil spirit, sinking the
paschal candle or torch into it, and pouring
upon it first blessed oil, then chrism and
lastly both together in the form of a cross.
If there are any cand dates for baptism
they are then baptised in the usnal manner,
after which the clergy return to tiie altar,
where the Litany is sung to a mournful and
rattier monotonous Gregorian chant. At its
close the clergy array themselves in white
vestments, and commence the erlebration
of a high mass. 7The singers intone the
“*Kyrie Eleison” to a plaintive melody with-
out accompaniment, after whnich the cele-
brant commences the “Gloria in Exeelsis,”
which is immediately taken up by the full
choir accompanied by the organ and other
instruments, the beils being rung mean-
whiie.

TIHE RESURRECTION ANTICIPATED.

This sudden trauvsition is iniended to
typify the joy felt by the disciples of Christ
on learning of his resurrection. The mass
concludes much in the usual manner, ex-
cept that tie **Alleluia” is continually re-
peated in alimost every part, aod the music
is of the liveliest character. lmmediately
after mass, vespers are chanted and the
publie services close.

The busy cleries, hard-worked singers
and devout laity give place to the decor-
ators, who, in the short time that remains,
do what they can to adorn and beautify the
sanctuary for the glad Easter lestival. The
Cathedral, it is said, will be decorated with
greater taste and elegance than ever be-
fore, while St. Ignatins, Grace and Trinity
Episcopal, the First Congregational and
other churches of every denomination will
blossom forth in garlands of the sweetest
flowers in honor of the greatest of all
Christian festivals.
