What Has Been Done During the
Week in Houses and Land.

The Condition of the Money Market— Property
That Was Disposed Of by Auction—Prices

Eealiz.d at Private Bale.

The week's showing inreal estate is again
good. The tone of confidence is well main-
tained and seems growing. The pulse of
the market heats strong and steady, but
with not the slightest symptom of feverish-
ness. lis beat is a healthy, well-regulated
one. Everything goes daily to prove that
itis in this direction that the favorite out-
let for surplus cash willlie. A good deal,
however, depends on the future course of
the money market. While easy rates
now 'suggest n plethora of supply, a
big demand might soon causo a hardening
tendency. Irrigation projects, the largely
increasing acreage to be planted in orchards
and vineyards that promises to follow|right
on the heels of the just granted reduction
iv fruit rates by rail, and a host of other
bona fide reproductive land enterprises all
over the State, all turning their eyes to this
city as the money center, will absorb quite
a pile of ready money ;and while dearer
money would imply greater activity in real
estate, still with rates playing between 6
aud 6i4 to 7 per cent, there are any quan-
tity of operators ready to go in, who might
positively fight a little shy, if called on to
pay more for their accommodation at the
banks. As itis, we hear of loans favorably
placed at more than one bank, besides the
Hibernia Bank, whoso published rate is
6 per cent, at a shade below published rates
on really gilt-edged property.

Among otlier things it is devoutly to be
hoped that the strikes willnot extend and
existing ones bo soon settled. Any dis-
turbance of harmonious relations between
labor and capital cannot but be reflected in
other business branches. Savings banks,
for example, some more than others, are
made aware of their presence by the lessen-
ing of deposits. In some cases the depositor
not merely ceases to pay in, but proceeds
to draw out. This constitutes a double
drain. Then small tradesmen, also deposi-
tors, who rely on the prompt payment of
small bills for their continuance of de-
posits, they too are correspondingly
pinched. And while perhaps, after all,
that outside interests should consider them-
selves affected is due more to sentiment
than to any foundation in fact, still it is
the case. Outside investors, too, profess
to be scared at a bugaboo and make mount-
ains out of mole-hills.

As illustrating the confident tone of tho
market, itwill be of interest to state that
business has already transpired in lots at
Presidio Heights at the advance alluded to
last week over prices obtained in the auc-
tion-room. For instance, one 50-vara lot
that fetched $10,500 under the hammer, has
been resold at $12,500, an advance of 20 per
cent. And while there are two or three
cases of single lots which have changed
hands during the week at a similar ad-
vance, there is one 50-vara lot, purchased
the day before the auction, that has since
been turned over at a profitof 33% per cent,
all going to show the prevailing activity.

Meantime buyers of city property fail
quite to come up to the sellers' views, each
being so stiff as to check immediate busi-
ness, where under similar conditions, a
fortnight orso ago, a little mutual give and
take would have been easily brought about.
The buyer imagines the top of the market
has been reached for the present and the
seller begs to differ. One wont give and
tne other wont take Sl less, and so the
matter stands.
