HICKS LIBERATED.

A Decision Regardiug the Forfeiture of
. Prisoners’ Credits.

An important ruling was made yesterday
by Judge Levy of the Superior Court in the
habeas corpus case of William Hicks, who
has been serving a sentence of a term of
years in San Quentin for burglary.

Last May Hicks assaulted Billy Miner, a
noted stage-robber, and cut his throat with
an old shoe-knife. Miner did not die, and
Hicks was examined at San Rafael, and the
charge of assault to murder dismissed by
the Justice of the Peace.

Hicks’ credits were, notwithstanding,
forfeited by the Priscn Directors, but for
which he would have been released last
September, the Directors basing their ac-
tion on the following rule: “Any wanton
and unprovoked attack upon a fellow-pris-
oner with a deadly weapon of auny kind
whatever shall work a forfeiture of his
credits.” T'he decision of the court is as
follows:

The prisoner in this case was not charged with
makKing a wauton and unprovoked attack upon a
fellow prisoner with a deadiy weapon, but sim-
ply cutting a fellow prisoner with a kulfe. He
pleaded guilty to that charge. He pleaded guilty
to no oftense, but simply admitted the cutting.
It may bave been in self-defense (which in this
case it undoubtedly was), for afrer a prelimiuvary
examination before a Judicial officer he was dis-
cbarged. The cutling may have been accidental.
The prisoner might just as well be charged with
dripking a glass of water 1o quench his thirst
and punisbed by beiug deprived of his eredits as

being charged with cucting a fellow-prisoner
with a knife.

STATE BOARD OF 1RADE.

Becretary -E. W. Keeler Surrenders His
Fosition to His Buccesssor.

SEA AND SHORE.

Custom Officials Seize Wine on
the Bark Hope.

The Alameda’s Departure Delayed Until Next
Wednesday—Information About Ocean
Currents—0il on Troubled Waters.

The bark Hope was to hava sailed for
Alaska yesterday with supplies and over
one hundred Chinese laborers, who will
work in the various salmon canneries, bat
owing to the interference of the United
States Revenue officers her departure will
probably be delayed for several days, and
it is not unlikely that her owners may find
themselves in trouble.

It appears that the vessel has a crew of
Italians, who, as the owners, Scotchler &
Gibbs, say, demand to be supplied with
claret wine. It is therefore necessary to
carry some wine for their use. The Fed-
eral law prohibits shippers from importing
liquor inte Alaska, although small quanti-
ties may be taken for consumption on
board.

Yesterday the Customs officials made’a
descent on the Hope and found among the
cargo 20 barrels of claret wine, containing
in all about 1000 gallons. They immediately
seized it and proceeded to search for more.

NOT ON THE MANIFEST.

The wine did not appear on the ship’s
manifest. If more than $400 worth is
found, the wine can be forfeited and the
owners punished by a fine of not more than
$500, or imprisonment for not more than
siXx months.

While the Customs officials think that an
attempt was being made to smuggle wine
into Alaska, the owners of the vessel
stoutly deny it and declare that no liquor
was placed among the cargo with their con-
sent. A quantity was carried, as is cus-
tomary on vessels manned by Italians, for
the use of the sailors, who drink it like
water and in place of tea.

Collector Phelps soon after the seizare
telegraphed to Washington that there were
2000 gallons aboard, valued at about $400,
and inquiring what to do in the premises.
The vessel will not be allowed to depart
until definite instructions arrive.

A stevedore on the steamer Alameda fel]
from the freight-deck into the hold yester-
day, and was cut on the head. He was at-
tended to by the steamer’s surgeon, and re-
moved to his home on East street.

A VERY STORMY TRIP,

The bark Kitty, which arrived at Astoria
on Marcn 31st, had a very stormy trip from
Hong-Kong. On March 11th the heavy gale
carried away her fore-top gallant mast, and
a Japanese seaman was washed overboard
and drowned.

The Humboldt Lumber Manufacturers’
ASsociation has purchased the two tugs, H.
H. Buline and Mary Ann. The association
has now three tugs, the Ranger being the
other.

