
THE TUNNEL CAVED.

Four . Workingmen at Santa
y ; Panla Buried Alive.

Three Killed and the Other Taken Out
in a Dying Condition.

1Freight Brakeman Thrown From a Car

and Crushed to Death— The Striking

Quarrymen Confident of Ylctory.

Special by the Caiirornla Associated Press.

Santa Paula, April 4.—An explosion

occurred in the oil tunnel at Adams Can-
yon this morning, seriously injuring Alex
Farreil, John Brouty and M.Franklin. H.
Hardison, E. H. Ome, S. W. Young and a

man named White entered the tunnel this
afternoon to repair the electric wires there.
Another explosion occurred, causing a cave,
at 3:30 o'clock, burying all four men.

The town is wild with excitement and the
telephone office is crowded withanxious in-
quirers for the latest news from the scene
of the disaster.

The work of excavation was at once com-
menced. Orme, beiug the nearest the en-
trance to the tunnel, was soon takea out.
and was found to bo fatally injured.

The news soon spread out to the town,
and the entire population had gath-
ered around the entrance to the tun-
nel "in a short time. Willing volunteers
were numerous, and the men worked with
pick, spade and shovel until out of breath,
when others stood ready to take their
places. This was kept up from 3 o'clock
this afternoon until 10 o'clock to-night.

At 10:30 o'clock to-night the three men
were found, but they were all dead. Their
b .lies will be brought to Santa Paula
to-night

TUE STRIKE AT ROCKLIN.
'

The Qaarrymen Confident of Winning Their
Fight for Fewer Hours.

Rocklin, April 4—There were no new
developments in the quarrymen's strike
here to-day. Itis reported that all of the
quarries excepting the one at Foisom have
given the men nine hours. A meeting of
the bosses, many of whom have offices in
San Francisco, will be held to-morrow,
when it willbe decided whether to give the
men their demand of nine hours or put In
scabs at ten hours per day.

The general opinion of the people here is
that the men willgain their point, as their
work is very hard, and during the warm
•weather which is about coming on the ther-
mometer in the holes will average right
along from 125° to 150°, and even with the
scantiest of clothes the men will be in a
dripping sweat from the time they go to
work until they quit

Sacramento. April!.—ARocklin special
to the Bee contains the following: A very
intelligent striker from Lincoln said that
the meu there _iad behaved with admirable
caution. "Not one of them has taken a
drink," be said, "

since the strike was de-
clared. Some" of the bosses tried to get
men to drink, but we warned them that it
was time to keep sober, and they refused
all invitations to visit the saloons."

AtRocklin. too, the men have surprised
the bosses. With few exceptions there has
been but little drunkenness or talk of vio-
lence. The Russians, who constitute a ma-
jority of the strikers, are an impulsive,
radical lot, and itwas feared insome quar-
ters that they might ignore the wise coun-
sels of the Anglo-Saxon leaders.

"
They

are as loyal a lot of men as Iever saw,"
laid one of the strikers to the Bee man.

hey are difficult to talk with,not under-
standing our language, and being unaccus"
turned to the principles of unionism, but
they understand the idea now, and we will
have no trouble on their account"

One ofthe strikers complains that one of
the bosses maintains a boarding-house where
men in his employ have to live. He charges
{6a week for board and lodging. The ac-
commodations are said to be miserable. It
was very seldom during the winter that a
stick of wood could be procured for fire,
while the bedding was inadequate, and the
bouse itself but little better than a barn.
lv badly brokeu English the man said that
he and those who had lived with him were
treated like a lotof dogs. Noattention was
paid to their complaints, and they under-
stood that they bad to endure the accom-
modations offered or not work at all.

FRESNO.

Thieves Ester Houses While the Police

{Searched forJulia Dowel's Murderer.'
Helena (Mont), April While the po-

lice were busy, to-day searching the city tor
the!murderer iof Julia 'Dowd thieves en-
tered five places in the city and burglarized

the houses. The burglars were bagged and
found to belong to a well-organized gang.

