THE UNIVERSITY
AT BERKELEY.

Description of the Buildings and
Iuteresting Collections.

The New Chemical Laboratory Now Being
Erected—The Students’ Observatory—The
Museum and the Curator.

—_—

= HE building at the State University at
5 = Berkeley at present atiracting the great-
31_93 est amount of interest is the large new

structure in course of erection a little to
the east of the Bacon Library and Art Building,
namely, the Chemical Laboratory. For some
time past the accommodations have been found
Insufficient for the increasing number of students
in that department, and some of the space al-
forded for the purpose, a basement, proved un-
healthy and consequently undesirable.

Tue study of chemistry, becoming so popular
owing to its prominence in so many branches of
higher education, ana covering as it does S0
wide a field, 1t has long been acknowledged that
a new and superior chemical laboratory was a
necessity for the university. The plans of the
bullding were drawn three years ago atthe re-
quest of Professor Holden, then the President,
but lack of the necessary funds retarded the
work of construction. The Legislature, baving
been applied to for an appropriation, responded
8o liberally by granting the university one cent
of the taxation oun every 8100 of taxable prop-
erty of the State that now there are ample funds
not only for the new building, but for the large

tion. The buiiding designed for the laboratory
covers a greater area than any other connected
with the nuiversity, though it does not follow
that it is the greatest in magnitude, as nearly thie
whole consists of but one story and basemeut,
that being found the most couvenient form of
structure for the purpose. The buliding is sub-
stantial and elegant, such as to prove a credit to
the universily and the State, and is found te
compare favorably with similar institutions in
Germauny, a country noted among scieuntlists for
its laboratorfes, and from whence many of the
requisites for that at Berkeley are being ob-
taloned.

Tue main laboratories will be on the principal
floor, and the basemeut will be lighted and ven-
tilated, so as to be adapted to mavy useful pur-
poses. Rooms there will be devoted to gas
analysis theimo-chemistry, physiological ehem-
istry, toxicology, water analysis and sanitary
chennstry, Here will also be the fusion and
muflle furnaces and rooms for coal and siores.
Tne bullding will coutain in all tifty-four rooms,
and it Is the desire and intentiou of the Regent
10 make the work carried on there useful in
many ways to the State, making returus o that
way for the liberallty shown by the Legisiature.

The north hall contains besid-s the uftices of
President Horace Davls and the Kecorder the de-
partments of philosophy, letters, languages and
listory. The South Hall is devoted to chemistry,
mineralogy, eeoiogy aud botany, the chemical
laboratory for the present occupying a portion
of one floor and the basement. 1t also contaius
the physical and botanic laboratories and the
buiauce room.

\
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Professor J. J. Rivers, Curator of Museume

A students’ observatory has been constructed
and equipped with a G-inch equaiorial refracting
telescope, with solar eye-piece, micromeier,
driving clock and mountings complete, a spec-
troscope, capable of belng attached to the equa-
torial, a Davidson combination transit and zenith
telescope, a sextant, a Harkness spherometer, a
level-trier, an electro-clironograph, a sidereal
chronometer and an astronomical clock. In a
separate buildinf, mounted on a solid pler of
masoniy, so as tolnsure from jarring, are one
Ewing, one Gray and two duplex seismographs.

The obseivatory is adapted to the practical
study of sthe principles of geodesy and to
students of engineating in acquiring facility 1n
the astronomical determination of time, latitude
and lougitude, as required In extended surveys,
navlgn!fou and practical astronomy. One room
is provided with a set of meteorologlieal Instru-
ments, by means of which observations are taken
and forwarded to the Unlied States Signal Ser-
viee Office In this city. Tue observatory is open
to the publie twice a month, the secona aud
fourth Mondays, from sunset till 10 o'clock,
uuder the direction of Professor Soule.

The museum contaius the State Geological
coliection, placed at the disposal of tne Univer-
sity. a number of fossiis and minerals collected
by C. D. Voy and presented by D. O. Mills, a
coliection of mipeials, rocks, ores and shells,

presented by the late F. L. A. Ploche; miscel-
laseous minerals and rocks presented by James
R. Keene, purchases by the University and other
donations. These collections are classified (nto
the following departments: Ethnology, conslst-
ing of skulls and stone implements found along
the Pacific Coast, with articles relat-
ing to vresidents of Islands in the Pacific,
Peruvian pottery and Indlan curios;
botany, including an herbarium of Aus-
traltan plants, npative woods, cones, ets.,
and photographs of remarkable trees of Cali-
fornia by Waikins, and the private collection of
plants belonging to Professor Hilgard, arranged
and classified for purposes of study, is found in
the agriculiural lecture-room; zoology, embrac-
ing a good collection of mammals, birds, reptlles
and fishes, mostly from this Coast; palaontology,
a comylete collection of the fossils of California
and one representing the feulo.dcal history of the
whole earth; also casts of many extunet animals;
structural geology and economic geology, the
latier consisting largely ot a variety of ores from
Pacific Coast mines; mineralogy; petrography,
showing rocks from mauy countries; metallurgy;
models and agriculture, the latter showing 1200
specimens of solls of this State, and 300 varleties
of grain illustrating the diversities caused by
solis and climate. A collection of sceds is also
belng formed.

