Can Trace the Spirit of Art.

Children Should Be Taught to Imitate the Good
Works of Others-A Laughable Incideat

ina Public School.

In the study of physiognomy we learn
that imitation derives its power from
the muscles and nerves of sense. The
sign is located just under the tip of the
nose, the muscular, cartilaginous or fat
noses disclosing dualities yielding and flex-
ible, such qualities as are needed in imita-
tion. To those who excel inimitative pro-
fessions, actors, artists and writers of fic-
tion the sign is found largely developed,
and to these minds is given the faculty of
representing correctly the speech, manners
and customs of others and the form, size,
color and life of objects about them. The
imitative mind alone can attain originality,
for the artist must learn to imitate before
he can create.

When he does create he

stands above his fellow beings, inde-
pendently and as one worthy of notice.
Such men as Goethe, Mozart, Michael An-
gelo, Moliere, Cicero, Beethoven were Imi-
tators beforo they acquired fame. Cicero imi-
tated the Greek orators. His eloquence was
most winning, and it is said that his pen
had the power of his tongue. His orations
and philosophical works are models ofstyle.
Mozart left compositions that are immortal.
The dignified style of Johnson, one of the
most eminent literary men of the eighteenth
century in England, is scarcely imitable.
Itis to the habit of Imitation that we can
trace the spirit of art, and nature is the one
faultless picture from which our artists
copy. 'Imitation is the primary means of
education; it is the first essential in build-
ing,hence we can see the importance of
seeking the best models as examples for
reproduction. The imitation of bad men
and evilhabits often serve to form the most
vicious characters, and it is from this fault
that many young men are dropping slowly
but surely into the sea of degradation.
Bight here let mo call the attention of all
parents to the necessity of making home
pleasant. Bo ita palace or ahovel, by per-
fect example, a firm yet gentle hand, the
most rebellions chiid seeing nothing but
refinement, hearing nothing but loving
words, willbe influenced sufficiently to imi-
tate what is noble, what is good, and what
his parents point out as wilt be for his ad-
vancement. Intho United States the influ-
ence of the head of the familyover the
son is slight in comparison to that ex-
erted by the European parent. There
the boy generally follows the occupation of
his father, while here it often happens that
in tin- rush mid whirl of business the parent
neglects the son, who is led astray by the
astonishing success of a few who have
amassed a fortune in wild yet successful
speculation. itis the duty of every parent
to make his boy form some plan as to what
shall be his situation in life, then start the
buy aright, for a proper start in life is half
the battle won. Advise him to imitate the
life of some man who has become eminent,
whose greatness in science, art or politics
has made his name enduring. The faculty
of imitation unconsciously grow- on man,
as is proven by the fact that in spite of
efforts man reflects the accent and manners,
the dress and customs of others with whom
he has been associated. Some time ago,
and thank heaven that lime has passed, our
American society *irlsand young men, after
a few months spent iv London, came home
so befogged with English mannerisms that
they failed to see the ridicule that their
mure sensible sisters and brothers heaped-
upon them. For the mere gratification of
Dame Fashion's whims these nets of society
had lost their identity by unceasing imita-
tion; they gained but little in intellect,
their ideas were just as narrow, the only
thing broad about them was their speech.

That
afternoon Iwas rewarded by a very neat
set of papers, all nicely written, the work
distinctly placed, and in nearly every case
signed 'John brown.'

Battering of the Fifth Assigned—Recom-
mended for Krevet..

Some slight changes have been made in
tho assignment of the batteries of the Fifth,
which willnext month change stations with• the First Artillery, now in the Division of

"the Pacific. As now arranged the disposi-
tion is as follows: Colonel Piper, Major
Wildriek, the band, Light Batteries I)
(Kinzie's) and F(lirinckle's), and Batteries
B(Zalinskl's), C (Morris'), X (Brewerton's)
and M(Day's), willbe at the Presidio. By
mutual agreement Lieutenant-Colonel Will-

.iam Graham will transfer from the First to
the Fifth and Lieutenant-Colonel Richard
Lodor will transfer from the Fifth to theFlr3t, remaining at Fort Wadsworth,
Staten Island. Lieutenant-Colonel Gra-ham, with Batteries A (Beck's) and I
(Crabb's), will be stationed at AlcatrazIsland. Battery If (Fessenden's), at FortMason, nnd Major Tully McCrea willcom-
mand Batteries E (Vugdes'j aud L(Rob-
erts') at Fort Can by, Washington.

Lieutenants Watson and Clarke of the
Tenth Cavalry, who did such soldierly
work in capturing the hostile Indians in
Arizona- have been recommended for bre-
vets. Upon receiving them they will be
the firstto have such distinction conferred
upon them under the new law authorizing
the President tc confer brevet rank for gal-
lantry and meritorious service during cam-
paigns against Indians. Lieutenant Clarke,
by the way.Is the officer who distinguished
himself in the Geronimo campaign four
years ago by fearlessly running out under a
sharp fire of the enemy torescue a wounded
colored soldier who lay upon the ground
without shelter, and who otherwise would
have been killed.
