
TOOK MORPHINE.

X Butte Woman Puts an End
to Her Career.

Neiada Republicans Demand the Free
Coinage of Sliver.

They Threaten to Bolt If This Congress Does
Ret Pass a Bill to That Effect—At-

tempt to Poison a Rancher.

Butte, April 7.—Delia Scott, a young
married woman, who had been too intimate
with another man, committed suicide by
taking morphine Sunday night to end her
troubles. She and her husband drank all
day Sunday. Atnight, when Scott went to
bed his wife sent to a female friend for a
teaspoonful of morphine, which she must
have taken and then laid down beside her
husband inbed. He awoke about 7 o'clock
this morning and found her breathless form
beside him. A Coroner's inquest developed
nothing beyond the above facts.

SACRAMENTO.

The Election-Contest Case Dismissed— A Sud-
den Death— Rrbbed.

Sacramento, April 9.—When the case
of Nagle vs. Comstock for a recount of
ballots cast for Mayor at the late city elec-
tion was called before Judge Hunt this
afternoon, .Sable's counsel read a letter
from ex-Mayor Gregory addressed to Nagle
stating that he would not accept the
office of Mayor if the recount should
show lie was elected, and requesting Nagle
to ask for a dismissal of the case. W. A. An-
derson, plaintiff's counsel, moved that the
case be dismissed, in deference to Gregory's
request, and Grove Johnson, Cotnslock's
counsel, consenting, the Court granted thft
motion.

At the ranch of William Dixon, nearCosumnes, to-day, bis brother, Michael S.
Dixon,died on horseback of heart disease
while driving a band of cattle. He had
reined in his horse as he felt the attack
coming on, leaned forward and died. His
body remained in that position until the
deceased's nephew and another man ap-
proached and lemoved it from the horse.

The cigar store of J. Ginsberg, adjoining
the Golden Eagle Hotel, was robbed of 860
early yesterday morning, while the propri-
etor had gone to close the rear door for the
night.

FREE SILVER COINAGE.

Nevada Republicans Demand the Passage of
the Bill.

Carson .(Nev.) April 7.
—

The Carson
Appeal, the leading Republican paper of
Nevada, advocates an open revolt in 1892 of
all States west of the Missouri

- River, if a
free coinage billis not passed during the
present session Iturges that these States
should unite and demand absolute tree coin-
age, or swing out of the Republican line in
1892, leaving the leaders to choose between
the support of Wall street or the West. It
says:

The silver bills now before Con-

gress are becoming a mystery to the West,
and the result Is an uneasy "feeling every-
where that the Sherman jugglery trick may-
be repeated. What the Wer>t wants is ab-
solute free coinage and the Appeal believes
that the West is strong enough to demand
itand enforce it. The Republican party is
in power now, and ifthe West does not get
free coinage this session, the Republican
party willbe held responsible for the re-
pudiation of its pledges, and in 1892 the
West willbe prepared to link its fortunes
with the party that means business on the
silver question. If the Republican party is
not prepared to give us free coinage. West-
ern Republicans are prepared to look else-
where for a recognition of their rights."

DETERMINED SUICIDE.

A Despondent Yonng Han Blows His Brain
Out.

Wadsworth (Nev.), April 7.
—

H. M
Geiger Jr., son of Dr. G. M. Geiger, who
made himself famous by constructing the
justly celebrated Geiger grade which con-
nects with Virginia City,committed suicide
here at 7:20 o'clock this morning by blow-
ing his brains out with a 38-caliber Smith &
Wesson 5-»hooter. To make sure that the
ball would range horizontally, he took a po-
sition before a large mirror and gauged ac-
cordingly. The bullet passed clear through
his head, shattering the bones of the skull
and lodged Inthe wall of the room. The
body was found in a pool of blood by an
employe who went to call him. When ex-
amined by the authorities $600 ingold was
found in his hip-pocket The Coroner's
jury rendered a verdict of suicide. There
is no evidence of any kind to show the
cause for the act His parents are highly
respectable people residing in Virginia
City, where the iemains will be taken for
burial.
FATAL POWDER EXPLOSION.

One Boy Rilled and Four Others Seriously
Injured.

Portland, April 7.— explosion of
powder occurred near this city last night in
which Richard Mills, a boy about 18 years
of age, was killed and four others seriously
injured. The boys went Into a barn to
spend the night. Mills lighted a cigarette
and threw the match in a can of powder,
which exploded, tearing the roof off the
barn and blowing Mills several feet into
the air. The barn took fire and was burned
to tbe ground. Mills' body was taken out
Ina mangled condition and conveyed to the
Morgue. The other four boys, while badjy
burned, are not considered to be ina dan-
gerous condition.

inExcellent Programme That Brought Out
a Small Attendance.

San Jose, April 7.—lf. they had been
made to order to-day's weather and track
could not have been improved for the sec-
ond day's racing of the San Jose Blood-
horse Association. The attendance was
smaller than on the opening day, last Satur-
day, only about 500 visitors being present
at the track. Some increase was noticed
in the presence of the San Francisco di-
vision, many of the regular race-goers com-
ingdown on early trains.

The favorites captured the two first
events, then the short enders came in ahead,
thus equalizing things, though many who
had won on Daisy D and Faustine dumped
themselves on Muta and got deeper into the
mud trying to square themselves on Sun-
day. The officials were: Judges, S. S.
Montgomery, Vf.Buckley and Jesso D. Carr.

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LABOR MEETINGS.

One Union Declines to Boycott

Meat Peddlers.

The efforts of the Butchers' Union to
have all the labor organizations of the city
boycott meat peddlers have not been suc-
cessful in every case.

1890, upon payment of all arrearages, shall by
that act be restored.

The President announced that the mem-bers would vote on the amendments as pro-
posed by Mr.Highton. Such a vote was
taken, which resulted us follows: ayes 70,
noes 85.
