
ANTI-CHINESE LKtiiSLATIOX.

As a rule when anti-Chinese legislation is
spoken of reference is made to the laws
passed by Congress. But it appear- that
there is a good deal of work that may be
done nearer home. The address of Miss
Cable before the Occidental Branch of the
Women's Foreign Missionary Society puts
into shape and form certain conditions
which have been known to exist but were
difficult ol proof. The assertion has often
been made that polygamy is practiced by
Chinese, but the individual who practiced
it has not been pointed out. Miss Cable
says she has visited and taught in132 Chi-
nese families, in several of which she found
three or four wives living under oue roof.
These wives are slaves as well as wives.
They cost their husbands from $1000 to
s_(vo each. "In most cases,", says Miss
Cable, "the women are bought in this coun-
try in what may aptly be called the open
slave market, for there Is no disguise about
itat all." They are put to work, their usual
occupation being to sew on garments for
stores. This, Miss Cable says, is as true of
the merchants' wives as of the poorer class.
in the condition represented there is either
polygamy or slavery or both. Ifthe women
are actually wives, there is polygamy; if
Ihey are not wives they are slaves. Chinese
merchants are allowed to buy them, to hold
them' and to profitby their services. There
is a remedy for this condition of things
without going to Washington for it. TUe
laws which these Chinese merchants are
livinginconstant violation of are State and
municipal laws. To become a member of
the American Union every State is required
to have a constitution guaranteeing freedom

'loall residing within its limits. Utah has
• been kept out of the Union for years be-
cause a portion of its people practice po-
lygamy. Yet in California we seem to have_ the two twin relics of barbarism

—
slavery

and polygamy. It appears also that the
Chinese are so powerful that American citi-
zens who conceal cne of these Chinese slaves
are in danger of their lives. Thirty years
ago itwas held to be a crime before the law
to help a negro slave out of bondage. The
law was changed at the cost of the most de-
trtriictivt war in the world's history, but the
condition tbe law abolished now flourishes
hi this State in the face of the law. And
all these offenses azainst law and good
morals are committed so openly that a lady
who becomes interested in the Chinese
slaves finds no difficultyin obtaining proof
of the state of things she discloses.

SAMUEL J. RANDALL.

A few days ago a dispatch stated that
Mr. Randall was so much improved in
health that he had hopes of soon taking his
seat in the House. Later intelligence
shows tbat this hope was vain. On Tues-
day lie was believed to be dying. Samuel
J. Randall was one of the figures in modern
p- lilies! life that an American likes to
dwell upon. He was in Congress in the- days just after the war, which proved fatal
to so many public men, but no one has
questioned his personal integrity. Holding

.year after year a position which he could
easily have turned to his advantage, neither
political friends nor opponents acted in the
belief that he could be influenced by con-
sideration of personal gain. He dies after
a long service a comparatively poor man,
but-rich in the honors that fall to honest
service. For some years Mr. Randall was
a Pie_-identi.il possibility, but he never
went into a convention with a large follow-
ing. He was too independent to make the
alliances which are more powerful than
honest services in. electing men to the
Presidency. Although a life-long Democrat
lie was a consistent advocate of the pro-
tective policy, and could never be swerved
from his conviction on that point. . He
shared with Allen G. Thurman the honor
of being the intellectual leaders of the

s-pprty, but, like Thurman, could never
persuade his party to follow.

NOT A LOCAL INDUSTRY".

A dispatch from New Orleans says a
steamship lias arrived in that pert from
Hamburg, Germany, loaded with elaborate
machinery for the beet-sugar factory now
under construction at Grand Island, Nebr.
Inurging that the present duties should be
retained on sugar, Callfornians have been
charged with selfishness indemanding pro-
tection fur a purely local industry. Itap-
pears, however, that beet-sugar factories
are going upin other States than California.
Nebraska does not enjoy the best of reputa-
tions in the way of climate, but capital in
that State is not afraid to invest itself in
beet-sugar factories. It is probable, as
Senator Stanford says, that the cultivation
of sugar beets can be made profitable where
corn will grow. California is especially
ada ted to this Industry, but not to the ex-
tent it is especially adapted to the cultiva-
tion of grapes or citrus fruits. Ifthe sugar
duties are not meddled with there willsoon
be sugar-beet factories in at least thirty of
the forty-two States in the Union, and
most of the other twelve willto a greater
or less extent cultivate the cane.

WERE GLAD TO GO.

