MR. DAVIS’ RESIGNATION.

Regent Martin Says There Is No Conflict
With the Board.

With reference to the subject of the resig-
nation of President Davis of the Board of
Regents of the University of California, the
Qakland Daily Evening Tribune published
an interview yesterday with Regent Martin
in which that gentleman is made to say
that, all reports to the contrary, there is no
conflict or inharmony between the Regents
and President Davis.

As to the question of the President’s resi-
dence, Mr. Martin stated that Mr. Davis
when elected understood that he was ex-
pected to reside at Berkeley, and expected
so to do. With thatend in view he arranged
his business affairs, but the illness of Mrs.
Davis prevented his taking up his residence
at the seat of the University, and while Mrs.
Davis was ill the Regenss did not press the
question of residence.

The committee reported on Tuesday,
however, that while it recognized that there
were reasons which made it all but tmpos-
sible for Mr. Davis to take up his residence
in Berkeley, yet the committee thought the
general rule of residence at the University
should be insistsd upon, and the Regents are
all of accord. Mr. Davis intimated that it
was impossible for him at ounce to acquiesce,
and there for the present the subject lies.

STILL CONFIDENT.

The Molders Almost Ready to
Cry “Victory.”

Four of the Imported Men Sent Eest—Aid
From Eastern Cities—The Oakland
Watchman Discharged.

The Executive Committee of the Iron-
molders’ Union had a quiet day yesterday.
No men came from the East to be captured,
and no aggressive movement was made by
the manufacturers.

A letter was received from the President
of the International Union to the effect
that the strike in this city will be sup-
ported by every branch of the union in the
world.

So important is the strike considered by
the International Union that it has declared
oif several Eastern strikes, in order that
the money which has been given for their
support may be given to the men who are
out in this eity. Here all the energies of
the International Union will be conecen-
trated and the fight will be to the death.

“We have not lost yet,”” said a member of
the strikers’ Executive Committee to a
CALL reporter yesterday. “\We have not
lost and we will not lose, for we are fight-
ing, without violating the law of the State,
for ourselves and the industries of Califor-
nia. The manufacturers may say that they
have to pay more for coal and iron than
Eastern manufacturers pay. Well, perhaps
they do. We have to pay more for coal,
for clothes and for bread than Eastern
molders pay.

POLICEMEN ARE HIRED,

“The manufacturers say that they are
sending their patterns to the East to be
cast to save money, and in the same breath
declare that they have reduced our wages
because they eannot compete with Eastern
manufacturers. Sarely if they ean afford {o
send their castings East and pay freight
both ways they can afford to pay the wages
Eastern men pay. The Fulton Foundry,
for instance, can afford to keep sixteen
special policemen at work every day at §3
per day to protect three or four molders
who receive $3 to $3 50 per day.

“The wages of the policemen they employ
amount to $48 per day and the wages of the
miserable things they call molders amount
to about §15 per day. Thev could, for the
money they pay these men, put eighteen
good men molders to work; but their object
1s to destroy the union and they are willing
to lose a little money at preseat in order
that they may acccmplish their purpose.

“The Union Iron Works has spent more
money in fighting us than it would have
spent in giving us employment. Its owners
say they can not compete with the Kast,
yet they are given Government vessels to
build. Does the Government pay more to
the Union Iron Works for building a ship
than it pays to an Eastern firm? 1f it does,
it defrauds the people. If it does not pay
more, why should the owners of the Union
Iron Works, who say thev pay more for la-
bor and material than Eastern men pay,
want to build ships?

DO THEY NOT PROFIT?

“ Do they not profit by building them?
Does any one -outside the insane asylum
think that the Scotts would build ships for
the Governmnent at a loss? The whole
thing in a nutshell is the bosses thought
that by reducing our wages they could
make more money. So they cutus down
and told the people that they were simply
leveling wages to the Eastern standard.
They do not tell, however, why the Union
Iron Works has reduced the wages of its
machinists below the Eastern standard.

"“The reason is that the machinists are
not thoroughly organized and are not able
at present to oppose this attempt to reduce
them to slavery, but the day will soon come
in which they will learn that perfect organ-
ization i3 the only barrier between honora-
ble labor and degrading slavery. ‘They will
organiza and the Scotts, the Rankins, the
Lewises and the Kerrs will learn that their
fellow-men are not only entitled to receive,
but will receive a just share of the product
of their toil.”

The strikers yesterday received 850 from
a union in Pittsfield, Mass.; $100 from
Quincy, Ill.; 830 from San Jose, and $100
from the Boot and Shoe Makers’ White
Labor League of this city.

Four of the men who were brought from
Philadelphia by the manufacturers were
sent back to their homes.

The strikers aver that two of the men
who are at work in the Fulton foundry are
common laborers,

A WATCHMAN DISCHARGED.

