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MERRY BURGLARS.

Frequent and Daring Robberies
Reported.

Dentists’ and Docters’ Offices Are Daspoiled.
Histery of a Police Court ‘‘Pull”
Thieves in Clover,

The burglars and sneak-thieves are still
holding high carnival in this city and en-
joying themselves in a merry game of hide
and seek with the police.

This is an open secret in spite of all talk
to the contrary and the strenuous denials
of the thief-catchers, who stoutly maintain
that “the city was never quieter than now,”’
and, with a few exceptions, never so free
from crooks.

But their vietims—doctors, dentists, at-
torneys, merchants and all classes of citi-
zens—who have been robbed during the
iast two or three months believe otherwise.
It is seldom that a trace of the stolen prop-
erty can be discovered here, so it is quite
evident that the cieverest work has been
done by accomplished Eastern crooks who
have shipped their spoils across the coun-
try.

About five weeks ago several dental of-
fices were entered at night almost simulta-
neously and everything of value in these
places carried away. Since then the stolen
property could not have been more com-
letely hidden from the detectives had it
Lce:; sunk outside the Heads.

CHARACTERISTIC DARING.

The boldness of these burglars may be
imagined from the fact that even dental
engives, which are six feet in height, were
carried off at night from these offices un-
noticed by police or watchmen. Since then
the cffice of Dr. S. S. Kahn, in the Biythe
Building, was entered by burglars, who
took all the surgical instruments and three
batteries. One of the batteries contained
thirty cells and was a large machine, but
no one saw the burglar with it on the street.

Bradley & Rulofson’s photographic gai-
lery was ransacked the same night and
some ornaments taken. A few nights later
burglars made a second attempt to force an
entrance, but a new lock had been placed
on the dodr as a precaution.

Seeing that the lock was strong the
burglarsinserted a fine lock saw through
tiie panel aud sawed a semicircle around
the lock and then walked through the open
door. A few coats, some money and goods
were then taken. {

There are two watchmen in that building,
who could not account for the burglaries,
Dr. Kaun lost over 8500 worth of instru-
ments and ornaments, and has heard noth-
ing from the property as yet.

“DON'T SAY A WORD.”

*“Don’t say a word about it,”” said one of
the many victims of the ubiquitous erook
yesterday to THE CALL reporter. “‘That is
what the detectives tell me, and everybody
else, I suppose, when toldabout a burglary.
They say: ‘Keep quiet about the matter
and we’ll cateh the thieves and get your
property.” Of course we keep quiet, but
we never hear of either burglar or prop-
erty.”

Then there is another side to the jugglery
with criminals of the genus burglar which
creeps out of its hole at night and under
cover of darkness robs offices or dwellings
with impunity, as his wish ordains, and
that is the Police courts.

Even now, when burglary is at its height,
there comes to licht from the calendars of
Police Courts 2 and 3 a most glaring and
bare-faced evidence of official harboring of
this branch of erime. It is the “pull” ex-
ercised by James Conway, alias Connelly,
charged with burglary.

THIRTEEN CONTINUANCES.

Conway was arrested February 4th last
on & charge of attempt to commit burglary
in a lodging-house. He was released next
day on bonds of $§1000. Judge Joachimsen
set the case for Fabruary 13th,

Early on the morning of the 7th of
February Connolly was agdin arrested in
the act of burglary in a house on Sacra-
mento street by Officers Warnock and Me-
Mahon. He was charged at the City Prison
with burglary and the case assigned for a
hearing te Judge Lawler.

He was again released on bonds and the
second charge set for hearing on February
13th, the same date as that set for his hear-
ing In No. 3 court. Then there were
postponements until the 25th, March 3d,
11th, 17th, 19th, 21st, 25th, in all thir-
teen continuances in Judge Joachimsen’s
and eleven in Judge Lawler’s court, Both
cases are now set for the 24th inst, when
the same manipulations may be repeated.
It is said to be a concerted scheme to tire
out the witnesses and at last dismiss the
cases when no evidence against the de-
fendant will be forthcoming.

