
LIFE'S TRIALS.

f\ Los Angeles Woman Pats
an End to Them.

Mis. Harriet M. Palmer Sends a Ballet
Through Her Heart

Prospect of a Speedy and Satisfactory Set-
tlement of the Strike of Quarry-

men at Rocklin.

Los Angei.ks, April 10.—Mrs. Harriet
M. Palmer committed suicide at the Menlo
Hotel this afternoon at 2 o'clock by shoot-
ing herself through^the left breast with a
45-caliber revolver. She left a note, which
reads as follows : "lam thoroughly tired
of life, and so end it by my own hand.
Please kindly send notice of my death to
my aunt in Canada, Mrs. Henry Burton,
332 Queen's avenue, London, East Ontario,
Canada."

Atthe Coroner's inquest to-night it was
developed that her husband was very ill
with heart disease and was slowly dying.
He was under the influence of an opiate
and could not give evidence. The attend-
ingphysician testified to the deceased being
irritable, and, it seemed, mentally unbal-
anced, having on different occasions threat-
ened to commit suicide. The family was in
straitened circumstances, and it was pre-
sumed the proposed removal of her husband
to t!ie hospital preyed unon her mind and
caused tlin rash act. The verdict of the
Coroner's jury was in accordance with the
above facts.

WASHINGTON LAWS.

Legislative Bills Returned to the Secretary of
State Without Objection.

Olympia, April 10.—This Is the last day
for Governor Ferry to veto bills passed by
the Legislature, which recently adjourned.
He has vetoed only the "Act granting the
right of way to railroad companies over
lands belonging to the State." The act
provides bridging across navigable streams
outside the line if navigable sections.
The following bills were returned to the
Secretary of State without objections.
They will,therefore, go into effe.-t, in ac-
cordance with Act a, Section 12. of the
State Constitution :Senate bills—The duties
of the Secretary of State; authorizing rail-
road companies to construct branches ;inex-
tension of relief of purchasers of school
university lands sold under the laws of
Washington; limiting the time within
which action can be brought for the recov-
ery of real estate, aud defining the rights of
telegraph and telephone companies. House
bills—Relating to building, loan and sav-
ings associations; assessment and collec-
tion of taxes; regulating the practice of
medicine nnd surgery; classifying of coun-
ties according te population; enumerating
county cflieers; restoration of court records
destroyed by fire; relief of Ellen S. Steph-
enson: securing equal privileges and rights
to residents of the State, aud amending the
Commissioner oX Deeds Act, approved
March 6, I><X).

Organization of a Coal and Mining Company
RspubHcaa Convention.

Santa Ana, April10.

Los Angeles cap-
italists were here Sunday to investigate the
coal mine at Santiago Canyon and formed
an o rganization called the Carbondale Coal
Mining and Water Compauy. They pur-
chased 300 acres for mining purposes and
are to erect a dam 400 leet wide by 40 feet
dtep to irrigate the San Joaqum ranch of
over lut.ooo acres.

U. Loon, a prominent citizent,
met with public disapproval and the case
was dismissed by Justice Marks this morn-
ing. A lack of fullknowledge of a real es-
tate transaction was the basis ot action.

A member of
the Ceniral Committee was chosen from
each vqtini: precinct, twenty-four in num-
ber.

The Cam-
paign Committee chose C. F. Manson as
Chairman at a meetine held immediately
upon the adjournment of the convention.

Erickson
must have had the utmost confidence of bi3
employers, for his embezzlements are
claimed to cover a period of several years.
He had no dissipated habits, was neither
addicted to drinking nor gambling, and itis
supposed that he has a large amount of his
stealings with him.

Two Tulare Farmers Arrested for Complicity
in a Murder.

