Donahue's Executors Stop the Proposed

I'i»|i sil of Oellnquent Stock.
Peter J. McGlynn and J. F. Bergin, executors

of tire estate of J. M. Donahue, have brought
suit to enjoin the sale ol any of the stock of the
Hotel Rafael corporation for delinquency.

Donahue took 250 of the 2000 shares of the
company, paying therefor SL'S,OOO. Last month
the fifth assessment was levied, eacb share being
taxed Sl2. Only 87G shares of the capital stock
had been taken, leaving 1124 shares in the hands
ot the corporation the stock subscribed bavlug
been fully puldup.

The complaint sets forth that $47,500 was
paid for the site upon which the hotel was
eiecied in San llafael; that uo effort was made to
sell the balance of the stock, and that JohuHenry yon Scuroeder, a Director of the corpora-
tion, offered to pay oil the mortgage on trie prop-
erly,provided the Directors would distribute the
stock 011 baud amnug the stockholders, which
would l>e Illegal. His charged that the Direc-
tors have Incurred indebtedness beyond the
subscribed capital slock and Hie Couit is there-
loie asked to enjoin the sale.
