ness. A good many people thousbt it just
possible that there might be something In
it. ..lie Bible records visions and direct
communication between the Creator and
chosen people and it seemed possible that
what had been true at a former peri d
might be true at the present day. There is
little use of reasoninjj against a vague ap-
lireliension. It i- not possible to dimon-
.-trate that a prediction willnot be fulfilled.
The apprehension is not removed by show-
ing that the pretended prophet is turnius
the delusion he has inspired to hi? own
financial benefit. The feeling still remains
tliat the prophecy may turn out to be true.
It is a question to what extent people who
make prophesying a business should be per-
mitted to practice their deceptions. There
is a general feeling against any infringe-
ment upon the Cieedom of conscience or of
speech and there is always a difficulty in
determining what is real and what Is sham.
When a man who is otherwise sane de-

clares that he had a visionno one can prove
that he does not believe what he has stated.
Any action of the law which savors of per-
secution is certain to create sympathy and
thus gives importance to ravings which
might otherwise pass unnoticed. But if
these disturbing predictions are renewed,
as they probably willbe, and a future date
fixed for the disaster, it might be well to
exercise the undoubted right of the public
to protect its weaker members. Whether

pretended prophets are self-deiud. d
mere may not be readily

nstrated, but the authorities will be
.i in prctectiag the community from

further Impositions of this character.

AN AMERICAN POLICY.

.:. rIngalls is reported as saying that
the Polar Sea should be the nor'hern
b nndary of the United States, and the In-
teroeean canal the southern boundary. The
Kansas Senator does not probably expect
to lealize that iolicy in his own lifetime,
lie has outlined what may happen in the
future. The Polar Sea boundary is not,
perhaps, beyond the reach of the present
generation. Mexico and Central America
are, Inpoint of time, further off. Itis not
easy to imagine tiie condition of things that
would induce ilexiro to join her fortunes
with those of the United States. Under
any t< rm union with tue United .States
would wound Mexico's national pride. It
would be absorption rather than union.
Mexico is nn independent nation with vast
natural resources, and there is no reason
DOW apparent why she should not continue
to develop those resources on her own ac-
count. AVith Canada the ouilook is differ-
ent. She is rapidly outgrowins her present

condition of dependency, and will soon• between independence as a separate
ration and union with the United Stales.
Material interests draw them tills way.
There is no known sentiment on the part of
tUe people which seriously bars the nay to
uuion. The line between the two countries
is imaginary. Railroad lines are woven in
and out according to the lay of the laud.
The bonding privilege as practiced permits

Canadian roads to carry goods from one
American town to another, in the frsce c.f a
law which denies to vessels tho same privi-
lege. Natural forces combine to draw the
two countries together, and no insurmount-
able obstacle stands in the way. '1be Pan-
American Conference will, without donbt,
draw the several nations of this continent
closer together. It is, perhaps, as well for
a time tl.at there should be do proposition
of a purely political character to detract
from the inUuences whicn the conference
inii?l)t otherwise exert. Both Mexico and
the ilepiiblirr of Central America will be
better friends with the United States if
there is no talk of annexation to excite
their jealousies.

A SOUTHERN VIEW.

While New England is toan extent chang-
ing front on the tariff question, the South is
Coming round to the old New England view
of the value of protection. The Atlanta
Chronicle, only one of several Southern
paper*, says: "Itwillbe a disastrous day
f r the whole country, and the South es-

ly, Wfcen the home market, which is
the mest profitable in the world, is thrown
open to foreign competition." From an
industrial point of view, several of tin-
Southern States are about in tiie position
the New England States were when the
pmtective policy was established. All
manufacturing industries are new in tbe
South and less able to compete with foreign
nations than tbe old, experienced and
wealthy establishments of the Kast. Alany
New England manufacturers aro now say-
ing that with raw material they can bold
thrir own with their foreign competitors,
but such competition would he fatal to the

\u25a0 iiiwindustries of the South. Ifthe race
question were settled, there is little doubt
but that three or four Southern Slates
would vote with the part}' that promises
protection to American industries.

RHODE ISLAND.
Itis probable that the Democrats will

li;;\i:a tetter ouitiion of the Australian
tjvtMa of voting, now that they liave car-
ried a Kepublican State under it. The va-
cancies in the Khode Island Legislature
have been filled, and the Democrats have a
majority. Ting insures the election of Da-
vis, tho Democratic candidate for Gov-
ernor. The loss of the State is due in Dart
to tbe demand of Now Kuel»nd manufac-
turers for Xree raw material. There Is a
vciy slight change in tbe number of votes
cast for each ticket, butitserves to measure
the strength of the free raw material clique
in the Kepublican party. The temperance

