Berlin, April 15.—Tho Prussian Diet
was opened to-day by Yon CaprlvL Inhis
speech he said: "Itis not my intention to
state the Government's programme, but
having hitherto held aloof from political
lifeInow wlah to speak a few words In
order to approach you personally." The
Chancellor referred to the important posi-

tion held by Bismarck, and expressed the
hopp that in the future the empire would
continue secure. "The edifice of the State
was cemented firmly enough to resist wind
and weather. Moreover, the noble person-
ality of the youim monarch tias already

manifested Itself at home aud abroad." He
affirmed undying belief In the future of
Prussia and of the German empire resting
on Prussia's shoulders.

"Both fnr a long time to come would be
an historical necessity. Both could antici-
pate a future full of hope. The Emperor
had said his course would remain the same.
The inauguration of a new era, therefore,
Is not to be expected, although a more har-
monious solidarity wou'.d be manifest among
the members uf the Diet." In conclusion,
the Chancellor said he would allow the
widest scope to practical criticism, and
would adopt what was eood wherever
found. He would co-operate with all per-
sons bavin; at heart the interests of Prus-
sia and Mining to foster a monarchic feel-
ing in Prussia and a national feeling
throughout tlie empire.

THE DARK CONTINENT.

Emm Disputes Some of Stanley's Statements.
Caravans Fitting* Oat.

Berlin-, April15.—The National Zeitung
piildi>hes a communication indirectly from
Emiu Pasha, iv which be corrects state-
ments recently made concerning him by
Stanley. Itsays that when Emm left the
equatorial province with Stanley he was
accompanied by a few soldiers only, but
this was because a period of twenty days
was fixed by Stanley as the time for leaving
the province. This was too brief to allow
the men to be re-enlisted. The defile re-
mained iv the hands of the Egyptians when
Emm toft. Stanley t>r. Ujcbt Emm only
twenty boxes of ammunition, when Emiu
at that time h.id in his possession 120 boxes.

A dispatch fiom Zanzibar states that ad-
ditional porters, to the number of 2t>>, had
)pft there to- join the caravan whicn Emm
Pasba is fitting out at Bngamoyo for the ex-
pedition into the interior. The dispatch
al-o says that Major Wissman i^ equipping
five other caravans, one of which willpro-
ceed to the country north ol Lake Tangan-
yika, and a Portuguese expedition, 1200
strong, has gone up the Shire Kiver Lv
attack Mpouda.

A BLOODY RIOT.

The Police of Borne Compelled to Disperse a
Bis S'cialut Meeting.

Rome, April15.—Aserious riot occurred
to-night, the result of the police dispersing
a Socialist meeting. Tlio meeting was the
largest one of its character ever held in
Rome. The speakers indulged in revolu-
tionary harangued of a violent description,
and tlieir listeners evinced their approval
by iiowls, cheers and curses. The police
were ordered to disperse the crowd and
were attacked with stones and clubs. The
police were compelled to charge on the mob
with deadly weapons. The rioters were
scattered. Several were wounded and a
number arrested.

THE WORKINGMEN.
Building Operations Stopped in Chicago.

Indianapolis Carpenters' Strike.
Chicago, April15.

—
The building trade

here is still at a standstill. This morning
the striking carpenters fulfilled their
promises to tie up the town. A few at-
tempts to do work were made by the bosses,
but in most instances but one man reported
for work where fifty should have been en-
gaged.

Auother stiike was added to the list this
morning by the cloak-makers employed at

Sie^i-1 Brothers refusing to resume work
and demanding the removal of their fore-
man, on the ground of las being obnox-
ious.

The new Brotherhood Base-ball Park
contractor secured fifteen carpenters lrora
various country towns ami started work on
tin; new grand stand. Within a short time
a committee of the strikers was on the
ground. The contractor feared violence
and asked for police protection and a squad
of officers were 'sent to the park. The
strikers' committee had however succeeded
in inducing the new men to leave their
places and join the union. An effort will
be made by prominent citizen! to bring the
representatives of the strikers and the
bosses together for a thorough discussion
of the cnu.-e of the strike.

Jmhanai'dlis, April 15.— A strike of
Indianapolis carpenters for eight hours be-
gan tiii>morning. Eight hundred men are
out. They ask i>s cents per hour aud shorter
days. Au uuiiMialamount of building is In
progress and the strike is serious. Itis
likely other trades willsympathize.

