Business has been fair during the past week,
though the local bank clearings were J2.000.000
less than for ihe same week In 1889. There are
no paiticular features of Interest beyond those
to be found under ibeir respective heads below,
Ifa sharp advauce ivsilver all over the world be
excepted.

THE CHAIN MARKETS.

Cereals as a rule are active and stiff. Wheat
Is Hardening all over the world, aud Inthis mar-
ket shippers willnow pay $1 SO for the general
tun ofNo. 1. This Is the highest point touched
for several months. The demand Is fair at the
advance. Freights me strong, in sympathy
with wheat, and Iron vessels are being chartered
at 35', U.K., Havre or Antwerp. Hour Is also
favorably Bisected by the rise In wheat, though
quotations have not yet been marked up. There
was great excitement lv the New York wheat
market Friday afternoon, 20,000,000 bushels
being sold in options at a radical advance lv
prices. Wall-street, Western and foreign houses
taking In large blocks of May, June and July.
The Government crop report, showing greatly

reduced estimates of the yield, was presumably
the cause of the rise. The advance lv Liverpool
lias closely followed the rise In silver on ex-
change account, but the American crop outlook
das nevertheless been a potential factor.

HELD FOR MURDER.
Michael Cbebuker .Must Answer f.,r tlie

KilllnE of MartlD.
The preliminary examination of Michael

Chebuker, charged with the murder of
Philip Martin in the iatter's saloon at 540
Clay street, on March 31st, was held yester-
day before Police Judge Lawier.

Tbetestimony waa similar to that given at
IbeCoroneVs inqaett, and already published
in The Call. Chebuker was seen in Mar-
tin s saluou by a messenger-boy of the
Western Union Telegraph Company, whowan at Ihk Call with a message on thenight of the murder.

Another messenger had heard a brawl inme saloon and upon c;ossing the streettaw Chebuker leaving the plnce. He iden-tified the prisoner. as that man.

EXTORTIONATE JEHUS.
A Police Judte Orders Them Into Cus-

tody for Kohberr.
John Morrell, a cook of the Industrial

School, appeared yesterday in Judge
Joachimsen's court on a charge of assault
to murder. The evidence showed that Mor-
rcll had engaged Joseph and Thomas Clark,
hack-drivers, to taka him to thu Industrial
School one night last week, for which he
paid them at the corner of Mission, and
Fifth streets.

When at the corner of Thirty-first street
and Sau Jose road the vehicle was stopped,
and one of the brothers, desceuding from
his box, demanded that Morrell pay morefare, for tlio drive wai too long and the
hour late— or early. Morrell refused,
whereupon the brothers suggested that he
had a watch and should give that up to
them. One of them also caught him by the
throat and attempted to rob him. Finally,
believing that lie was about to be robbed,
Morrell drew his revolver and lirei three
stints into the air to frighten his assnilauts
away, aud also to attract the polico in the
vicinity. One bullet passed uncomfortably
near the >kuil of one of the L'larks, who
was then scampering madly down the road.

Then the ntlicers arrived and took Morrell
into custody on a charge of assault to mur-
der. Hut the accused had no murderous in-
tentions. All he did was to defend himself
from highway robbers, which he claimed
on the wituess-staud that the Clarks were.

Without a minute's deliberation Judge
Joachimseu dismissed the charge against
Morrell, saying that it was a clear case of
ittUMiiptto rob him. He ordered tiie Clarks
into custody, and they wero locked up in
fie City Prison ou a charge of attempt to
commit robbery.

HEADING THEM OFF.

Chinese Cannot Pass in Transit
for Mexico.

The Collector, Through the Department, Scores
an Important Point Against Chinese

Invasion.

Collector of the Tort l'lielps added another to
Ills already long list of important victories over
the Chinese who try to evade the Restriction
Act,wneni telegram arrived from Washington
yeslerday morning announcing the revocation of
the Treasury Department regulation allowing
Chiueca laborers to pass through this country la
tr.iTimt for Mexico.