The weather at Point Lobos yesterday
was changeable. At 6 A. M. the wind was
blowing eight miles an hour; at 9 p, M.
tweuty miles, and the sky yet cloudy; at
noon it was clear with the wind twenty-
eight miles an hour; at 3 P. M. hazy with
the wind at twenty-four miles an hour,

The British schooner Ocean Belle, which
put into this port, arrived at Seattle yester-
day, making the run in the remarkably
quick time of seven days,

OIL ON TROUBLED WATERS.

The following interesting reports regard-
ing the use of oil at sea in stormy weather
have "been received by the United States
Braneh Hydrographic Office in this eity:

Captain Harrison of the British steamship
Gothenbureg City, running before a heavy
hurricane from northwest, January 17th,
latitude 45° 50’ north, longitude 39° 30’ west
with a tremendous sea running, used oi}
with marked success. Canvas bags, stuffed
with oakum saturated with,oil, were sus-
pended from a spar lashed across the top-
gallant forecastle, just dipping in the water
(not being allowed to tow). Oil was also
used from the closets, fiity gallons, in all,
being expended.

Captatn Marshall, coast pilot, Norfolk,
sends in a very good report of the success-
ful use of oil aboard the steam yacht Sybilla.
Upon running close to the bar at the en-
trance of St. Augustine no opening could
be discovered, owing to the high seas that
were running. By pouring a can of oil on
the water to windward of the bar, however,
the buoy was clearly seen, and the yacht
went in with perfect safety. Captain Mar-
shall adds that this was his first experience
in using oil when lying to in the trough of
tne sea, and he strongly recommends its use
on boara smali yachts, :

Captain Spray of the British steamship
Mounts Bay and Cates of the American brig
Arcot, and Webber of the British steamshlp
Yedmandale, also report having successfully
used oil at sea.

OCEAN CURRENTS.

The United States Hydrographic Office
reports that two Dbottle-papers were re-
turned during Mareh. They-both relate to
the northeastern part of the North Atlantic,
and are additional to the list published in
brief on last month’s chart:

The first was thrown overboard from the
British steamship Sardinian, October 31,
1889, latitude 50°.06" north, longitude 17° 247
West. It was picked up February 9th, in
latitude 69° 28° porth, longitude about 18°
east. Drift, north northers, cne-half E.,
about 1250 wiles, Mr. Gerhard Gade, United
States Consul at Christiania, Norway, says,
in letter dated February 25th, forwarding
this paper: “It was sent me from-an ed-
itor at Tromso, who writes that the report
was found in a bottle on the beach near the
farm of Bo, Pansh of Berz, Malangen
Fjord.”

The other paper was thrown overboard
from the Spanish steamship Saturnina,
June 27, 1889, in latitude 50° 15" north, longi-
tude 34° 17" west. It was picked up Febru-
ary 13th about latitude 52° 25" north, longi-
tude 6° 22" west. Drift, east one-half north
(around the Scuth of Ireland), about 1080
miles. Mr. Alex J. Reed, United States
Consul at Dublin, Ireland, says, in a letter
dated February 18th, that this paper was
sent to him by Mr. John Samuel, Receiver
of Wreck Customs, Wexford, and that it
was picked up on Ballybaloo beach by John
Cuarran, laborer. Both of thesereturns fur-
nish interesting data regarding the general
set of the suriace drift-current.

ATLANTIC QCEAN ICEBERGS.

Ensign Hugh Redman, U. S. N, secured,
during a recent trip to Halifax and St,
Johus, considerable pew data regarding
icebergs and field ice in the North Atlantic,
which have beeu putin shape by the United
States Hydrographie Office.

The report says that the past winter bas
been the most severe, both as to tempera~
tures and winds, that has been experienced
for years in Labrador and Newfcundland,
and the formation of ice has been very ex-
tensive and heavy. Many of the northern
bays of Newfoundland were frozen solidly
from December till March, something rarely
seen, and the shore ice was of vhusual
thickness. Ice in the Gulf of St. Lawreunce
hus rendered navigation in those waters im-
possible, and the outflow to the southward
througl Cabot Strait has sent large fields of
heavy ice in almost a continuous stream to
the southward and westward since January.

It is stili causing much delay and danger
to coasting vessels. Much of this ice is
four or five teet in thickness, rough, rafted
and closely packed. When it is remem-
bered that most, if not all, of the fieid ice
reported comes from the coasts of Labrador
aud Newfoundland the severity of the
winter can be appreciated.