The mystery of the terrible murder re-
mains unsolved. Areporter to-day found
a clew that points to the guilt of a China-
man who followed the woman secretly from
Missoula, and there is strong evidence that
he is the murderer. The twelve Chinamen
arrested yesterday were released to-night

COOLLY KILLED THEM.

__ Murderer Tells the Story at the Shooting
of a Ran and Wife.

Astoria (Oregon), April 4.—George F.
Rose has made a fullconfession concerning
the murder at Bay Center, Wash., of Jens
Fredrickson and his wife. Rise says: "Ed-
wards and my father (John Rose) made it
allup on Wednesday aud Thursday of the
last week InJanuary. Father, Gibbons and
Icrossed to father's ranch, where we found
John Edwards had itallmade up as to how
to do the killing. Edwards had a spade hid
on the edge of the woods, near the cow-
trail. Father and Edwards went up to
Fredrickson's house to get him to come
down and help them to hunt some cattle.
After he came we went into the woods west
of the house about half a mile and walked.
Then Gibbons said, 'Look here, Fred-
rickson,' and as he turned. Gibbons fired,
the load of his shotgun striking Fredrick-
sou ivthe face. He fell and did not utter a
word or move a muscle. We buried Fred-
rickson where he fell. Before the burial,
father took all the money out of the dead
man's pocket. That was between 9 aud 10
o'clock in the morning."

Father and Edwards then went up to
Frederickson's house and made some ex-
cuse to bring Mrs. Frederickson down to
bis bouse, and when they were near the
house Edwards raised his rifle aud shot her
throiiEh the head. She dropped and died
instantly. Ihelped dig the grave. We put
the body in face up and scattered loose dirt
upon it. We agreed the rain would fix
everything. Then we made up the story to
tell about both starting in a boat and being
drowned."

The examination was held at Bay Center
yesterday. There wa3 no defense. The
two Roses, Gibbons aud Edwards were
held on the charge of murder in the first
degree. They will be tried at the July
terra.

There is intense Indignation but there will
uot be a lynching.

SEATTLE.

A Wife's Decision Leads to Attempted Sui-
cide—Fell From a Mast.

Seattle, April Andrew W. Geral, a
Dane, 25 years of age, attempted suicide to-
day by takiug an eighth of an ounce of
strychnine. His act was caused by a let-
ter from his wife in which she stated she
would live with him no longer. He may
recover. •

PhilipBristol, a ship carpenter employed
at the Port Blakeley Mill,fell from a mast of
the schooner Vestal to the deck below, a
distance of sixty feet He is still alive.

BROKE IN TWO.

A Freight Erak..nan Thrown From a Car and
Kllsd

Los Angeles, April4. W. F. Bourne, a
Southern Pacific freignt brakeman, was run
over and killed at Aliiambra this morning.
The train broke in two. Bourne was on
the first car of the Inst section and was
thrown forward on to the track, and a por-
tion of the train passed over his body, cut-
ting off both legs. Death ensued in a few
hours. lie was a married man.

Portland Items.
Portland. April 'William Winehell,

father of the Winehell sisters, vocal artists,
was fatally injured to-day by a building
falling upon him.

The seven-year-old son of Patrick Kenny
of East Portland was drowned to-day by
falling from a raft. The body was re-
covered.

An Insane Wcman's Suicide.
Stockton, April4.—Mary Healey, aged 28

years, drowned herself near Acampo, in

this county, Thursday afternoon. She was
idiotic and unable to care for herself. She
deliberately walked into a lake fifteen feet
deep. Her body was found a few hours
later.

Closed Hi Doors.
Ellensburg, April4.—Louis Herman, a

clothier, suspended to-day. The failure was
caused by attachments filed by Portland
parties. The attachments will aggregate
S9OOO, and the assets willprobably reach
512.000.

FRAUDULENT DIVORCES.

An Indiana legislator in Trouble With the
Tension Office.