South Hall,

Enterlng the museum of the University, the
representative of THe CALL, addressing that
handsome and genial gentleman, who seems a
veritable part and parcel of the institution, Pro-
fessor John J. Rivers, said: “*Are there any re-
cent additious to the collection of interesi?””

“We bave a pair of mountalu goats,” replied
the protessor, ‘“‘sometimes confounded with
mountain sl»eeg. but found on greater altitudes
of the Rocky Mountaius than the latter. They
are only found in that localily and are fast be-
coming extinet. Their lnaccessibility 1s all that
saves them from avsolute annililiation.”

An inspection of the animals Inclosed within a
plass case showed to the uninitiated eve that
they undoubtedly belonged to the goat family.
White in color, with black horns, hoofs and

noses, they are larger than the ordinary goat
and peculiarly clothed about the legs, having
sbort hair on the lower joint and long full
growths on the upper pat, giving the effect of a
]boy who has outgrown his Iast year’s panta-
00US.

** You see,” sald the professor, “in the matter
of horns how widely they differ from the moun-
laln sheep,” at the same time arawing attention
to the rough and curved horns detached from a
head of the latter. * These goats belong to a
certain class of antelope, which Is shown by the
Leight of their shoulders; the covering of their
legs is adapted {0 keep them warmin the snow.”

Passing from these to a group of humming
birds, whose tiny breasts outshone the brightest
jewels, the professor remarked that they were
mostly Californfan, though a few were from Ari-
zona, and inciuded examples of the aduit, the
lmmature and the young; also one of their nests,
containing the full number of two eggs, having

the pecullarity of being shaped equal at both
ends. Not far from these minute eggs are the
gigantie productions of the ostriches in Los
Angeles County, also eccentric 1n form, being
nearly sphetical. A bird of paradise Is there
from Guatemala of different plumage tfrom those
generally known and favored by ladies for their
millinery, having coloring of red and green, ap-
proachivg the parrot plumage.

“There,” said tbe professor, ‘‘is the siiver
sword, a plant growing oun the extinet eraters of
the Hawallan Islands.” In form this curious
specimen resembles a mop composed of some
substance such as Alploe flowers,

Approaching a group of such unattractive
creatures as suakes, lizards and scorpioas, that
make the unlearned in such reseach shiver aud
quit with an expressive paugh! the professor,
lingering among their scaly colls with the affee-
tionate adherence of a savaut, related how, on
oune occasion, when a party of ladies accom-
panied Lim luto the country when in quest of

amount of expensive apparatus needed in addi-

sreclmens. one of them, shrinking at something
she had found, drew Liim to the spot, when it
broved to be a fine specimen of a rare descrlp-
tion of beetle, a treasure to the appreclaiive col-
lector.

Among recent acquisitions the museum con-
tains a specimen of a new turtle belonging to the
family of Trionychilds, found in the Sacrameuto
River, near Sacramento, by the following stu-
dents of the universily when fishing there:
Messrs. W. J. Terty, H. B. Denson and J. C.
Jones, who seelng they had captured scmething
ususual sent 1t te the University Museun:.

AN INTERVIEW
WITH STANFORD.

His Opinion Upon the Tariff and
Silver Questions.

The Senator’s Land-Mortgage Scheme Oute
lined—Work Will at Once Be Resumed
on the University.

Senator and Mrs. Stanford returned homein a
special car from Washington yesterday morning
for the purpose of hastening the completion of
the Ieland Stanford Uhblversity, that the formal
opening may take place next autumn. The
Senator expects to remain for a couple of weeks
and will then return to the capital to take part
in the considera'ion of the changes in the tariff,
aud glve his attention more especially to what-
ever changes presented wili aflect the inlerests
of the Pacific Coast,

A representative of THE CALL visited the
Senator at his mansion yesterday afternoon, and,
although the effects of a severe attack of the
grippe were evident in the efforts of Lhe states-
man to speak, yet a most interesting interview
was cordially conceded. Expressing himself
generally upon the leading subjeets before Con-
gress for legislation the Senator said:

“The disposition is very strong toward recip-
rocal trade with Mexico, and a very kiudly feel-
ing 1s also evidenced for better trade relations
with Cavada. There Is a sentimeut growing to
have all the land from Mexico to the North Pole
as a part of the United States.