Ina discourse on the great Louisville dis-
aster the Sunday after it occurred, the Itev.
Edward P. Ingersoll, pastor of the Putitau
Congregational Church in Brooklyn, New
York,stated with apparent conviction of
the truth of the statement that many of
the persons who lost their lives by that dis-
aster wore glad to go. Without Indorsing
an assertion that we have no other means
of knowing to be true than the word of a
man who doubtless believes it to be true,
we would suggest to some of the timidsouls
across the bay that no better test of their
sincerity in the belief they profess to hold
can be given than resignation to death in
God's appointed time. A true •. Christian
should have no misgivings about the future.
Ifhe has ho is a skeptic. in spite of his reso-
lution to

-
believe. The Key. Mr. Ingersoll

doubtless based his assertions upon the
Icnowledge-tbat a portion of those who were

called by that disaster were true Christians
and the assumption that all such were ready

to die at a moment's warning.

MANHOOD SUFFRAGE.

Inhis veto message of the Saxton Ballot
Bill, Governor Hill took his stand upon

the ground of manhood suffrage. The fol-
lowing extract from his message will best
slate his position:

1believe Inthe maintenance of manhood suf-
frage, and solium as Ihave a voice In the ad-
ministration of government Ishall never know-
ingly Rive my assent to any hill the ellect of
which Is io disfranchise a simile honest voter, no
matter how humble or unlettered he may be,
upon whom the Constitution confers the right of
suffrage. .

The assumption that the Saxton bill,
which is but a modified form of the Aus-
troliau system that has been found to work
well in several States, will disfranchise a
single voter is without foundation, or with-
out other foundation than Governor Hill's
imagination. The poiuts upon which all
political bosses see danger to their rule is
the secret ballot and the placing of names
upon the official ballot other than those
designated by the regular party conven-
tions. They do' not fear so much inde-
pendent party nominations, as the mass of
voters vote one of the two party tickets.
but the opportunity offered voters to com-
bine upon an independent candidate on the
official ticket threatens their political exist-
ence. The frieuds of Mr. Hillsay that tbe
Republicans itipassing the bill tried to put
Mr. Hill into a hole. We dn not know
whether they tried or not, but they seem to
have succeeded. Heis onrecord as opposed
to a method of ballot reform which has
worked well elsewhere. As Governor of
the State of New York, Sir. Hill is uot a
person of much national importance, but
bis admitted Presidential aspirations ren-
der his political acts matters for comment
in other Males. if lie selects to cast his
fortune with the machine which votes men
like cattle, he will provoke a contest he-
tween the machine and "manhood suf-
frage."

DELUSIONS ABOUT EARTHQUAKES.
George Alfred Townsend contributes to

the Cincinnati Enquirer an article on earth-
quakes, of which the purpose appears to be.
lo show that the only solid portions of the
continent are New England and "Tidal
New York. Of San Francisco, he observes
that it "has been greatly dwarfed by earth-
quakes, and during the present generation
they have ceased to build high houses on
that coast.'' IfMr. Townsend's knowledge
of the rest of the country is on a par with
his acquaintance with this city, his article
can hardly be considered a valuable contri-
bution to physical geography.

The trouble with Eastern amateur scien-
tists is that they work withold maps, which
bound the United States on the west at the"

Great American desert." They do not
quite realize that there is a good deal of dry
land west of the Mississippi. Hence they
fall into such egregious errors as Mr.
Townsend commits when he describes the
Alleghany Range as the backbone of the
continent. And their conception of
seismology is so rudimentary that they re-
gard a granite or gneiss formation as earth-
quake-proof. They are so madly bent on
explaining the cause of occult phenomena
that they are ready to embrace any theory
which seems to account for occurrences
they do not understand. V*ffljl

Persons of more mature knowledge arc not
ashamed to confess that there are a great
many things in the economy of the world
which they do nut comprehend and cannot
account for. One of these is earthquakes.
A lot cf theories are afloat in the books ex-
plaining why earthquakes take place, and
why they are more frequent in one place
than another, Rut none of them command
the implicitbelief of men of science. Itis
easy to say that earthquakes occur more
frequently in san Salvador than in New
York because in the former .State the crust
of the earth is thinner than in the latter.
But is it? No one knows. Mr. Townsend
will find, if he refreshes his memory by
reading colonial history, that earthquakes
were once quite common and even severe in
New England; traces of volcanic action
are easily detected in the Catskill Moun-
tains in New York. Close upon the foot-
hills of file Laurentian Range, which Mr.

j Townsend, borrowing from Agassi/, de-
claiestobe the ojdest land on this conti-
lieu., a range consisting whollyof primeval
granite, there is an island called Res
Eboulenients, which, as its name indicates,
was created by an earthquake after the
French occupation of Canada. Further
west, in 1812, the Mississippi Valley was
ravaged by earthquakes for weeks together.
Infact, there is no portion of the continent
which has not at some time or other been
shaken more or less violently by the force
which dwells in the heart of the earth.