1t is reported that the Manufacturers’
Association has caused the discharge of the
watchman at the Oakiand Mole because he
permitted members of the Molders’ Union
to assemble there on Monday morning for
the purpuse of inducing the men imported
from the East to desert the manufacturers.

President Valentine of the Molders’
Union states that the men who are at work
in the foundries of the association are not
melders.

THE CHARLESTON.

The place of busi-
pess of the corpoiation is Oakland. The capital
is $£10,000,000 and the subscribed stock
$€11,000, The Directors are H. D. Bacon, Dan-
lel E. Hayes, V. D. Moody, R. M. Kirkham,
F. K. Shattuek, J. W. Smith, Oakland; Thomas
jell, S. A, Marshall, San Francisco; T. G. Phelps,
Belmont, and A. T. Hateh, Suisun, The company
will be the successor ¢l a company of the same
pame orgaunized over fifteen years ago by J. S.
Emery, whbo buiit a canal, t2king water from
Mokelumne River and running it down along
the rich mother lode in Amador County, where
it is used for mining purposes. It furnishes
power to run a large number of quartz-mills, and
this buslness is so valuabie that the plant and
the franchise of the company are estimated to
be worth §1,500,000, and in fact, pays Interest
at 415 per cent on that valuation. The water of
the new company will be taken from the Moke-
lumne River high enough up to be beyond the
reach of mining detritus—not direct from the
Jakes, The river runs over a granite
Lbed and Jts waters are as clear as
in the lakes themseives. Mr. Emery and
other Directors are of the opinion that to bring
down a supply sufficient for Oakiand, Stockton
and other citles, and to put in a distribution
syvstem in Oakland, would cost about §6,000,000,
As already stated, the ola company’s business Is
worth §1,500,000, ang this is incumbered to the
extent of $300,000, Itisthought that if $500,-
000 cash subscriptlons to the new company is
obtaiued it can take over the properiy of the old
company, wipe cut its debt and bave $200,000
working capital. Bounds can then be Issuea, and
in that way money epough obtained to make the
eunterprise feasible.

ORDER CHOSEN FRIENDS

A Number of New Laws Govern-
ing Councils Adopted,

The Grand Council of the Order Chosen
Friends assembled in second day’s meeting
of the ninth annual session yesterday morn-
ing at 10 o’clock, in Washington Hall, 35
Eddy street, C. M. Arnold, Grand Coun-
cilor, presiding.

The Committee on Distribution presented
a report, referring the several matters con-
tained in the general reports of the grand
officers to appropriate committees, which
report was adopted.

The Committee on Laws presented a re-
port on by-laws and amendments submitted
to them, which report was laid over for
future action. .

Appropriate resolutions of respect were
unanimously passed to the memory of the
late Philip A. Roacl, a Past Grand Trustee
of the order. =

The action of the supreme representa-
tives at the last session of the Supreme
Council, in endeavoring to obtain a deputy
supreme medical examiner for this juris-
diction, was concurred in by the Grand
Council,

_The report of the Committee on Constitu-
tion was taken up and the following im-
portant laws adepted: That the Grand
Councilor shall from time to time, as oc-
casion may demand, district the jurisdic-
tion for the appointment of Deputy Grand
Councilors; that the officers, stanaing com-
mittees and representatives of the Grand
Council shall receive their actual travel-
ing expenses when atltending sessions and a
ver diem of $250 for each day’s attend-
ance; that the Grand Recorder shall give
information relating to the ritualistic or
secret work of the order only to regularly
appointed Deputy Grand Councilors and
council deputies in their respective dis-
tricts; that the office of the Grand Council
shall be in the city of San Francisco unless
otherwise ordered by the Grand Council;
that Deputy Grand Councilors while visit-
ing subordinate councils in the district by
request shall be entitled to actual traveling
expenses incurred in traveling to and from
said councils, ths exvenses to be paid by
the Grand Council; that the by-laws of the
Supreme Council so far as applicable to the
Grand Council shall govern in all cases not
otherwise provided for.

A recess was then taken until 2 o’clock. @

On reassembling in afternoon session the
resolution reducing the salary of the
Grand Recorder, as also a reduction of of-
fice rent and general expenses, was taken
up. A spirited discussion ensued, occupy-
ing the major portion of the session, and on
being put to a vote the resolution was lost
by a decided majority.

A resolution suggesting that the subor-
dinate councils of this city lease a snitable
building ‘wherein halls may be furnished
for the requirements of the work of the or-
der, as also wherein offices maybe had for the
occupancy of the Grand Council, was de-
bated upon, and was finally referred to the
councils, with directions to present a plan
conforming to the ideas mentioned, to bé
presented at the next regular session.

The Grand Council then adjourned until
10 o’clock this morning.