Connelly has many political friends, or,
in other words, a strong * political pull,”
and his friends are working hard to set
him free., The most ridiculous excuses
were given and accepted in the courts for
continuing his cases. Meanwhile influen-
tial burglars are held every day in these
courts for trial.

Edward Johnson (cclored) and James
Heron, who had been caught last Friday
night by Officer Jerry Dwyer, while takiug
toois from Casebolt’s carriage factory on
Union street, near Laguna, into which
they had broken, were held yesterday by
Judge Joachimsen for trial in the Superior
Court, in bonds of $£4000 each, on two
charges of burglary. They also committed
burglary in the dwelling of Mr. Casebolt,

OTHER OFFENSES.

Edward Lynch, an old offender, was com-
mitted to the House of Ccrrection yester-
day by Judge Rix to serve a term of four
months’ iinprisonment for stealing a quan-
tity of lead pipe.

John Miller and Edward Johnson, young
men, who, it is said, éntered the dwelling
of W. E. Denison, 110 Broadway, last Mon-
day night, and stole all the silverware, bric-
a-brac, ornaments, etc.. that tkhey couid find
and conveniently carry off, were charged at
the City Prison yesterday with burglary.
Detectives Bee and Harper have them in
charge.

Officer Lean found the stolen property in
a lodging-hiouse on Market street, and with
the detectives, soon afterward took the men
iuto custody.

On May 13, 1882, he was convicted of rob-
bery and sent to the Industrial School.
January 2, 1885, he was again sent to the
Industrial Schiool for petty larceny to
serve a term of six months. August 18,
1886, he was arrested for petty larceny,
but escaped from the City Prison. He
was recaptured later on, and the 26th of
November was sent to the House of Cor-
rection for six months. August 30, 1887, he
was arrested on suspicion of being re-
sponsible for a number of burglaries, but
was released on account of there being no
conclusive evidence against him. Four
days later he was arrested for petty lar-
ceny and sent to the House of Correction
for six months,

Miller is a graduate of the Industrial
School. In May, 1882, when only 13 years
of age, he was first arrested, and since then
Las spent his time between that institution,
the House of Correction, and, when at lib-
erty, victimizing citizeus.

Ah Hey, a Chinese who was caught steal-
ing shoes from a Pine-street auction-house,
was arrested by Sergeant Shields yesterday
for petty larceny. 'T‘he stolen shoes were
held as evidence against him.

NOTICES SENT OUT,

The Clubs Have Been Asked to Pay the
Tax for Relalling Liquor.

Charles W. Eldridge, the Internal Reve-
nue Agent on this Coast, has taken steps
to compel the clubs of this ecity to pay the
8pecial internal revenue tax, as do all
other retail dealers in liquors. As pub-
lished exclusively in THE CALL a few days
ago, Mr. Eldridge served notices on thir-
teen clubs of this city and Oakland and is
now waiting for the officers of the organiza-
tions to come forward and pay up.

He will walt a reasonable time, ten days
or two weeks, and unless the taxes are then
forthcoming will begin suits against all
those who refuse to pay. The penalty for
a refusal or negiect to pay isa 50 per cent
addition to the taxjand a fine of notless than
£100 or more than $5000, and imprisonment
for not less than thirty days or more than
two years,

The way in which Mr. Eldridge discov-
ered that the clubs are liable to pay the
tax but are not doing so is as follows: A
saloon-keeper of Santa Rosa had a quarrel
with a certain club of that ecity, and to *‘get
even” informed the Revenue Agent of that
district that the club was seliing liquors and
was liable for the tax. The deputy com-
Inunicated with Mr. Eldridge and the latter
to his unfeigned astonishment discovered
that not ouly the Santa Rosa Club but like or-
ganizations all over the State have for years
not paid their taxes,

The result of his notices sent to the clubs
will be awaited with interest.