Visai.ia, April 10.—Sheriff Overall as-
sisted Detective J. C. Burke yesterday
evening in arresting and bringing to town
Charles Marxand James Rice, charged with
being implicated in a murder committed
six years ago, in Hardin County, lowa. It
appears that a gang of lowa counterfeiter*
had been vigorously shadowed by Henry
Johns, a United States Grand Juryman,
until their organization was broken up. In
revenge they succeeded in murdering
Johns and two of his relatives before scat-

arrested, have ranches and families on
Kawi-kah River, in this county, and Detect-
ive Burke has been around here for months
quietly working up the case. He left with
the two men this morning for lowa. They
willpass through Sacramento this evening.

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BACKAMENTO BTIIEKTS.

The Improvements to Go Forward— Proposition
to Issue Credit Certificates

Sacramento, April10.
—

At a meeting of
Citizens to-cight it was unanimously re-
solved that the street improvements in Sac-
fauiento shall be forwarded and that the
proposition to raise $100,000 by the issuing
ofcredit certificates shall be submitted to

a vote. The sum Is to be expended inper-
manent street improvements, with the un-
derstanding that three-fourths of the cost
of the improvements shall he borne by the
property-owners and one-fourth, equal to
street-intersection cost, shall be borne by
the city at large. The indications are that
the proposition willreceive approval at the
ballot-box by an immense majority.

CALIFORNIA VIUCd/TUIIE.

Arrival of a Government Agent to Obtain
Thorough and Reliable Statistics.

Sacramento, April 10.—Colonel Gard-
ner of New York, Government agent on
viticultural statistics for the coming census,
arrived here to-day to enter on his duties.
He says he is sent out to thoroughly exam-
ine and report on the subject of viticultural
interests in California. The census of 1880
cives him no statistics of any value as a
basis of operation. He will, therefore,
work from the beginning, lie says he
finds that $50,000,000 is invested in the in-
dustry and that the grape-growing
Interests of the State of California
have become so important in relation
to the other iudustries of the country as to
cause his work to be laid out. as separate
and independent of that of the Supervisors
of Census appointed for this State. He is
instructed to make a special study of the
raisin industry. He has two months to do
the work and expects the hearty assistance
of the people of California. Colonel Gard-
ner is instructed to make his headquarters
at Sacramento, but to officially visit all
parts of the State. He willnold a consulta-
tion with the Governor to-morrow and then
begin his work.

JOHNSON'S OPINION.

State Funds Available for the Veterans' Home
Association.

Sacramento, April 10.—Attorney-Gen-
eral Johnson has written an opinion to
Colonel A. EL Rockwell, Secretary of the
Veterans' Home Association at San Fran-
cisco, stating that he believes the appropri-
ation of $10,000 by the Legislature of I>S7
for certain purpose? on behalf of the Vet-
erans' Home Association of California is
now available, as the home has been in
effect a State institution for a number of
years, but more recently it has become so
by a direct and specific act of the Legisla-
ture.

THE SAN QUENTIN ESCAPE.

The Prison Guards Return From Their Search
Without Tidings of the Convict.

San Qikntin, April 10.—Forty guards

have thoroughly searched the country
around San Kafael and San Ansehuo, with
no trace whatever of Grillin, the escaped
convict, and most of the guards have re-
turned from their weary night and day
search. Constable Wilson of Vallejo bavins
telegraphed General McComb that he held
a iunn answering Griffin's description, his
fulldescription was telegraphed, butdid not
correspond.

DEATH FKOM LOCKJAW.

Fatal Result of an Accident at a Bate-Ball
Game.

Los Angeles, April 10.—To-day W. J.
Bolaud, a deputy constable, died of lock-
jaw,after terrible suffering. March 30th,
In a game of baseball played between the
constables and policemen for the benefit of
the orphans, Bolaud was one of the piay-
era. In running the bases he ran into a
player, fracturing a thumb. Ten days later
lockjaw set in. Deceased leaves a family.

OF THE QUEEN'S OWN.

Captain White Retired to the
Home for Inebriates.