THE NEW ItULKS,

There is not so much talk as there wns at
one time about submitting the new rules
of tue House of Representatives to the
Supreme Court. When Speaker Reed first
counted members of the House us present
whom lie saw before him, the Democrats
declared the decision an outrage. Somo
leaders who Uo not take a close view of
such questions were confident that the de-
cision was unconstitutional. But a closer
view of the matter suggests the difficultyof
pointing out the provision of the Constitu-
tion which was violated by the counting as
present members whose duty it was to be
present and wlio actually were present.
The Supreme Court has bad Borne knotty
cases to decide, but hardly one so shadowy
as tin.-. The t (institution, iv so many
words, eive.s the Speakei power to enforcit
tlieuttt'iidaiii-eofiiieuibersot the House, and
the inffrenoe is tliat he would be allowed
to count tin-Hi us making up a quorum after
he iiajsecured their attindance.

FARM PRODUCTS.

A contemporary argues that there is no
overproduction when tlie wants of the
whole world arc considered. To an extent
this is true. If ronsumption In Europe,
Asia and Africa reached as high an average
as in this country there would be an increase
in the demand that would absorb the sup-
ply, But production !ws to be considered
rather with a view to the ability of the peo-
ple of the world to buy th.in to their wants.
If the wheat-growers of Russia and India
consumed us much of their product as the
American wheat-grower does, neither coun-
try would have much left to export. But
as wheat is the one product which willal-
ways command cash the Russian and In-
diau wheat-grower bells wheat and lives on
some, product less salable in the general
market, Itis a common saying in England
thai the American prairies have ruined the
English farmer. American competition
has been and still is too much lor him.
Agiicultural lands have fallen in England
from 10 per cent in favorable localities to
50 per cent inothers. The American wheat-
grower, with his cheap fertile land aud his
labor-saving machinery, lias placed wheat
in the English market at rates below the
cost of production in England. What is
true of wheat is true to a less extent per-
haps of breadstuff^ ingeneral. Itis prottv
certain that the American rate of pro-
duction will not continue much longer.
One year with another we are consuming a
larger proportion ol our products. Laud
under cultivation N wearing out and can
only be restored by the use of expensive
fertilizers, and the p:: dn :> almost
exhausted, rhere remains but about 10,-

tiration, and the population is

growing as the urea cf available land de-
ere ises. The low price of (arm products
the last year is largely due to more than
average crops in the principal grain-grow-
ing countries of the world. England, iv
spite ol the (act that wheat-growing is one
year with another unprofitable, has for the
last three years produced a larger portion
of her demand than in preceding years.
A year or two of average crops would proba-
bly brin.; prices up to the American cost of
production.

FO REIGN-MADE GLOVES.

The New York arm of Mills & Gibb3 sell
\u25a0boot $500,000 worth of gloves each year.
The linn imports directly about $30,000 or
$60,000 worth aud buys the re.st of agents.
The Junior member of the firm tells why
they buy of agents. The firmitself lias its
goods invoiced at their real value. The
agents they buy of are not so scrupulous.
When an importer goes to Europe, accord-
ing to .Mr. Gibbs the foreign manufacturer
asks him how he shall invoice the goods for
the Custom-house. Iftold to invoice at the
true valuation he expresses surprise. The
rule is apparently to make a special in-
voice for the Custom-house at perhaps one-
half the true valuation. Mr. Gibbs, who
wants the duty taken off cloves, says
that a change from ad valorem to specific

duties w.iuid not lieln the matter, ;t- gloves
range in cosi. from ?4 Mto S-4 n dozen, and
to impose the tame duty on the low-priced
Rloves as on hi^b priced would be to tax
the poorest buyers live times as heavily as
the richest. There is a solution of this
glove problem which Mr. (Jibbs possibly
has not thought of. We uinke a pretty
good liiticie of gloves in the United States.
A snfticieut suecihe duty would transfer
the industry to this country. The very
rich who willhave Parisian gloves at what-
ever cost Would not mind a heavy duty.
The glove-making business cannot well be
controlled by a trust. U.it little capital is
required to commence with, and there is no
scarcity of glove-makers. Portions of the
trade can be readily acquired and would
serve to give employment to some of our
unemployed women.

KllllOlilALMlttS.

The Supreme Court of the United States
has affirmed the decision of the Circuit
Court in the celebrated habeas-corpm case
of David Neagle, the Deputy Marshal who
shot and killed David & Terry while he
was in the act of assaulting Justice Field.
The opinion was delivered by Justice
Miller, Justice Field being absent. This
finallydisposes of all proceedings against
Neagle.

The Eastern cranks who prophesied that
Chicago and Milwaukee were to have been

destroyed by flood yesterday were as far off
in their prophecy as were their fellow-
cranks in Oakland. People who make an-
nouncements such as these ought to be
placed where they could rave to their heart's
content without their ravings being made
public.