The rarpsntenr strike was officially
inaugurated to-night, the contractor*
issuing a manifest thai 27/£ cents
would be the maximum wages, with
poor workmen graded less, niue hours
conitiHiiing a day's work, running till
November Ist, and after that time eight
hours, bixty-fivo employers signed this
manifesto. The strikers met aud re-
quested a Conference Committee, but no
reply was made..

Muskogke (Ind. T.), April 15.

The
largest suit yet filed with the Federal Court
at Jluskogee is that in which ex-Governor
Crawford of Kausas, General Porter of
the Cherokee Nation and others are sued
by the Cherokee Government for
5462,000, this being the amount al-
leged to have been wrongfully taken
from the sales of the Oklahoma lauds
as attorney's fees and lobby fund.
The matter has engendered bad feeling and
bad bloud among the leaders, both in tho
Creek and Cherokee Councils. Two par-
ties have been formed, and already there
have been two men killed in feuds growing
out of the difficulty. Crawford and Porter
aud their associates have the indorsement
of the Federal Government.

WORKING-GIRLS' ASSOCIATION.

Dodge called the convention to order and
mad« the. opening address.

ATTACHEMENT RELEASED.

An Unprofitable Government Postal -C rd
Contract.

AHSOKIA (Conn.), April15.— An attach-
ment was placed by Wilkinson Bros., postal-
card manufacturers here, on the property
in this State of A. L. Daggett, a well-known
politician of Brooklyn, who recently secured
the Government contract for supplying
postal-cards. Tho attachment was subse-
quently withdrawn and an effort willbe
made to come to some arrangement.

$50,000, for which it received nothing from
Diiggett. The attachment was for £40,000.

FEDERAL COURTS.

House Bill to Define Their Jur-
isdiction Passed.

Judge Field Decides to Spend the Summer
Months in Europe.

rf

A Joint Conference on the Silver Prob-
lem—An Agreement Likely to

Be Reached.

Special by the California Associated Press.

Washington, April 15.— The House to-
day passed a bill to define and regulate the
jurisdiction of the United States Circuit
Courts by a vote of 131 to 13, the Sneaker
counting a quorum and declaring the bill
passed. Anamendment, proposed by Mills,
that half of the ndditional seventeen
Judges created by the billbe appointed from
each political party was rejected by a vote
of 94 to 119. The bill withdraws all the
original jurisdiction now vested in the
United States Circuit Courts and vests the
same exclusively in the District Courts of
the United States, and provides that the
Circuit Courts of the United States shall
exercise such jurisdiction on writs of error
and appeal as a eorrt exclusively, except
that it has the power to issue all remedial
processes.

The Circuit Courts are to consist of pres-
ent Circuit Judges and no others, to be ap-
pointed In each circuit by the President,
by aud with the advice aud consent of the
Senate. Itrequires three Judges to consti-
tute a quorum, and then, in caso eitner of
the Judges is absent at any term, the Senior
Circuit Judge of the circuit may require the
District Judge of the circuit to sit in his
place for the time being. But there must
always be one Circuit Judge present, and
no Circuit or District Judge before whom
a case was tried in the District Court can
sit on the same case in the Circuit Court.
The Circuit Courts are to be courts of rec-
ord.

The terms ol the Circuit Couits are to be
held as follows: First Circuit, liuston; sec-
ond, New York; thud, Philadelphia;
fourth, Richmond; fifth, New Orleans;
sixth, Cincinnati;seventh, Chicago ;eighth,
St. Louis; ninth, San Francisco. A writ
of error from the Circuit Court or ap-
peal to the Circjit Court may be had
in rII criminal cases where the Circuit
Court now exercises jurisdiction by writoferror and pending appeals of writs oferror.

Judgments of District Courts in all crim-inal cases are stayed until finally deter-
mined by the appellate court Civil casesnow removable from State courts into the
Circuit Courts of the United States may be
removed to the District Courts of the
United States iv the territorial jurisdiction
of which they were commenced. The Cir-
cuit Courts are t^ave_fiuaL.|urisdiction on
a[>.,:,i . wflfolerrof iu'all rase-S irt Whfeii
jurisdiction is acquired by District Courts
by reason of the citizenship of the parties
only and in which no question arises under
the Constitution, laws or treaties of the
United States. Hut questions arising in
tins class of cases of a novel, difficult or
important character may be eertilied to the
Supreme Court for determination, in the
discretion of any two of the Circuit Judges
'.ryiug Hie case.