When Chinese laborers first began to pass
through the port of San Francisco with through
tickets to (iuityma* and other Mexican ports
little attention was paid to them, as It was sup-
posed that they were going to work on farms or
In mines in Mexico*

The customs official* In the southern part or
this State, however, began to discover that in-
stead of going in- the ports to which they were
consigned, but where steamers did not touch,
they were landing at ports neat me American
frontier aud gradually sneaking back lutoUnited
Slates territory.

Alarge number were captured in the act and
Collector i'nelps was then made cognizant, of
the fact.

THE COLLECTOR ACTS.

NOT TO LET THEM GO.

Though the sailing of the City or Sydney wasdelayed for two Hours no auswer came to Hietelegram, anil Mr.Plielps, acting under the ad-
vice ol ihe United Slates Disinct Attorney atlast gave a reluctant cousent to the sailing ol the
steamer.

Yesteiday morning the delayed telegram from
the department arrived, and though itcould notbring b;ick the elsluy-seven coolies who hadgone south by the Sydney It put an elective stop
to one of the principal loopholes through which
Chinese illegallyleak into the country. Itwasas follows:

"Itwillnot itit a stop to all smuggling ol thiskind," said the Collector, "for we must allow
them to pass through in tiaiult for Panama,
Havana, etc.. but it is a slew In the rich! direc-tion and wehope soon to stop all who waveany
chance of escaping aud wlio try to pass through
the country." ..-,-...

A TRIP TO
MOUNT ETNA.

It Is Most Graphically Described

by Edgar L. Wnkemau.

Scenes In and Around Catania— A City of

Houses Builtof Lava— Streets Paved With

Lava— Food as Tasteless as Lava.

Catania (Sicily). March n, lfino.—One has
to resist tiie strongest possible temptation to
classic musiugs at Catania. Inthe paean and
Christian history of the eastern shore ot the
island of Sicily, or that portion extend-
ing from Messina at Its northeastern ex-
tiemity past Catania, about midway be-
tween, to Syracuse, in a nearly direct north
and south line, one can almost read
the history of tlia world. Exactly half way
between Messina and Syracuse, its summit
about the same distance from that part of
the lonian Sea known as the Strait of Mes-
sina, as it lies a trifle west of north of
Catania, stands that origin of countless
mythologic furies and incalculable actual
destruction, the most majestic aud feariul
volcano of all Europe, Mount Etna.

From any of the tiny lava peaks in the
suburbs of Catania within one's rango of
vision the fancy can summon to their olden
places the myth-wraiths of Jove's most
powerful helpers, frowninz from Etna's
smoky crest; the wraith of Emuedocles
wandering on Etna's side, clothed in purple
aud bearing a Delphic crown, five centuries
before Christ; of Dionysius the Elder, 200
years later, after destroying Xaxos, scaling.
the walls of little Mola above like a fero-
cious bea«t to butcher its defenders ;of the
silver-tongued Aleibiades, down there in
the amphitheater, built between 400 and
500 years before Christ, 'Which you can to-
day see beneath ages of lava, enthralling
the Catanians with his loving speech,
while the Athenians were treacher-
ously entering the city along the
shore; of the demigod warriors and
philosophers Sashing like meteors within
the scenes of the Koman Ampitlieater,

scarcely less majestic than the Coliseum,
whose fragments still exist beneath the
street of Slesichoros; of that old law-
ma ker we ought to have at Washington,
Charondaa, who decreed that legislators
should only make or unmake laws while
standing with a halter arouud their necks
before the people, ready for hanging, should
their propositions fail to prevail; <<f St
Paul fervidly preaching a simple faith in a
simpler vay than Christianity now enforce!
Us unyielding nnd aßgressive creeds, down
ttiere among the lowly upon tlio lonian
shore; away to the south, tlio wraiths of
eoiiutipss ho-ts of invaders who perished
upon the ('atauian plain*.