Indianapolis. April4.—Hon. Lee Will-
son, member of the Legislature from Shel-
by County, was airested to-night and
charged with collecting illegal fees in pen-
sion cases and Government reports. This
is preliminary to a further prosecution
wherein it is alleged the defend-
ant procured fraudulent divorces,
and thereby widows of soldiers
who had remarried had their marital rela-
tions dissolved and were restored to the
pension rolls. Itis further alleged that to
destroy evidence against him the docket of
the court has been removed, as well as
all papers filed in the original suits.
Twenty divorces are alleged to have been
uncovered, only one of which is believed to
be legal. __

WORK ON THE BIG CANAL.

The Nicaragua Company to Dredge a Channel
and Harbor at Greytown.

New Tork, April4.—The Nicaragua Ca-
nal Construction Company has just con-
tracted for dredging a channel and harbor
at Greytown to a depth of twenty feet,
work to begin within forty-fivedays. This
is for the purpose of transporting ma-
chinery aud plants for the canal work aud
to discharge them at the docks lustead of
transferring them seventeen miles by rail-
road from Greytown. The rock-cut con-
tracts for the work are to begiu immedi-
diately. The contractor and assistants sail
for Greytown April 20th. A railroad is
necessary to carry in the contractors' plant
and remove the excavated material. The
latest advices from Nicaragua report good
progress on the pier and pipe line of thir-
teen miles to convey fresh water from the
mountains to Greytown.

RUSSIAN POLITICS.

The Princess Engalitcheff De-
scribes the Four Parties.

The Princess Marthe Engalitcheff lectured
last evening at Union-square Hall. Her
subject was the "Nihilists and Other Politi-
cal Parties In Russia." There are. she
said, four great parties in that country, the
Conservatives, Liberals, Slavophiles and
Nihilists.

The tirst named is the party of tbe affluent,
autocratic and intelligent, and is repre-
sented by Tolstoi. Its policy is to keep
foreign elements away from the throne.
Alexander ill,the reigning Czar, exempli-
fied this, as he is surrounded by Russians
only. This party is In power and will
probably remain so..

The Liberals desire a constitution and
would have received one from Alexander
IIhad he not been killed. The Princess
held that the Russian peasant has not yet
advanced enough to appreciate liberalism
and the Liberal leaders forget that their
principles must be grounded formany years
before there can be any hope of success.
The organization she also held to be in in-
competent bands, which made no effort to
educate the people toward true liberalism.

The Slavophiles represent the Slavonian
element, which is small aud would like to
plant the Russian cross on the towers of
Sofia. They desired' Russia to be the
greatest Oriental power.-

The lecturess digressed at tills point to
state that the Empress took no part ivpoli-
tics and did not favor her female subjects
doing so. The curse of the country, the
speaker asserted, was the Germans, who
overran the country, pervading all classes,
and constituted an extremely dangerous
element.

Nihilists were the extremes of the Rus-
sian populace, whose party, according to
the speaker. is an offspring of the German
socialism. Their principles shocked the
sensibilities of not only Russia but the
whole world. She credited the Nihilists
with remarkable courage and -great fear-
lessness in the pursuit of a bad cause. - .

Upon the conclusion of the lady's addressC. Mitchell Grant gave a geographical
sketch of Siberia and pointed out on a
large map the localities assigned to political
exiles ana the route by whichprisoners are
taken to their destinations.

Gathering of Thoroughbreds in
the Garden City.

The Annnal Meeting of the San Jose
Blood-Horse Association.

Representative Horses From the Leading

Stables— lnterest Centered ln the First
and Last Races— Pools Sold.

San Jose, April4.—Whether the second
meeting of the San Jose Blood-horse Asso-
ciation, commencing to-morrow, will be

'

very successful or not Is hard to determine.
The track is in fine order and very fast,
aud there are horses enough, some eighty
in all, to insure good fields, but judging
from the many scratches to-night in tbo
four events on to-morrow's programme tlie
fields will b« very light.

Some of the leading stables of the State
are here. Henry Welsh has brought down
a string of ten from Palo Alto,Including
Flambeau, Racine, Muta, Geoffrey, Tear-
less and Rlnfax. BillyDonathan has fifteen
from the Hearst stable. Kelly&Samuels,
W. L. Appleby, H. D. Miller and F. Haz-
lett have also representatives who willrace
during the meeting. The Thornton, Ship-
pee and Rose stables willnot race here this
spring.