* 1 remember,” the Senator continued, “While
dining one day with Secretary Seward, he told
me Le had recelved a commission from Virginla
aud to seitle the qu estion inyolved he told the
Virginians that he wanted the country from
Mexico to the North Pole for the Uunited States.
I have favored that idea ever since.”

MIXED RACES UNDESIRABLE,

Referring to the act restricting Chinese im-
migration, the Senator declared himself much
less apprebensive of an overwhelming influx of
Mongolians in this country than tbe majority of
people, because the mines have given out and
mining Is the principal attraction to them.
Furthermore, he declared the Chinese were now
glving labor in returu for every doliar they re-
ceived , aud tliey no louger gatherea fortunes
from the gold-mines and carried the money to
China. Yet he lavored Keeping them out of the
country, for mixed races are undesirable.

The reference 1o mixed races led the Senator
to speak of the position of the colored peopie at
the present time, He said there were a great
many negroes at Washington, and they are in-
dustrious and peaceable. Lducation, hie beileved,
woula coniinually Dbetter their condition, but
amalgamation is out of the question,

Returoiog to a discussiou of the Restrietion
Act, he disposed of the subject with the remark
“that the Cbinese Government recoguized the
right of the United States Government to con-
trol the immigration of the Chinese in this coun-
try apd the proposed amendments to the act
would not seriously affect the treaty between
the two countries.”

The Senator did not deslre to speak freely up-
on the revision of the tarifl, as the matter had not
yet been discussed In the Senate, but he sald he
advocated eitber malvntaming the tariff on sugar
or giviug a bounty on its production. He was
satishied that tn five or ten years suflicient sugar
would be produced iu the Uulted States to kill
foreign competition.

THERE ARE NO FREE-TRADERS.

Enlarging upon the tarift question he gave as
his opinton that there are uo free-traders, inas-
much as all admit the neces:ity for reveuue.
One wishes to levy a tasifi for revenue; anolher
Lo levy a tarift for protection. T'he question re-
mains as 10 the wisest manner 1 which to re-
strict certain goods and give [ree entry to others.

In 1esponse to the desire of the réporter for
an outline of the scheme for securlug direct as-
sistance from the Governwent for tte develop-
ment of farmivg lauds, Seuvator Stanford elu-
cidated the plan which he has been formicg in
Lis mind for many years for the benefit of all in-
dustries counnecied with the productions of the
sotl,

‘ My scheme is not 10 aid farmers especially,”
he said; *“il i3 to assist every Industrial interest
in the country. We all Know that the farms of-
fer the most tangible security. The principal Is
that the best financial policy 1s that which comes
as near as possible togiving all property as much
credit as 1t is entitied to. ‘Ihe principal of loan-
lug the Government credit en property is estab-
listed wken it ioans 90 per cent upon Govern-
ment bonds.”

As an fllustration of the desirability of his
scheme, be said that whereas owners of Govern-
meutl bonds now are given interest thereon by
the nation the borrowers [rom the Government
ou lund mortgages could afiord to pay from 1
10 2 per cent interest upot moneys received, and
would distribute the principal with more benefit
to the laborers and manutacturers. These bor-
rowers would give as securily double the value
of the loan.

BONDS MUST BE RETIRED.

The bouds which have been Issued by the
Government must be retired in a short time,
therefore *‘How is the Government then to give
a supply of mouey for commeicial and industilal
purposes nniess it utilizes my plan?’’ he asked.
*The nearest standard of vaiues is the labor re-
quired to produce iL,” the Senator continued.

“My scheme 18 really a revolution lu finance,
It bas for its object the energizlug of property
and giving actlvuy to all the industries of the
country. There is nothing analogous arising out
ot this plan, which has occuired in other coun-
tries, because the resources of the United States
and the migity population make valuable all
promises to pay. The credit to be loaned will
be iu the paper of the Goverumeut, redeemable
as the present currency is redeemed, in any
Kind of lawful money. In other words the
farmer who deposits his mortgage with the Goy-
ernment will be treated as the bauker is who
deposits Lis Goveinment bouds apd recelves
rnpe,:,‘ money just as valuable, no more and no

sy,

In the opinion of the Senator the silver quese
tion is substantially settled. He stated that
there is a stiong conviction iu Congress that sil-
ver gught to be re-established on its old footing.
Tuis will b8 managed either by free colnage or a
limitation to £4,5600,000 per month. The effect
will be to revive the 1naustrial {nterests of Ney-
ada, Arlzona, New Mexico, Moutana aund Call-
fornia.

Three ol the letters
were from bankers, wbo assured him the bank-
ing inteiests would be benefirted by additional
deposils If the scheme came into operation.
*“Ihe country press generally favor the provo-
8ition, and any adverse ciitictsms in metropoll-
tan journals,” the Senator saia, **have not shown
that the writers have given it any serlous con-
sideration.””