Philosophers who are not satisfied with
the barren results at which observers like
Robert Mallet and others have arrived
perhaps find a new direction for. thought
in the idea that the power which creates
earthquakes is gradually losing its vitality.
Ancient history contains records of earth-
quakes more frequent and more destructive
than any which now occur. They de-
populated whole districts and destroyed
towns by the dozen. No such disasters
have happened in recent years. The loss
of life by the earthquake at Arica in 18G8,
by the earthquake in Spain two or three
years ago and by last year's earthquake in
Japan was comparatively quite small. The
same gradual decay in the power of earth-
quakes is observed in this State. When
the Spaniards marched from San Diego to
found the city which became San Francisco
they were much troubled by earthquakes,
wliich, in what is now the county of San
Luis Obispo, rendered it difficult for the
troopers to maintain their footing. We sel-
dom now hear of an earthquake in Califor-
nia which is perceived by a person standing
in the open air; they are rarely detected by
one who is not sitting in a house and ob-
servant of tho rattling of windows. Itlooks
as though the earthquake force was dying
out as the work of creation draws to a close.

TOWN AND KIUMItV.

The New York Sun, in an article on the
death ofthe late David Dows, observes that
the class offarmers' sons to wliich he be-
longed is dying out, and that the successful
men of the present and the future are
generally city bred. This is regarded as it
misfortune, chiefly because boys born on
farms and inured to farm labor from in-
fancy are likely to be hotter Americans
than the motley progeny of dwellers in
cities. Tiie town, it says, has replaced the
country as the breeder of energy, enter-
prise and resource; and the moral stamina
of the nation suffers.

The -Shu's facts are probably correct, but
the inference it draws is hardly just.
Among dreamers an opinion prevails that
Christian virtues thrive best in rural com-
munities, and that cities are hives of vice
and crime. Practical men know that this is
not a fair statement of the case. Country
youth are less exposed to temptation than
city youth, and thus, perhaps, they do not
err at as early an age; but when they do
encounter temptation they are less fitted to
withstand it. The city boy has been fact)

to face with the allurements of vice from
his infancy; they possess no charm of
novelty for hint ;he has learned at second
hand, ifnot by actual experience, that it is
expensive and -dangerous to yield to them.
To the country boy they present the at-
traction of novelty, and lie does not always
know what they cost.
. That energy, enterprise and resource are

likely to be more common in cities than in
rural districts flows from the self-evident
proposition that the human mind is sharp-
ened by attrition. Acountry boy may pos-
sess the genius of an Ericsson or a Pasteur,
but so long as he remains in the country
his mental power may remain undeveloped
from the want of association with other
minds equally gifted.' A resident of the
country may become a great poet or moral
philosopher, but does not have the facilities
for coming a great engineer or surgeon
or lawyer or banker until,be associates
withotlier engineers or surgeons or lawyers
or bankers and learns from them to correct
the errors, he has evolved from his inner
consciousness. Some of the eminent men
of the day— the . men who do the world's
thinking and lead minds— were born In the
Country ;but they removed Iat an early ago
to the city and it was there that their
capacity ripened. How true this is may be
perceived by any one who, after a life of
action, retires for repose to a country home.
Ifhe shuts himself up in the country,' with-
out _ ever .'\u25a0 returning ?to the scenes of:his
former usefulness, he 'goes to rust and de-

cay. He censes to learn, and he who cease;

to learn begins to forget.
'

This country is no exception to the rules
which govern humanity elsewhere. y In the
great countries of Europe the bulk of the
leading men wereeither born in cities or re-
ceived their education incities, and morality
did not suffer \in consequence. It is the
practice of tho best men in Paris, London
and Berlin to spend part of their lives in
country Domes, where they can let their
minds lie fallow;but they retain their con-
nection with the city life of which they

have been a part, and they cherish carefully

the ties which bind them to the movement
of human intelligence. Thus their minds
continue to ripen with years in spite of
periods of inaction and isolation. Their
children are horn in cities, grow up there
unit wear no rural stamp. The future
leaders of human thought can hardly fail to
belong to this class and national virtue will
probably be none the worse. ««.

UNIVERSITY REGENTS.

No Action on the Resolution Ex-
acting Residence at Berkeley.

Atthe monthly meeting of the Regents of
the University of California yesterday
afternoon twelve of the members were pres-
ent, and In the absence of Governor Water-
man Regent J. West Martin presided. The
recently appointed Regent, Louis Sloss
Jr., who fills tbe place made vacant by the
death of ex-Judge Ilager.was in his seat for
the first time.