The Business Is Not Payineg.
A petition has been presented to the Su-
perior Court for the sale of the personality

of the estate of Joseph Spanier. 1t sets
forth that the cigar and tobacco business
on Kearny street has not paid running ex-
penses for a loug time, and should be sold.

Io Durance for a Debt.
Sergeant Price, in charge of the China-
town wvolice, was informed on Tuesday
night that a Chinese named Ah Sou was

held in confinement in a room of a lodging-
house oun Jackson street, by highbinders,
for a debt of $90. The Sergeant and his
squad found Sou guarded by several des-
peradoes, but he took the prisoner away
and gave him shelter in the City Prison.
Sou owed Ah Ling $90, and the latter re-
sorted to this expedient to enforce pay-
ment.

WATERING SQUARES.

Spring Valley Wants Pay for the
Wet Months.

A meeting of the Water Committee of the
Supervisors was leld yesterday afternoon
at which was read the report of John Q.
Brown, the Gas and Water luspector, rec-
ommending the shutting off of water from
public squares and grounds during the four
rainy winter months, thus effecting a say-
ing of $4100 annually.

William F. Herrin, attorney for the Spring
Valley Water Company, said that the city
had veen charged the same as individuals,
at so much a month, The water order con-
tains no limitation or condition relative to
the weather. If notified the water would
be cut off, but when put on again the
usual charge would have to be made. If a
building is vacant for a period of months the
usual monthly bill is ¢harged unless a noti-
fication 1s sent to the company and the water
is shut off.

Iuspector Brown’s son, who represented
his father, cited two 1nstances where su.ch
was not the case, viz.: the old St. Ignatius
College building, occupied on the .}essxe-
street side as a school, and the Girls’ High
School, both structures having been burned
and no notification given. 3

Supervisor Kingwell asked if, because the
order said nothing about such charges, the
comyany claimed the right to collect.

Mr. Herrin replied affirmatively. The
company claims that it is justly a charge.
It canuot overlook the whole city and tell
whether this or that consumer has used
water. The order makes no provision for
non-payment where itis claimed no water
has been used.

Supervisor Boyd stated that the company
has no right to charge for water not actu-
ally used. No order or contract contem-
plated collecting for goods not delivered.

Attorney Herrin replied that as long as
water is on the premises it is subject to the
use of the consumer, and if he does not
want it he should have it shut off. The

theory of Inspector Brown is impracticable
and would merely atford an excuse to avoid
the payment of water rates. Brown’s re-
port provided something at variance with
the water order of the board, which pro-
vides that monthly charges shall be made.

Mr. Herrin further maintained that the
records would show that lnspector Brown
had approved Dbills for water for the same
public squares for months as wet as any
against which objection is now made. He
could not understand why so much zeal
should now be shown when bills for this
purpose had been approved for years.

Supervisor Bingham could not see how it
could be determined beforehand whether a
winter would be wet.

Mr. Herrin was aboul to suggest that the
matter be sent to the City and County At-
torney when Mr. Boyd interrupted him,
saying that the proposed reference should
properly come from the committee and not
the attorney of Spring Valley. The ques-
tion was then referred.

A WOMAN'’S HEAD

Found on Bakers Beach Where
Medicos Had Buried It.

The Morgue officials were informed yes-
terday by an excited young man that a
woman’s head, torn from the body, was
lying on the sands of Bakers Beach, bleach-
ing in the hot sun.

He had seen it but a short while before,
and had no doubt that a murder had been
committed out there, as from the number
of flies that were buzzing about the place,
the body was evidently near the head, but
hidden under the sand.

Deputy Coroners Meloney and Smith
drove out to the spot and found a skull that
had been dissected by medical students
some time ago. Shreds of flesh and skin
were still clinging to the bony jaws and
nose.

It is customary with some students to
bury dissected paits of Lodies in the sand
for months to bleach out thoroughly.

AN ABSENT-JUROR.