About two months ago there came to San
Francisco a real English army officer of the
"Queen's Own," Aldershot. lie was a
"lali-de-da masher" in gorgeous scarlet, of
slender but soldierly build, with a martial
nir and a figure and face that would un-
doubtedly have many charms for suscepti-
ble misses of the admiration school when
officers are in sight

He wished himself known as Edward
Arthur White of her Majesty* Koyal
Artillery,out here on a vacation. He was
accompanied by a dog—a spotted fox ter-
rier with a short tail, a l'Anglaise, and such
a name— Ajax!

But Captain Edward Arthur White, etc,
is now a guest at the Hotel Jewell in apart-
ments adjoining those of James G. Fair Jr.,
waiting for the reptiles and rats to disap-
pear from the city. (The Hotel Jewell is
popularly known as the Home for the
Inebriates). And to make matters worse
generally, t he Captain's bosom friends are
sweltering in the vile and fetid atmosphere
of the City Prison— waiting for something
to happen.

What that something is they cannot for
the life of them venture to say. One of
these friends is Arthur Levald of "Lun-
non," the other C. E.Matthews of Australia,
both bloods who adorn the Baldwin Hotel
portals ou Market street, merely for the
benefit of benighted ladies.

When registered us guests at the prison
the familiar legend "petty larceny" was
placed opposite tlieir names to their great
horror. Tney are accused of stealing from
the Captain. Both are dude.s, who blessed
Providence forbeing genuine English dudes,
but did cot for being denied a claim upon
the rank of British aristocracy.

AJAX WAS STOLES!
Captain White, etc., had not been in SanFrancisco many days when some vandal

stole the pride of his heart— his dog, Ajax.
Itis asserted that the English colony wasup in arms over his loss, yet Ajax of the
shorn ears and bobtail could not be found.
This was really horrible, you know.

Sequence: Captain White bcean to reduce
the surplus quantity of fine liquors in some
downtown driukiug place, seeking thereby
to drown his sorrow. The end of it, how-ever, was that he bad to retreat (P. P. C.)
toward the NorthBeach establishment from
ah overwhelming charge of spotted snakes
with vari-colored tongues ;in fine, the Cap-
taiu had a bad "jag."

He. was not long in the Hotel Jewell when
he made the acquaintance of the affable

The young millionairethen penned a veryfeeling and affectionate note and addressed
itto 'Sconchin Maloney, private detective.Market and Third streets." He gave the
note to the Captain, whose thanks he waived
with a deprecatory sweep of his hands.Then Captain White of her Koyal Majes-
ty's, etc., wrote a long letter, fullof pathos
and words of deep woe, appealing to Scon-
chin as a last hope for the recovery of his
classic terrier.

"I'llgive thebloomingdetective, y* know,
three pun ten for finding Hajax/' hn as-
serted as he sat down to rest after mailing
the note. Itwas a bargain, although De-
tective Maloney was heard to exclaim ina
moment of excitement:

"Blankety blank, the blank jay. What
does that crazy soak of Jewell's inebriate
fortification on Telegraph Hilltake me for,
anyway? a terrier hunter? A nice state of
affairs.

THEY STOLE HIS VALISE.
The twain withdrew but again opened

negotiations for a loan, and White again
declined. Levaid thereupon became very
angry and knocked the Captain down with
a stunning blow in the face.

Then he picked up a valbe containing all
the Captain's toilet articles and decamped.
With Matthews he forced, open the gripand
they sold the crested and coroneted combs,
brushes and other articles to a Market-
street dealer. The valise was then given to
a trunk-manufacturer opposite the Palace
Hotel to repair, and there itwas found yes-
terday by Detective Kogers.

After becoming sober to a degree, they
obtained some faint realization of the seri-
ous nature of their action and immediately
went into seclusion. Yesterday, however,
the British mail arrived, and Levaid. who
was expecting a letter from his Londonsweetheart, emerged from his hiding-place
and went to the British Consulate to obtain
it, where he was promptly placed under
arrest.

Levaid was very Indignant, but the sight
of prison bars had a telling effect on his
nerves, and he weakened enough to admit
the theft. lie also said that Matthews
lived with him in obscuie lodgings at 316
Minna street. Matthews was found in bed
there shortly afterward and occupies a cell
withLevald.