CHINESE CENSUS BILL.

Proposed Amendments to Be Introduced by
Senator Evarti.

Washington. April13.—Senator Evarts
presented in tlie Senate to-day sundry
amendments which he proposes to offer to-
morrow to the Chinese Census Bill, which
was reported from the Senate Committee
on Census and Is now on the calendar for
consideration. He provides that all Chi-
ne-o children born in the United States shall
not be considered Chinese witiiiu the mean-
ing of the act. By striking out the words
"subsequent to June 1, IWW," lie strikes out
the entire third section regarding penal-
ties; or ifit shall not bo stricken out heproposes to amend it by striking out the
provision for imprisonment for five years
and inserting a provision that they may boheld in custody for six mouths, after which
they shall be deported. In the seventh sec-
tion he inserts the following after the pro-
visions for tlie census certificates: "Any
Chinese person, other than r, laborer, who
has lawfully entered the United States and
who lias departed or may hereafter de-
part therefrom, shall be entitled to re-
enter tlie United States, upon evidence sat-
isfactory to the Collectors of Customs of the
port or place of entrance thai he or she has
theretofore been in the United States andthat he or sue is not a Chinese laborer, and
that the Collector of Customs shall issue a
certificate to every such Chinese person
upon his or her re-entering, under such reg-
ulations as may be prescribed by the Sec-
retary of the Treasury, which certificate
shall have the same force ;md eiTect as thecensus certificate provided by this aot."

THE TARIFF BILL..

Changes Being Made br tha Ways and
Means Committee.

Washington, April 15.—The Ways and
Means Committee did not net its bill into
the House this morning, and there is some
doubt about the report being made before
to-morrow. Carlisle finished his minority
report and it was approved by his col-
leagues, but tiio majority lias, at the last
nioment, met with propositions for changes
in the way of compromise, which caused a
delay. They were in session until 1o'clocklast ni;;iit, bavins to deal with the Bngar
men, the New England men, who want freebides, and the ingrain caruet men, and
finally adjourned without theirdifferences
being settled. Later this afternoon they ex-
pected to have a meeting to consider the
compromise witli the sugar men. A dele-
gaioii of sugar-planters of Louisiana have.
COtne forward with the proposition to ac-
cept a bounty, as at first proposed, ifit is
insured for fifteen years. All the sugar
men will proHibly agree to this, and it is
thought that the committee will agree to
make a provision that the bounty shall ruu
for lifteen years. There are two proposi-
tions on tills subject— oue Is to keep the
duty of one-half cent per pound and give a
bounty of one and a half cents pt-r pound,
and the other is to take all the duty oft
sugar and give a bounty of two cents per
pound. Formerly the proposition for a
bounty did nut fixany definite time during
which the bounty should be paid, and the
sugar men feared that the bounty wouldvery soon be taken from them. Ifa com-
promise is reached, as it is expected, tha
controversy as to the sugar clause willbeover.

The conference between the sugar pro-
ducers and the committee lasted all the
afternoon. At it9 conclusion the sugar
men appeared wearlujf contented looks on
their laces. To-night it is learned on jjood
authority that the conference resulted in a
compromise. Sugar is to be admitted tree
of duty, and in return the (Jovermeut is to
pay a bonus of 2 cents per pound to home
producers, and guarantee the bounty for at
least ten years.

M'CAIiLA'S CASK.

WASHntGTOS, April 15.—Judge Advo-
cate-General Kemy to-day submitted a pre-
liminary report to Secretary Tracy iv the
HeCalla case, recommending that Comman-
der Bowman 11. McCalla be tried by court-
martial on charges based on facts developed
during the recent Investigation by the Court
of Inquiry into the late cruise of the United
States corvette Enterprise. The Secretary

JOINT CONFERENCE.

Senate and House Committees Discuss the
Bilver Bill.

Washington, April15.—The Senate and
House Kepublican Committees on the silver
question held a joint session for two hours
this morning. Very radical differ.mcea in
the views of the Senators aud Representa-
tives were disclosed, but there was an earn-
est purpose shown to harmonize diffarences
ifpossible.