OXCE THE GRANARY OF THE WORLD,
Where Ceres, with her own divine hand*,
sowed the hrst wheat and taught men to
till the soil, and beyond, skirting thelonian blue, those myriad wraiths of myths
and humans tliHt knew the biath, acme,
decay, despair and destruction of that most
uiHguifii-ent of all Hellenic cities, glorious,
sad, transcendent, pitiable Syracuse. For
truly all this and a thousand-fold more are
seen with the eyes of sense and thought,
while the lightning-flashes of fancy course

the realms of mythology and history.
There, at Etna, Euccladus, bound beneath
Jupiter's earthly throne, turning upon his
lieiy bed every century or so, shakes the
world with his earthquakes. Here, at Cata-
nia, twenty centuries of storied treasure and
art lie buried beneath seas of liquid fire.
Beyond, at Syracuse, the noblest magnifi-
cence of Greek achievement is crumbling
beneath centuries of filth. The sen, the
morasses with their deadly miasma, and the
ever-threatening furies of Etna alone re-
main. Resplendent civilizations are anni-
hilated. Etna roared, the seas engulfed,
tin; morasses swept hosts away. That
was 2000 years ago. We say of that
time superstition was the mother of
mythology. Let Etna roar, a tidal
wave engulf, or a stinking swamp breed
a pestilence to girdle the earth, a more
sodden superstition and fatalism are here
to accept the old, and create new, bugaboos
to-day. A\ hat availed St. Paul's austerity,
St Peter's beniguancy, or even that a
Christ was born, to such as these?

Buthow can you long continue lcl'.h
gods, when vile beggars chase you from one
classic point to another, and alert and ven-
turesome fleas, brave as another Italian
whose discoveries we are about to cele-
brate, swarm over new worlds of conquest
upon your toothsome American anatomy?
It is impossible. And so you see Catania
With eyes of to-day. Those view two
or three long, handsome streets with
white facade!) aud towering domes.
Back to the bay half-destroyed by
lava, and, in the other direction, toward
tiny peaks and luxuriant vales, run narrow
lanes whose structures are low aud black.
These are all built of lava blocks. The
streets art) paved with lava, fountains
are carved from lava, floors are tiled with
lava, interiors are built from lava, the
very dishes one eats from are turned out
of lava, and the bread one gets is hard,
shiny and tasteless as lava itself. You can
never gst away from a constant conscious-
ness of the source of destructlveness and
revivification howling Etna is to Catania, to
its near cities, the dense population herding
all about its base, even to smiling and ex-
ultant nature itself. Over eighty eruptions
of Etna are of historic record. Itspews out
rivers of liquid lire every generation or so.
These obliterate cities, villages, the very
face of nature.

TBS PEOPLE BCB A\VAY
And let the lava cool. Tlieu they coins
bark and dig out their homes, or compos-
edly cut blocks from the handy substance
and build anew. Where the uld vineyards,
olive and tii? plantations onco were,
new ones spring like magic if the porous
stutf be barely scratched by pick or hoe lur
aeeding-places. Never will the line.

O'er Death eternal Life i;bloisncilng,
Come to you with such flash of forcefulncss
as here.

Perhaps i«,000 souls exist in Catania.
The palaces which bonier her principal
streets are very uew, splendid andereat;
l>ei haps the Biftcaria I'aUce, which houses
vast stores of (Jreek sarcophagi, terra cottas,
vases and sculptures excavated from thelava, being tlie most imposing. Then there
is the Marina, where the lowly gather and
listen to the music of Government bands, a
lilthy place much loved by the lazzaroni.
but the Bellini Garden, out on the heights
toward Etna, is surpassingly beautiful; and
in this you will see military officials re-
splendent in uniforms and decorations, lords
and princes covered with insignia of rank,
all the really interesting aristocracy of (Ja-
tania, and truly the moat winsome, suulfnl-
ey<Hl, empty-headed women of Sicily. Of
the'Ureeco- Roman remains the theater can
be visited by the use of guides and torches.
The ancient Odeum is near; and lv Arche-
busiri street will bo found what Is left of
the Koman Amphitheater. Under tho Pi-
azza del Diiomo, adjacent to the great (albe-dral, are the Komau itftlhs; but tho best-preserved specimens of these are seen un-
derneath the Carmelite Church, Where
then: still remain In marble the warm bath,
tho hot-Water bath, the vapor bath and tlie
lire-room and tlie disrobing-room. There
are many medieval half-ruined structures
•if interest in Catania; while tho unfinished
Monastery of San Nicola is, excepting that
(if Malra in Portugal, the largest and most
impo-ii::;; in all Europe.