Opinions differ greatly whether the horses
are sufficiently advanced to show fast time,
but Racine and Muta's work to-day— a mile
In 1:43%, Flambeau's mile and a quarter
with shoes on in 2:12, and halves in 41% by
three of Palo Alto's two-year-olds would
seem to show that this stable anyhow is
ingood racing order. Flambeau will not
start at the meeting, not having been
entered in any events here, but willrace at
the San Francisco and Sacramento meet-
ings; so Henry Welsh states, and he will
run in the Palo Alto colors.

After the Sacrameuto races Flambeau
willbe turned over to George Hearst who
willsend him East to strengthen his stable
there.

S. B. Whitehead &Co. sold pools to-night
on to-morrow's events at the Lick House,
but the entries being so light and not many,
horses present, the betting was very dull
and confined entirely to the first and last
events of the four races advertised. The
entries and weights for the first race, three-

FEDERATED TRADES.

Southern Indorsements of the
Australian Law.

The Steamship Sailors Withdraw From the
Council -Tanners Assist the Holders.

The Permanent Office.

J. D. Condon and Thomas Riley of the
Furniture-makers' Uulon, No. 25, and E.
Lidstrom of the Coast Seamans' Union pre-
sented credentials at last night's meeting of
the Federated Trades and were seated.

President Strauss and Agent Moouey of
the Boss Butchers' Protective Union ap-
peared before the council and made a state-
ment denouncing the members of tho Butch-
ers' Protective Association for dealing in
pork handled by Chinese, and defending the
use of refrigerating peddling wagons. They
stated that the owners of these wagons deal
inmeat handled onlyby white butchers, and
thatthe majority of the members of the lat-
ter organization are black-listed by the Boss
Butcher's Protective Association. The
council decided to take no action ln the
matter.

Acommunication was received from the
Eight-hour League to the effect that no
parade willbe held onMay Ist on account
of the molders' strike and the refusal of the
Governor to declare a holiday on that day.

The Executive Committee reported that
the Coast Seamen's, the Cigar-makers', the
Musicians' and the Brewery Workmen's
unions had offered to donate the use ;of
their respective offices for tho use of the
Secretary of the council. A ballot was
ordered by the council and resulted in the
choice of the cigar-makers' headquarters,
where in future M. McGlynn, Secretary of
the council, willbe found from 10 o'clock in
the morning to 1o'clock in the afternoon.

REPORTS OF UNIONS.

W. Cosbie. a Mission-street collar-maker,
informed tho council through the Execu-
tive Committee that he will not patronize

The coopers who desire to work in brew-
eries willhereafter be required to report to
the council's headquarters, at 1150 Mission
street, between 11and 11:30 o'clock in the
morning and 4 and 4:30 o'clock in the after-
noon.

Interesting Carre.po_d.nce— What Foremen

Must Do—Valiejo Assessed— Benefits

for the Strikers.

Tho members of the Engineers' and Iron-
founders' Association profess to think that
the strike of the iron-molders willsoon be
at an end. They fay that they have been
interviewed by several strikers who are
willingto go back to work whenever they
are granted an opportunity to do so.

McCormick Bros., proprietors of the In-
dustrial Iron Works, are jubilant because
a core-maker, who left them two days ago
because he was pelted with eggs, will re-
turn to work to-day. His name is Patrick
Ca-^sidy.

"The men who pelted me witheggs," he
said to a Call reporter yesterday, "were
not members of tho Molders' Union. The
lender was a fellow who had just got out of
prison. His followers were boys, youug
hoodlums, who would assault an angel if
they saw some one else doing it."
"ItIs said that you are going back to

work in McCormick's?"

Itried to make
terms with the strikers, but they would not
make itto my interest to stay out."