The attorney for the university, J. li.
Mhoon, presented his report of the investi-
gation of the matter of title claimed by tho
University to 4<i<s acres of land In Contra
Costa County, which title is also claimed
by the Western Pacific Railroad. lie stated
that he found the University had no claim
to the laud, and on motion the Regents re-
linquished their claim to it• Among the appropriations asked for by
the Committee on Grounds and Buildings
was one for &-WO for a heating apparatus
for the gymnasium, It also asked for a
vault suitable for the storage of books and
papers.

."since the last meeting of the board the
memorial clock in honor of the late Regent
Ashburner has been put "in place by the
widow and formally turned over to the
school. The board accepted the gift and
moved a vote of thanks.

The Treasurer's report was read and
accepted and bills to the amount of $15,-
--019 37 were ordered paid.

Tiie Committee on internal Administra-
tion recommended that the salary of Dr.
Henry Singer be increased $100, making it
SIOUO per annum; also that C. 11. Bradley
be granted a leave of absence for one year,
beginning with next September, and that
the salaries of 11. Raymond and E. R.
Trew be fixed at Sl'.'oo a year. The com-
mittee further recommended that the Pres-
ident and Secretary of the Board ot Re-
gents and the professors and assistant
professors of the University should all
reside in Berkeley, but on motion of Regent
Marye the discussion on the report was
postponed until the executive session at the
close of the stated meeting.

The report of President Davis, who came
in rather late, was next in order. He read
a lengthy letter, from Professor W. li.
Rising, who, ou account of illhealth, asked
for a leave of absence from the first of May
until .September, and turther that $000 bu
appropriated, so that during this abseuce
he might be able to visit the best equipped
schools of pharmacy in this country and
Europe, which would help him greatly in
his work and aid him in selecting apparatus
fur the new laboratory on the University
grounds. His requests were granted.

The request that Adolph 0. Miller be ap-
pointed to the Chair of Political Economy
for the period of one year al a salary of
11800 was laid over until the next meeting.

Mr. Davis also read a communication to
Professor Holden of the Lick Observatory,
from Whitelaw Reid, Minister to France,
notifying the observatory that its photo-
graphs of the moon on exhibition at the
recent Exposition were awarded the gold
modal, and should they desire the medal, to
communicate with the proper authorities,
with a remittance of so many francs to pay
for the material, in which event the medal
would be sent, ihe board determined to
do without the medal.

The executive session, which hereupon
followed, was no doubt a warn one. The
resolution as to whether all the leading
officers and the faculty of the college should
be required to live inBerkeley was the lead-
ing topic and it wus known that in the
event of its adoption the resignation ol
Chairman Davis ol the hoard would follow.
Nothing definite could be ascertained from
the members present, but it is known that
the resolution was not acted upon, nor has
Mr.Davis resigned. --\u0084._\u25a0

For the Executive Committee, Mr.Rix-
ford stated that be had called upon the
Superintendent of Streets to ascertain why
the contract for the grading and sewering ,
of the avenue, from First to Twelfth
streets* was not in one bid, for, unless
properly attended to, the work ,on the
street would be hindered. Mr. Ashworth
thought the work would be advanced more
rapidly in this way, and, as the contract lor
sewering has already beeu let, he promised
to look Into the matter, and, if the prop-
erty would stand an additional assessment,
would have the resolution for grading and
macadamizing the street, from • First to
Twelfth avenue, ready before the next
meeting of the board of Supervisors.

Mr. Figel reported that the City and
County Surveyor had laid out this sewer
district as far as Twenty-third street, but
could go no further unless the streets from
Twenty-third to the ocean were at once
deeded to the city or the land near there
confiscated to enable an outlet of the sewer
to the ocean.
Itwas voted that the Executive Commit-

tee be instructed to petition the Committee
on Health and Police of the Supervisors
for additional protection by police. They
claim that only one man is detailed for that
district and he is on duty in the daytime,
and they say that in the daytime they can
take care for themselves, but the recent at-
tacks upon people at night cause them to
ask for better protection.

it was further ordered that a committee
of four, Figel, Parker, Bruntz and Kixford.
wait upon the Ceuttal Butlroad Company
and ask that the .steam dummies be discon-
tinued and the track removed for a time in'
order to push the grading of-the street.The Secfetary was requested to prepare apetition to the Board of Supervisors for
more electric lights that the people might
be able to find the gas-lights in that dis-
trict. The Spring Valley Water Company
has instructed its Superintendent to lay
mains on the avenue to Third avenue. .

The petition for the removal of the oldCity Cemetery has thus far received a
good number of names, and at an early date
willbe sent to the Supervisors.