E. N. Brown Causes & Delay in the Trial
of tte Flynn Case.

The case of Walter Flynn, charged with
receiving and also secreting articles stolen
from a United States mail-carrier, was re-
sumed in the United States District Court
yesterday, but nothing of interest was de-
veloped during the morning session.

When the case was again called at 2
9’clock, Juror Rufus N. Brown did not re-
spond to his name, and the court, jury,
counsel and prisoner sat quietly down to
await his coming. A guarter of an hour
elapsed, and Mr, Brown being still absent,
the covrt began to fear he had followed
with disastrous results thie example of Mr.
Simpson, the juror who drank the liquor
sold in the neighborhood of the Appraiser’s
Building and made a scene recently during
the trial of Mrs. Sarah Althea Terry.

After an hour, during which every one
expected to see Mr. Brown come stumbling
in and be rebuked or fined, a United States
Marshal was sent to find him. Another
hour passed and still Mr. Brown failed to
materialize, and as several deputy marshals
who were cut seeking bim reported their
failure to find him, the case was adjourned
until this morniog.

Unless Mr. Brown can give a satisfactory
explanation when he appears tg-day, he
will probably receive more than a rebuke
from Judge Hoffman.

DANGEROUSLY 1LL,

Charles M. Bache of the Coast Survey In
a Bad Conditlion.

Charles M. Bache of the Coast and
Goedetic Survey, who was stricken with
paralysis a few weeks ago while on a train
and on his way from Washington to this
city, where he expected to take charge of a
surveying party, is still lying dangerously
ill at St. Luke’s Hospital. The physician
who is attending him, while not giving up
all hope, is of the opinion that his case is
very serious, and that his age (over 60) will
weigh heavily against his chances of re-
covery.

Mrs. Bache, whose home is in Philadel-
phia, and who was summoned immediately
after her husband’s condition became
known in this city, has arrived with her
son, and both are in attendance on the pa-
tient. The sick man, who is a great-grand-
son of Benjamin Franklin, has been in the
service of the Government for thirty years,
and has attained an enviable reputation as
an officer and a gentleman.

It has been made to appear since he was
stricken that he has been secretly ailing for
some years, but was too proud to acknowl-
edge his condition when called upon to take
charge of a surveying party to the southern
part of thiis State,

SHE IS A FRAUD.

How a Woman Swindles People by Her
Lottery Scheme.

A respectable-looking woman 1is selling
loitery tickets in this city and Oakland for
& drawing for an opera-glass which will, in
all probability, never take place. She rep-
resents herself as an agent for the Society
for the Prevention of Cruelty to Children,
for which she states she is selling the tick-
ets. She also uses the name of Nathaniel
Hunter, Secretary of the society, and by
this means, as well as her plausible address,
{ngpnges to dupe a great many sympathetic
adies.

Secretary Hunter denounces her as a
fraud, and wishes it known that his society
is not running a lottery to help support it-
self, neither does it require suéh means of
subsistence.

Depositions of Two Auctioneers Who
Knew Mrs. Asheroft.

The depositions of Lewis and David
Davis, father and son respectively, and
auctioneers in Soho, England, were read
yesterday in the Blythe trial.

According to the son’s deposition he first
saw Mrs. Julia Asheroft (Florence’s mother)
in the latter part of 1873 or the beginning
of 1874, when she called at his father’s
store, where Joseph James Ashcroft, her
husband, was employed.

Deponent was also present at the mar-
riage cf Julia Perry to Joseph James Ash-
croft, and testified that he had been ap-
proached by Mrs. Kate Perry, stepmother
of Mrs. Asheroft, who asked him to testify
that he kuew Florence’s mother only two
months before her marrinqe to Asheroft.
She asked this for Florry’s sake, but the
deponent refused to comply because he
had known Mrs. Asheroft a much longer
time than two months previous to the mar-
riage.

The deyonent declared further that Ash-
croft had told him that Julia’s father had
forced the marriage after Florence’s birth,
and that Asheroft had frequently referred
to Florence as his child and seemed very
proud of her.