One of the chief points upon which the
committees could not agree was the pro-
posed increase of national bank circulation.
Such a proposition, itwas said, could not
secure a majority in the House.
Itwas finallydecided to commit the sub-

ject to a sub-committee of fiveSenators aud
five.Representatives, who willcontinue the
work of hunting for a common grouud on
which they can stand.

The sub-committee held a meeting this
evening, and after a long conference suc-
ceeded in practically hannouiziug the main
points of disagreement. Itis expected that
at the meeting to-morrow an agreement
willbe reached on the redemption features
of the bill,which willallow bullion ceiiiti-
eatM to be redeemed in lawful money. The
coinage per month willprobably be fixed at£4,500,000.

JUDGE FIELD.

He Has Decided toSpend the Summer Months
in Europe.

Washisotox, April15.— Justice Stephen
J. Field, who has been ill for a day or two
past, informs the agent of the California
Associated Press that he willnot return to
California this year, but that he willspend
the summer in Europe. He says: "For
fifteen consecutive, years Ihave been going
yearly to California to hold Circuit Court,
andIfeel the need of rest. Besides that, I
do not find it quite agreeable going every
year. 1 must, of course, render many
judgments, which, while it makes many
friends, must also make many enemies. Itwears on one iv time to f.How itup for con-
secutive years, when we are required by
law to go but once iv two years. Between
the praise of litigants who are awarded
suits aud the criticisms of those who lose,
the situation becomes trying, consequently
1thinkIshall take a siiort season to my-
self."
Itis generally understood here that Judge

Sawyer will resign his position on the
bench withina very short time. He i3on
bis way here and will cousult with the
President regarding his successor.

A RELIC OF LAFAYETTE.

Congress Aakod to Pay His Expenses for a
Trip to This Country.

Washington, April When General
Lafayette whs invited to this country In
1524 as the nation's guest, he came in the
ship Cadmus. Of course no attempt was
made to collect any fare from the dis-
tinguished visitor, nor was any bill pre-
sented to him for what ho ate or drank
while he was joyously voyaging over the
main. The bill has, however, been pre-
sented to Congress and amounts to §9371 67.
Years ago the captain and owners of the
Cadmus departed this life, leaving their
descendants but little more than the mem-
ory of their good name and this Intangible
and uncollectible bill. Senator Evarts in-
troduced the bill to-day aud if the Commit-
tee on Claims makes a favorable report, theheirs of the good men who are gone may
pet their money. But they willnot get the
Interest which this money would have
e-dfflfidbad it been invested anywhere else
than in the National Treasury, Congress
does not pay interest?- -~L

PUBLISHfcItS PKOTEST.

Strong Objection' Mads to th« Proposed
Change in Postage.

Washington, April There were a
number ofgentlemen, representing some of
tiie largest publishing linns in the LTnited
States, before the House Committee on
l'ostoffices and Post roads to-day to pro-
test against the passage of the bill provid-
ing that all publications purporting to be
Issued periodically and to subscribers, but
which are merely books or reprints of books
issued complete or in parts, bound or un-bound, sold by subscription or otherwise,
shall bo subject to postage at the rate pre-
scribed by law for third-class matter. The
billh»3 already been formally reported to
the House by the committee. Mr. Flan-
nely was the only speaker to-day, after
which the subject was laid aside until
Wednesday of next week, when the com-
mittee will hear further arguments from
tne opponents of the bill.

CONSUL MATTHEWS.

He Will Proceed to Tangier on the Maa-cf-
War Alliance.

Washington, April IC—The Secretary
of the Navy this morning cabled to the
commander of the United States steamship
Alliance at Gibraltar ordering him to wait
there until the arrival of the United
States Consul, Matthews, and then to sail
withhim to his post at Tangier, before pro-
ceeding on the way to China.

make his appearance at Tangier at this timeon a man-of-war. lie v expected to reach
Gibraltar to-day.

Yellowstone Park.
Washington, April15.—The House Com-

mittee, on Public Lands at a meeting yes-
terday agreed to make a favorable report on
the Senate bill extending tho boundary of
the Yellowstone National Park, with an
amendment granting the right of way
througli the northern end of the park to thu
Montana Mineral Kailroad Company. Tho
House bill for the same purpose was
ordered to be laid ou the table.