But the traveler is not so much attracted
to Catania by its reminders of a mighty
past as he is to put eyes and feet upon the
monster which all through that known
time stood nionuiiig or thundering above it.
its ascent is begun within the very streets
of the city. Strada Etna, Catania's longest
street, beginning at the very edge of the
purt side, leads almost due norln toward
lh« volcano's peak, within a few feet of
11,000 feet above the level of tho tea, and
fully twenty-eight miles away. Tho area
of country dominated by the moun-
tain, and at all times subject to over-
flow of lava, is astounding, its circum-
ference is fully 170 miles, and it describes
an irregular circle, of greatest diameter
from north to south. Catania stands at the
extreme of a southern deflection In its
southern segment. The Alcantara River,
rising in Its northwestern foothill*, Hows
to the northeast, thence circles

into the soa. The Simeteo lliver. hay ing
its source at tho northeast, near that of theAlcantara, circles thu base, first to the
southwest, then southward, and then Hows

the east, running wilh almost a straight
wall olsnore, cuts a thin segment out ofthis Circle. liut within this extraordinarily
distinct circle of 17U miles there is uut a

guish to be unadulterated lava soil- sodwhich is not subject to-day, or any othertime, to a new cuating \u0084f njolteu lava. The
entire majestic contour ol the mountain,

ing the base, along tho sea-shore, around
to the north by the shores of the Alcantara,
around to the south along the inner or
northern shore of the Simeteo, find crowd-
ing up to the very edge of its lesser volca-
noes, are between sixty and seventy cities
and villages, housing

every human

being in lifp-long danger of destruction—
upward of 300,000 souls.

1}is a singular fact that within all the
EWia mountain area, there is but one road
leading to the cone. Th it is from Catania.
Therefore Catnuians block the way to the
peak with every device known to the imag-
ination of man for yielding tribute.
Swarthy boatmen at the quays, muleteers in
the plazas, porters at your inn, consuls' at-
taches everywhere, all manner of officials,
and even members of the nobility, dig pit-
falls for the stranger that ho may be robbed,
gracefully and under the law, before seeing
Etna. The guides are represented to the
world as the chief robbers here. They are
simply trillingincidents in comparison to all
the catastrophes of extortion. "Etna de-
stroys us," said an official in smiling expla-
nation; "we utilizes its grandeur to rebuild
our fortunes." A pleasant arrangement
this for the Catanians; but. let me tell those
who are to come here the truth, i'ou can-
not make the ascent of Etna as it is ordi-
narily made for less thau §100. Permission
to make this] move, then that one, then
another, comes through apparent diplomacy ;
but always after an outlay of money. Then
there are the animals, their attendants; the
cooks, their attendants; needed and need-
less provisions; necessary and unnecessary
clothing; requisite and dangerous liquids;
aud altogether such an outlandish para-
phernalia of cumpulsorv outfit that one truly
stands appalled by a sublimity of extortion
before

THE CITY'S GATES ABE PASSED.
Fortunately Iwas an observer of, rather
than a victim to, this manner of plucking.
1had livedat a little Sicilian lodging-house
in Algiers. Its landlord, half Moor and
half Italian, had a Sicilian cousin at
Catania, who also kept at albertjlii'tto or
small lodging-house in the Gambayita quar-
ter, lie was thin as a stick of macaroni,
brown as a piece of lava, tender as a Sicilian
lit.1, and liis name was lialbiuo. He had
been a guide's attendant; then a guide; had
saved to many napoleons as would pur-
chase his tiny aiberghetto; aud having
arrived at ease aud competence, could now
and then indulge a kindly impulse, or enjoy
an unselfish act. We were quod friends at
once. Constant talk about Etna and his
adored Sicily brought the old mountaineer
spirit back to Halbiuo; aud shortly, not as a
service but a delight, he became my guide
for the ascent of the volcano.