THEY WENT TO BENICIA.
At the Risdon Iron Works it was learned

that Manager Taylor and Secretary Moore
had crossed the bay to Benicia to meet some
men who were coming from the East. Mr.
Taylor was nterviewed after he had re-
turned, and said he was not at liberty to
tell how many men be had brought with
him.
Itwas subsequently learned that several

Eastern molders had been brought over
and that three of tbem bad been taken
to the Kisdon Works.

A LETTER FROM SCOTLAND.

A member of the Manufacturers' Associ-
ation has received a letter from his brother
inScotland, who stated that in that king-
dom one apprentice is allowed to two mold-
ers, and tbat in Australia one apprentice is
allowed to four molders. The Scotchman
quoted says that molders inhis country are
paid Sl 66 per day. They are paid 16 cents
per hour, aud the working day begins at 6
o'clock iv the morning. There is an hour for
lunch at noon and work ceases at 5:30 in
the afternoon, except on Saturdays, when itceases at 1! o'clock.

Headers of The Call willremember that
the first trouble between the molders and
their employers was caused by the men at
work lnMcCormick's place who left on ac-
count of the refusal of their foreman, who
worked on the floor with them, to jointhe
union.

A foreman of a shop at Chattanooga
quotes the rule of the union in the follow-
ingletter to the Manufacturers' Association:

TAXING THE CLUBS.
Agent Eldrldee Confident That They

Will All Pay.
In an interview yesterday Charles W.

Eldridge, Internal Revenue Agent for the
Pacific Coast, stated with reference to the
proposed taxing of the local clubs where
liquors and cigars are sold, that he intends
to push the matter. He has full authority
to do so, as itis inaccordance with the de-
cisions of the Federal courts. The law pro-
viding a tax for such clubs was adopted in18.4, since which lime a uniform course of
decisions have sustained the validity of the
law. The first test of the statute was made
in the United States District Court of Mas-
sachusetts in 1875, and the judgment of
that court has been followed in similar
cases by the United States tribuuals of
Ohio and Illinois. A similar result is ex-
pected here.

All the clubs will be notified early next
week of their liabilityand requested to set-
tle for both the present and the past. Mr.
Eldridge is confident that all the back taxes
will be paid without ado. A deputy reve-
nue officer has been making the rounds of
the clubs to ascertain the dates of their or-
ganization and informationconcerning their
liquor sales.

At the clubs some surprise was expressed
over the prospective demand of the revenue
agent, but no action has yet been taken by
them. All are awaiting officialnotice that
they willbe required to pay the tax.

OBITUARY.
JOHN A. COLLINS.

John A. Collins, a pioneer of '49. died in
this city on Tiiuisday. In his earlier days
be was a co-worker with the leaders of the
Abolition movement, and it was lie who
first started Frederick Douglass on his
famous career. He was a printer by trade,
and worked in the same office with HoraceGreeley. Porn in Vermont over seventy-
nine years ago he had the benefit of the
radical sentiments that were afloat at that
time in New England and subsequently.
Educated at the Andover Theological
School for the ministry lie became embued
with the philosophy of spiritualism, and
was a believer in the doctrine to tbe end.
Although at one time wealthy he lost all
of his property, and since 18.17 has devoted
himself to the practice of law. Itwas be
who organized the "Skaueateles Com-
munity" inNew York, devoted to co-opera-
tive industry, also the public schools of
Storey County, Nev.,and became their Super-
intendent. Of both the two Constitutional
Conventions of Nevada he was a conspicu-
ous member, and was a leader in debate.
He and Henry Edgertou were tbe accepted
Republican candidates for United States
Senators in 1804, but the Constitution was
defeated and Nevada remained a Territory.

DR. FELIX UETTELHEIM.
Dr. Felix Bettelheim, son of Rev. Dr. A.

S. Bettelheim, Rabbi of the BaltimoreHebrew Congregation, died in Baltimore
yesterday at the age of 28 years. At the
age of 18 years he entered the service of the
Pacific Mail Steamship Company and
studied medicine. He was ship's surgeon
on the steamer sailing to the isthmus.
.Later he became physician-in-chief of the
company at Panama, where he rendered
valuable service in subduing the epidemics
of Chagres fever.