The deposition of Lewis Davis was simi-
lar to that of the son.

Not Yer Recovered.

William J. Price was before the Insanity
Commissioners yesterday for examination.
He was arrested on Thursday evening for
attempting to cut his wife’s throat with a
knife-sharpener. He imagines that he has
a telephone in his head, and is receiving
objectionable messages from his family.
He has been in the Siockton Asylum, and
was released only last September,

TIRED OF LIVING.

Ivory Bean Jr. Attempts Suicide
After a Debaunch.

Ivory Bean Jr., n middle-aged man who

lately was employed as canvasser for a
shirt firm at 121 Post street, attempted to
take his life yesterday by slashing his neck
with a razor,

He had been drinking heavily of late, and
apparently his debauch affected his mind
and nerves to an extent sufficient to cause
his rash act. He inflicted two deep gashes
on his throat, but as they are not of a dan-
gerous nature he will probably recover.

Rev. Charles Weudte, pastor of the Uni-
tarian Church in Oaklang, took him to the

Labor and Capital.

Editor Morning Call: In this morning’s
Cawry, C. B. S. contends that Henry George
is mistaken in his claim that wages are not
advanced by capital, because labor is some-
times employed unproductively, as for in-
stance in opening a mine that will not
pay, or starting a tunnel or a canal that
cannot be completed. Mr. George does not
claim, as 1 understand it, that wages are
not jaid from the product when there is no
product. In all such cases both labor and
capital are wasted—thrown away. The
employer agreed to pay the laborer, whether
any value were produced or not, and took
the cbances of profit or loss. If he loses, it
is because e has caused the production of
something that has no vaiue. It is capital

lost by injudicious investment, not capital
advanoced to labor,

1 cannot see how the fact that labor may
be employed unproductively proves that
capital is the mother of labor. Is not capi-
tal the product of labor applied to the
materials of nature—that is, to what Mr.
George defines as land? If labor applied to
lsnd produces capital, how can capital pro-
duce or be the mother of labor? w, G 8,

A TERRIBLE FALL

In Which a Child Sustains Prob-
ably Fatal Injuries,

PEDDLERS OF MEAT,

The Butchers Petition That Their LI-
censes Be Increased.

At the mesting of the Supervisors’ Li-
cense Committes yesterday several repre-
sentatives of the retail butchers appeared,
and urged that the license imposed on meat
peddlers be fixed at $75 a quarter.

One of the delegation represented that
peddlers pay $10 a quarter, while retail
butchers pay from $40 to $150 a quarter.
Most of the pedalers are aliens, and many
pay no license.

Objection to the low rate of the peadlers’
license was made by another representa-
tive, who said that a butcher from his sav-
ings established a shop to support his fam-
ily, paid a high license and rent. The ped-
dler, with no rent, and but little license,
can undersell the butchers. Ona pays $25a
month, and the other $10 for three months.
The quality of the meat sold by peddlers
was also characterized as bad.

Supervisor Bush suggested that the opin-
ion of the City and Couuty Attorney be ob-
tained as to the power of the board to make
a special license, and this was done.

BILLS OF EXCHANGE,

The Alaska Improvement Company Sued
for 8$9240.

A complaint was filed in the United
States Circuit Court yesterday by the Bank
of British North America aganist Ho-
ratio T, Barteling and James KEva, stock-
holders in the Alaska Improvement Com-
pany, to recover $9240 and Interest. The
complaint alleges that on the 5th of
April, 1888, the Alaska Improvement Com-
pany, b{ iis bills of exchange, required the
firm of William T. Coleman & Co. to pay to
itseif, the Alaska Improvement Company,
the sum of $9240; that Coleman & Co. ac-
cepted the bills, which were subsequently
indorsed to the bank, but refused payment
at maturity, notice of which was given the
imFrovement company.

The bank therefore sues to recover judg-
ment for the value of the bills from the de-
fendants as stockholders in the improve-
ment compauy.

Albert Wieland’s Share.