As everybody who lias visited Etna
knows, there aro three dreary stages in the
a-ceiit; the first from Catania to -Nicolosi,
thencti to Casadegli Jnglesi, and thence to
the cone; and that the traveler is forced by
custom to make an afternoon and evening
of itto and at Nicolosi; to be routed out of
the inn there for an all-night journey of ter-
ror to the Casa; and then whilo it is still
dark to be hauled up thu final ascent more
dead than alive, to become trmijceiidently
elated over the howling furies of the crater
or a sunrise from Etua, even ifone needs be
supported upright to see them. IJalbino
said that was barbaric, as itis; and that we
should go as Christians, as we did. We set
out on foot, iucumbered by no impedimenta
whatever. Flung over iialbiuo'a shoulder
was au ancient hide double pouch, similar
to our iild-tiine saddle-bags. These were
tilled with oranges, with which, as we sat
and rested by the way, we refreshed our-
selves. Balbiuo was like a chattering
school-boy, and his tales ol eruptions, lava-
lloods aud l"ss of life aud property were
appalling. The landmarks of his simple
old memory flamed along reaches of liquid
lire. The present, the languor and evslucy
ol the budding year, the sea of llowers
zoning old Etna's base, the maze of vine-
yards aud olive grove* on every hand, the
cascades leaping from the mountain sides
nmlodiously to the sea, as Acis onw leaped,
changed luto a stream, from the same spot
to 6uurt in the lonian waters with Ins
mermaid love, Galatea, aud the matchless
threnodies of Sicilian birds from « very
covert, copse and grove, he nt-ither saw nor
heard. Etua is said to have three climatic
/.ones— the torrid, the temperate and the
frigid. The tropic laud liea at its extreme
ba -. The Sicilians call this the Piedimon-
tana. It teaches almost io Nicolosi, where,
after vagarous loitering, we arrived touard
evening.

FOB ABOUT EIGHT MILES
Further stretches IIBosco, the wooded
region, forming the temperate zone. From
the upper edge of this to the crest of the
cone lies eternal solitude In the frigid zone.
This they term Discoperla.-Hie uncovered;"Netta, the barrens, and Diserta, the desert.

In the little white mountain village of
.Nicolusi, lialbino took me to the house of
his frit-lids. Some of his family were fioat-
herders around the bases of the lesser crat-ers on Etna's side; onn was the village mu-
sician, a ne'er-do-well, who piped at moun-tain weddings and festivities; and threewere stalwart guides, who contemplated
Balbino s strange freak of permitting
any strauiero -to \u25a0 escape plucking withmournful and deprecatory faces. In themorning necessary provisions for the ascentwere secured. These were interesting; to me,
for they were only those which an old
guide would provide for actual needs.
Each was given an extra woolen
waistcoat. Those would be needed
higher up. Two pewter canteens each of
which held three pints, one tilled with
wine and the other with water, were
ordered. Each of us carried a tremendous
woolen blanket twisted, hung from oneshoulder, the ends lied with thongs of kid-
skin. A little belt full of tiny pouches
was tied around Halbiuo's waist. In one
w;i~ stowed a packiiee of resinous kindlers.
Another held a goodly measure of ground
coffee. In another were pepper and salt,
and in two of the front pouches, carefully
wrapped, reposed a half dozen fresh eggs.
Over my own shoulder hung a pouch filled
with a generous allowance of fresh bread

-
and cold broiled fowl, l'ackaues of cigars
and plenty of matches completed our out-
lit. We passed out under the Ited Mount-ains, and straggled along the entire day
through the Bosco, a wooded region. Occa-
sionally we would reach an opening from
which the grandest scenes were visible; but
for nearly the entire distance the way isbut an insecure bridle-path beneath stu-
pendous oaks and chestnuts, along the
shadowy bases of mountainous rocks oflava, or above the edges of dark and yawn-
ing chasms. We tarried with some pictur-
esque charcoal-burners for au hour in theafieruoon, and just at dusk came upon the
high, desolate lava plateau, where stand*
the only shelter of upper Etna, the inde-
scribably dreary Casa decll lngiest. Itis
simply a hut of lava blocks, built in 1811 by
English officers, and now a miserable ruin.
We found one room of this habitable, and
after wanning at a little lire and partaking
of some cold food and wine, wrapped our
great blankets about us and disposed our-
selves upon the rude benches for a long and.
glorious sleep in the keen and biting air.