The sale of Albert G. Wieland’s interest
in the real estate, personal property and
good will of the John Wieland Brewing
Company has been authorized by Judge
Coffey. Albert is a minor, and owns an
undivided eighteenth interest in the prop-
erty. His guardian, Henry Bahimann,
gives the ward a bond for $50,000 before
proceeding with the negotiations for the
sale, which is made subject to confirmation

The
value of his business is unknown. He be-
queathed all his property to his widow,
Letitia Stewart.

MILLIONS IN LUMBER.

Convention of Representative Re-
tail Dealers,

A Protective Association Is Organized.
Amendments to the Constitution.
Officers Elected.

An influential and thoroughly representative
convention of the retail lumber dealers of the
State, representing an estimated capital of at
least $40,000,000, met at the Chamber of Com-
merce yesterday.

About seventy-five delegates responded In per-
80n to the clrcular publisbed a fortnight ago ex-
clusively In THE CALL, and the Retail Lumber-
dealers’ Protective Assoclation is now an accom-
plished fact. Among those present were:

'W. H. Talbot, of Pope & Talbot; George H. Fayne,
A. W, Starbird, S. Carmen, President of the West
Valley Lumber Compauny and manager of the Porta
Costa; F. P. Hooper, President of the Valley Land
Company; Ira Hooper, President of the San Psdro
and Santa Barbara companies, Powell, Shackléford
and others,

A. W. Starbird was elected Chalrman and
Messrs. Rogers and E. Raum Secretarles, the fol-
lowing committee appointments were made:
Messrs. Little, Sbackleford and Thomas W,
Richardson, Committee on Credentlals; Messrs,
Payne, Hinn and Power, on Organization; Q
'\'\’. L. Reed, Plerce aud Kennedy, on Constilu-
on.

Alter passing the clauses of the constitution
seriatim the consideration of the by-laws was
proceeded with. As set forth In the circular con-
veuing the meeting, the object of the constitu-
tion is mainly the protectlon of its members
fgalost sales by wholesale dealers and manufac-
turers Lo contractors and cousumers. ‘The cou-
ditlons of membership, election of officers, ete.,
Is fully dealt with,

Or the by-luws, Section 3, after considerable
discusslon as to the unfair pressure that would
bear on lumber companies haviug several yards
In one city, was amended so that the initlation
lee should ve £10, with an assessmeut of $2 H0
PEr outh tuerealter, any mewber operatiug
more thau one yard, situated In dilferent cities
or towns paying the dues named for each yard
operated by bim.

Section b, the most important, provides that
wheuever any wholesale dealer or mauuiaciurer
or their ageuts sball sell to any person nota
regular dealer, or to any lumber-dealer not a
member of the associition, upon infermation
lodged by any member doing business in that
district, the Secretary shall notify such mauu-
facturer or wholesale dealer who made such
shipment, that he has a clalm of 10 per cent of
the value at retall rates prevailing at point of
destination of such sale agalust hlm for such
shipment. In the event of sueh wholesale
dealer defying the Secretary or Board of Di-
reciors, the list of those with whom the associa-
tion may (rade wiil not inciud= hls name, and
nni; member Lhen dealing witkh him will be ex-
pelied from the association.

Provision Is made against making any such
complaint on account of lumber sold to original
munufacturers, or wholesale dealers iu thelr
legitimate business, or steaw railroads operated
by locomiotives.

Section 7 states that It is contrary to the spirit
of the organization for one retalier to ship lum-
ber iuto the teiritoiy of any other retaller, both
belug members of ‘the associatlon, at less than
the rates established by the retaller for that ter-
ritory, providing said rates are not higher than
the established retall rates at the main point of
supplies for that territory, with freight added.

Alter the adoption of (he by-laws the election
ol Directors was proceeded with., Messrs.
George W. Hooper, George H. Payne ang S. L.
Richards were elected to serve one year, repre-
sentiug respectively San Fraveisco, Alameda
Couuty and Sacramento. The three elected to
